While overy foot of JIuropo liai been
strolled by English nnd American tour-

ists, and hundreds of books havo boon

written describing with mlnutoncss ovcry

tdiraso of Ktirop;aullfe,manuors, peoples,
und scenery, tbo vast ouiplro of China
lias received comparatively llttlo atten-

tion.
so

Yet from what lias been already
learned, no region of tho globo would
atliml matorlal to tho travolcr and

writer lliuti tho "Land of tho Celostlals."
Access to tho Interior of tho country has
al ways been dl fiicult and Is sometimes Tory
dangerous on account of tho hostility in
variably felt by tho Cbtncso toward tho
"outsldo barbarians," or "Foreign Devils." a
A number of books liavo, however, been
publlshod on China and tho Chinese, tbo
most entertaining being such ns enter
Into tho prlvato and homo Ilfo of this
singular people, who, In almost ovcry par-
ticular of Importance, aro entirely dlll'cr-ou- t

from ourselves. The great fault with
all narratives of travel lies in tbo fact
that tho writers do not soo enough of tho
Ufa of tbo people, but when ouco tho
barrier which aoparatos tho strangers
from tho natives is wholly or partially
removed, the talo becomes interesting
bvcauso it shows tho peoplo as they nro.
On this account tho works written by tho a
various missionaries who have spoilt years
in China aro among tho best works on
that country, l'romlnont among theso
aro thosu of Kov. Charlos Taylor, who was
both highly honored and greatly success-
ful In Ins work among tho pooplo of China
somo years ago. Ills books abound with
clover touches of naturo that glvo a roal
insight into tha Chinese lifo and charac-
ter.

Among the most ontcrtalnlng portions
of Dr. Taylor's Chlnoso works aro thoso
which treat of tho manners of tho Chinese.
"Tho salutation lutwoon two Chinaman
when thoy meet consists in each clasping
and shaking his own hand, instead of
each others, and bowing very profoundly,
almost to the ground, several times. A
question moro common than 'How do you
do?' is 'Have you eaten rlco?' This be-

ing tho staplo artlclo of food throughout
tho empire, and forming tho chief and

part of ovory meal, it is taken
for granted that if you havo eaten rico
you aro well. Etiquette, requires that in
conversation each should compllmont tho
other and everything belonging to him in
tho most laudatory style, and depreciate
himself, with all pertaining to him, to tbo I
lowest possible point. Tho following is
no exaggeration: 'What is your honor-abl- o

uaino?' 'My Insignificant applica-
tion is Whong.' 'Where is your magnifi-
cent palace?' 'My contemptible hut is at
Suchnh.' 'How many aro your illustrious
children V 'My vile, worthless brats aro
flvo.' 'How is tho health of your

spouso?' '.My moan,
old woman is well.' "

It Is well known that with proper
training Chinamen inako good cooks, but
omo of their methods aro a llttlo peculiar.

Most peoplu havo probably seen thorn in
tho laundries sprinkling clothing by
ejecting tho water Jrom their mouths In
a flno spray, and when first employed as
cooks somo caro is necessary to provent
their moistening Hour for bread in tho
p.i in o manner, Mrs. Taylor, upon a visit
to her kitchen th day after she had
ordered a chicken for dlnnor, found tbo
loivl running about the kitchen porfectly
ilestituto of feathers, having been picked
alive. In their linmus tho Chlneso aro
exceedingly hospitable. "Ilioy urgoyou
tn sit mid then Immediately havo cups of
tea mado and placed on small stands
before you and you aro solicited to 'eat
t'ii.' A tcispoonl'ul of tho leaves is
first put into tho cup, then boiling
water poured upon them and tho
very small saucer is placed on
tho top toprovcnttho'iiscapoof thenroma.
Half of a grcou olivu is added when a par-
ticularly delicate flavor is dosired. As.
suoii as It becomes biilUcitntly cool they
begin to sip it through an opening mado
between tho saucer and tho cup by sliding
tho former a llttlo tn ona side. Milk and
sugar are never used. Pipes and finely
cut mild tobacco uru also brought at the
same time, and you aro Importuned to
Vat Biuoko.' Smoking opium is called
'eating and peal smoko.' They never
chew, but excellent snulf is mado and
used from ft small and often very costly
glass vial, to tho stopper of which is a
small spoon, Tho snulT taken out Is de-

posited on tbo back of tho liaud, thence
taken by tho long thumb nail to tho nos-

trils."
With nil othor peoplo beggary is an ex

ceptional condition to which tho in-

dividual may sometimes by misfortune
bo reduced: In China it is a regular busi
ness, beggars being born into tho profes-
sion and bringing up tlicirchildrou to It.

"In ovory largo city thero is a vast
association of mondlcauts, to which every
ono who begs for n living must belong.
At tho head of It is ono styled tho beggar
king. His authority Is absolute, and to
him tho others aro amenable, Tho society
has a codo of rules, and by this every
beggar has n right, according to custom,
to stand at tho door of n dwelling und
howl, sing, knock, or mako any other
uolso ho pleases, until tho occupant gives
him oiio cash. Then ho Is obliged to
desist, and can apply at tho samo place
no moro on that day. No two aro allowed
to beg together at tho samo placo, yet
they nro so numerous that few doors aro
free from thoir clamorlngs long at a time
Tho proprietors of largo establishments,
whodeslro to savo thomselves from tho
iiunoynnco (if these continual visitations,
do bo' by paying a certain sum at ouco to
the king, who causes a written statoment
to that cll'ect to bo pasted bythosldoof
tho door, aud this procures for that house
certain oxomptton. No boggar dares
approach It, for, though few
of them can read, all recognize tho seal
of their chief, and If ono traugrosses ho
may be beaten by tho occupants of tho
house, or, being reported to tbo king, bo
moro severely punished. Evory beggar
has his beat, beyond which ho daro not
go, and has also bis superior, to whom
ovcry night ho bauds over a certain part
of the day's proceeds. Tho ovorsoers in
turn pay to thoklugafixcdsum monthly,
which must bo large, ns ho livos Ilka a
nabob, If a beggar breaks tho laws ho Is
sent to tho king, who is held responsible
by the city magistrates for tho good con-

duct of all bis peoplo. Tho punishment
)iM administers is generally too slow for
tho people who sutler fioin tho depreda-
tions of tho beggars, and whon a beggar
is detected in an oll'cuso his punishment
generally consists in having his hands
tied behind him. Icing drawn up ovor a
limb of tho nearest tree, aud beaten half
to death with sticks, clubs, fists, or any-
thing that comes to baud."

Tho principal feature about a China-
man's costume is tho fact that nothing
over fits but his stockings. His clothing
consists really of three or four Bhirts or
garments mado after tho fashion of a shirt,
each opening iu front aud having five
buttous, n sacred number. Theso buttons
nro never in a straight row, but In a sort
of scml-circl- half round the body. Tho
outer garments havo sleeves a foot longer
than tho arm, a fact which affords abun-
dant opportun"?3 for thoft. A China
man's Jackets aro his thermomotcr. Ho
wlllsuy: "To-da- is throo Jackots cold,
aud If it incroasos at this rato
will bo four or flvo Jackets cold." Their
shoes aro well known, but thoir caps aro
of three or four dlQoront forms. Ono
thoy call tho "watormolon cap," of tho
shape of half n watormolon, having no
front ploco, but Instead, a knob on tho top
br which It is handled. Tho second is
like a round top fell hat with tho sides
turned up, and tho othors aro of various
shapes.

The color of the knob on top of tho hat
Is tbo sign of rank among mandarins. Tho
lowest wear a gilt knob, then a whito
stone, n clear crystal, n palo blue stone, n
deep blue, a palo red and n deep red, In
order of rank.- - Yellow may only bo worn
by the emperor's famllr, bat u it latuk

oficspoctto age, raon ovor 00 years by
special edicts aro allowed to wear yellow,
this always entitling thorn to great con-

sideration among all classes. Tho dudo
pantaloon probably originated among tho
Chinese, for, from tho dawn of history, on
stnto occasions officials and dressy per-
sons will wear n sort of pantaloon, fitting

tightly as possible to tho log, ami each
legbelug entirely soparato from Its fel-

low. Theso trousers nro of silk or satin,
and tho legs nro held; In placo by being
fastened to a waistband or bolt round tho
body. On tho approach of cold woathor
tho Chlnoso Increase tho number of their
garments, until sometimes they aro llko
animated bales of cotton, thoir arms ho-

lms forced into a nnarlv horizontal nosl- -

tlon; nor do thoy tako off thoir masos of thus
clothing until tho rctum 01 spring."

Tho Chlnoso articles of food havo boon
oftou described ns to need no further ond

attention. As a rule, they nro ns careful tho
about their diet as most nations having At
no moro civilization, and only tho poor thoy
employ tho rovoltlng articles that aro If
sometimes attributed to thorn.

"Thnv !(. round a tnblo at their meals, than
though workmen out of doors may often aro
bo scon stooping ou tho ground round At
thoir hugo bowlol rice. In tho houso first,
tbls occupies tho middle of tho tablo, and

small bowl Is placed at each sost, with
two round sticks, ten Inchos long, tho
'chop sticks' or 'eating sticks.' Theso aro and
mado of wood, bamboo, ivory, or silver,
aro both hold Iu ono band, and supply
tho placo of knlfo and folk. Each man
fills his bowl with rlco by a ladle, and
thou, holding It to his mouth, shovels In top
tho rlco with his chop sticks till you
wonder what has bocouio of it, so quickly
has it disappeared. Ho then takes
with his two sticks a bit of moat, a und
fish, or vegetable it having been
eat into mouthfuls In tho kitchen. If side,
ono of your companions wishes to pay you

particular compliment ho dips his ladle,
which has Just been in his own mouth, caps
into tho stow or gravy aud helps you to
It, pouring It over tho rlco In your bowl, up.
or bo will tako up with his chopsticks a
(lollcato morsel and doposlt on your rlco. of
If ho thinks your chopsticks aro not suf-
ficiently clean or nico ho wlpos his own
by drawing thorn through his hands, after
having cirofully sucked them clean, and
thon passes them over to you. At a feast
tlioro nro ofton forty or fifty coursos, tho and
ropast always beginning svlth sweetmeats
and delicacies, and oudlng with plain
boiled rico. Butter and cbcoso nro mado by
for forolgncrs, tho former being called
'cow milk grease,' latter "cow milk cake.' "

Tho Chlucso written languago Is tho
nearest npproach thero is to tho Egyptian
hieroglyphic, and so closo Is tbo rosom-bianc- o

as to lead many scholars to suspect
that tho two havo n common origin.

"Tho Chlnoso writton languago con-

sists of about 11,000 different characters, at
each being a complete word and having
its own namo and signification. There is
no nlphabot. Thero are, howovor, 214
radicals, somo one of which forms a part and
of ovary othor character In tho languago. to

Increased to 14,000 charactors, each
having not only its own souud, but con-

voying a distlct idea. Suppose, thon, that
A means houso, 11 moans fire, O means
table, aud so on through tho list, and tho
difficulty of learning Chlneso' is bottor
seou. Less than 5,000 charactors aro tho

in tho 'Four Hooks' of Confucius,
aud a knowlcdgo of about 10,000 will
enablo ono to read any ordinary Chlneso
book. No Chlnoso scholar knows all tho
characters In his own language. Tho most

"At Canton an abominablo Jargon has Ml
sprung up from tho oll'orts of somo of the
natives to learn our languago. It is
nlllu Knnllsh.' nllln' being tho nearest

npproach a Chlneso tonguo can mako to
tho word 'business.' It is almost as hard
to learn as tho Chlnoso,- - I notlood ono
day that all tho Junks, lad two oyes
palntod on tho bow, and asking tho rea-
son was told : 'S'poso havo catcbo eyo,
how fashion can seo, wanohoo wulkco
water?' My servant came to toll mo his
father had dlod and ho wanted to attend
tho funoral, aud proffered his request in
theso words: 'Mv ono rdeco olo fader

'havo makco catcheo die; my wanchcogo
dodat coiun pijiu alloo rlgnt.' Cnlucso
aro fond of having articles in pairs. See-

ing ono wearing two watches, ono In each
breast pocket, with tho chains dangling,
I asked why ho woro moro than ono :

'S'poso one ploco catcho slckoo, no can
talkco, dat udder pleco can talkec.'

Tho Chinese aro as peculiar la thoir
ldoas of eclipses and earthquakes us in
ovorythlug oUc, and though ocllpses aro
calculated aud announced, only tho bare
fact is mentioned, without auy explana-
tion of tho cjuso.

"Tho universal thoory of an eclipse
throughout tho empire Is that n wild sun
Is trying to devour tho homo or domestic is
sun. Some say that a lingo dragon is
trying to eat the suu or moon, From tho ishighest to tho lowest tbo act Is regarded
as devouring, and In overy proclamation
and book an ecllpso is always mentioned
ns 'sun eating' or 'moon eating,' Hence,
during tbo continuance of an eclipse,
thero is kept up un incessant din of
gongs, drums, horns, and tho llko, and
llrlug of cannon, matchlocks, and crackers
nt tbo temples and publlcoukes to frighten
away tho dovouror. Shrines aro also placed
in tho opon air In front of tho temples,
public olilces of tho magistrates, aud ittho doors of prlvato dwellings, hav-
ing candlos and incense burning on them,
whllo at the tomplos tbo Idols aro brought
out and seated with their faces to tho sun.
At tho government ollicos tho mandarins
como out, kneel down, bow their fore-

heads to the earth nluo times, worshiping
tho 'cater,1 aad praying him not to devour
tho sun, Wo had sinoked glasses, and at
tho olfico of ono of tho highest dignitaries
a pleco was carried to mm, through which
ho biiw that the 'eating' had commenced
nven before it began to grow dark, aud
his excellency immediately camo out and
performed his prostrations, whilo his can-

non were discharged, aud his various in-

struments of uolso scut forth thoir horri-
ble- discord.

"Aa to earthquakes, thoy think that in
tho bowels ot tno eartn tnoro is an enor
mous fish, ou whoso head tho goddess of
mercy, Kwanyiu, is always sitting, and
that so lung us tbo priests In any part of
tho empire aro beating on a kind of
wooden drum, s.iid to bo shaped llko tho
head or tho nsh, so long ho romalns por-
fectly quiet; but if an lntorval occurs In
which, throughout tho wholo country,
some ono Is not tapping on one of thoso
drums, lu that moment tho fish has an
itching sensation, and instantly begins to
wriggle, which produces tho earthquake,
and tho quivering of tho earth continues
till tho priests begin to beat tnoir drums
again. This is supposed t6 act ou tho fish
as a soothing ointment to au itching sur-
face, and such another drumming as then
beglus is not often heard."

In an exceedingly ontcrtalnlng passage
Dr. Taylor sums up the differences

tho Chlnoso and ourselves so far as
tho opposite ways of doing things aro
concerned:

"Thoy shave tho hair from tho head in-

stead of tho face altor they reach man-
hood. Tho lather brush looks llko our
tooth brush, and thoy use only warm
water without soap. Thoy not only al-

ways batho and wash In warm wator, but
also drink warm water in preferonco to
cold, Thoy begin at tho end of it book
to read and read from tho top to tho
bottom, bogiuning at tho right hand,
Instead of across tho pago, beginning
at tho loft. Explanatory notes aro
always at the top instead of tho
bottom of a pago. Tho title of a book is
always at tho outer margin Instead of nt
tho top. Tho leaves arc all doublod and
nrlntod on both sides instead of slnglo
and printed on both, Tho pupils in school
study as loini as tuey can scroam, limoau
or snentiy, anu in reciiingstanu wuu mo
back to tbo teacher Instead of tho face.
Thoy locate tho soat of Intelllgonco in tbo
stomach Instead of tho bead. With them,
tho magnetic neodlo is said to point to tho
south, and in naming tho cardinal points
thoy say oast, Bouth, west, north. Instead
of southeast and northwost, thoy always
say oastsouth and westuorth. Matting
is used on tbo beds instead of on tho
doors, and thoy use hard nillows. goner- -

Having been frequently urgod to give

my vlows upon tho matter of trichinosis,
and having repeatedly excused myself
heretofore In all casos, it may bo well to
brlofly touch upon tho subject in tho in-

terests of scientific and perhaps interna-
tional progress.

If tho American hog is Invested with
trlchinio spiralis, I, for ono, do not favor
his use- as an international bovorage.
Hero and in Boston, where tho American
hog is largely cooked with tho baked
beans which acts as an antidoto to tho
spiral worm of commorco tho danger is
slight, but when wo consider that Bis-

marck's constituents oats ham, sausago,
and even fresh pork, raw, it Is apt to
prove disastrous on foreign shores. Tho
spiral worm, whon rnlscd to tho ono hun-
dred and sixtieth degroo (Fahrenheit), Is
not dangerous to health, and it is urgod
by somo that whon well dono ho adds to
tho flavor of tho pork.

Trichlnna spiralis is a paraslto, quies-
cent, encystod, ncmatoid worm. Tho
cash subscriber is presontod with tbls
definition freely and cheorfully, and ho

ono that was ruthlossly squashed.

I will now describo tho trlchinio, so
that if nny reader of tho scientific treatlfco
should meet ono on Arapahoe strcot, ho
could notify tho pollco.

Itlctliods of luatructlon.
Tho now publlo school year nominally

boglns ou Monday, though tho roal cdu- -'

catloual work opens up a day later. On
Monday tho old pupils who attended last
session aro sized up intellectually and
placed lu tbo grades towhlch tho progress
of tbo previous term ontitles them. This,
also, Is tho last day on which tickets aro
issued to now pupus, wuo aro aumittea
Tuesday. Tho hot wcathor sufiarod dur-
ing tho earlier part of tho wook had tho
effect of causing a docldcd falling off from
tho rush for tickots, which bogan on
Monday. To-d- ay and Monday uoxt aro
oxpocted to witness busy times around
tho points of issue.

Iletwocn forty nnd fifty now teachers
commouco tlielr career next wook, nearly
all of thorn graduates of tho normal
schools hore, tho lists of which aro thoreby
about exhausted; now appointees will
have, tnorolerc, to bo taken lrom tno out-
sldo world.

. Thoro havo boon no school board reports
printed for four yoars, owing to tho early
deplotiou of tho fund for othor purposes.
It is to bo hopod that tho past year's work
will bo rocorded in durablo and circulat-
ing form. Thero has been a markod Im-

provement in tho work of tho publlo
schools iu this period, mostly in tho direc-
tion of increased efllclency on tho part of
tho teachers. The effort has boon to
discourage tho much complainod of cram-
ming a quantity of parrot-llk- o "informa-
tion" into tho children's heads, lesson
hearing bolng grudually supplantod by
tho moro Intelligent Importation of ideas
In placo of words. Tho reform In teach-
ing spelling has boon moro markod than
perhaps nny branch, unless It bo geogra-
phy or arithmetic Tho form of a word
is not taught to a child unless It appro-hen-

tho meaning of it. Buperintondout
Wilson has weekly conferonees with ovory
grado, somo sixty teacbeis assembling
around him at n time. Ho thonsolects
ono of their numbor, who glvos a modol
lesson, subjoct to discussion and criticism.

The enjulnment of tho pupils with tho
fuculty of doing common things well is
aimed at in tho methods adoptod, and less
intention Is given to tho toxt books than
formorly. A rulo which Mr. Wilson is
novcr tlrod of reiterating Is novor to tell
n child what it can find out fur Itself.
Tho strengthening and cultivation of tho
faculty of teaching thomselves is aimed
at in toaciiiiig tuo youngsters.

In geography modeling of maps is pre-
ferred as n moda of instruction to instill-
ing a number of moanlngless names Into
a child's memory, to bo forgotton with
promptness and certainty, l'utty is used,
and ouch child is given a board, upon
which It constructs tho country ho is
loarulng nbout, with tho mountain ranges
ralsod, tho rivers marked with bluo
worsted, and tho chlof commercial cities,
