o'clock ho went for adtlvo In Falrmount park.
Quito a largo crowd had gathered In tlio hotel
corridors and nrouud theCbcstnut street front,

but Mr. Blalno slipped out quietly bjr the Ninth
treet exit. Senator Don Cameron camo to

town this morning nnd was among tho first to

call on Mr. Blalno. James M. ScoveUwas also

inong tho callers.
About 8 o'clock Mr. Blalno nnd party re-

turned from tho drive lo tho park. After

luncheon tho presidential candidate proceeded
to tho Union lcagua homo for tho public re-

ception. This cvont waa held In tho largo
room on tho second lloor of the annex

In tho rear or tho main building. Tho doors
wore thrown opon lo tho public, and every fa-

cility wasoirered to tho eltlzensof 1'hltadelphla
to pay their respectatn Mr. Blaine. Mr. Ilia no
was attended by a committee of thirty of tho
vonngcr members of tho Lcnguo In evening
dress; Thousands of pcoplo streamed through
tho room until 4.30 o'clock, when tho reception
terminated nnd Mr. lllatne drovo back to tho
Continental hotel for dinner.

Whtlo tho party were still nt dinner Senator
Don Cameron cntno to bid Mr. Blalno gomlby.
As soon ns It beeaino known In tho hotel that
Mr. Blalno had returned from tbo Union
League tho guests began to gather In groups in
tho corrtdorlcadtng to his rooms, nnd Just its
tho dinner ended sorao ladles gently pnshod
tho iloor open far enough to enable Ihem to sco
tho distinguished condldato. and stood llicro
gazing at hlra. When Mr. BlaIno' attention
vascalledtofhlsha turned from tho gentle-me- n

with whom ho was talking nnd shook
hands with them.

At about 7:30 p. m. Mr. Maine, protected on
one sldo by Mr. Klklns nnd on thn other by Mr.
Bowker, tho president of tho league, mado
his way through tho usual crowd lo his car-

riage, and was driven to tho private cntrnnco
to tho rlub house, where ngaln tho polfo had
to hold tho peoplo In check while- ho made his
way Into tho building. Tho club homo was
relatively more crowded than tho street, and
Mr. Blalno was again competed to undergo
tho handshaking ordeal. At ft few minutes
pasts Mr. Benson, first vice president or tho
lcaguo, requested all but Mr. Blalno and his
tinny to wl.hdraw from tho room, which was
becoming very close. This request was d

with slowly, nnd whllo tho gentlemen
In tho room wcro leaving, there worn others
begging to bo allowed "a word with Mr.
Blaine, but Mr. Benson was compelled to bo
lnoxorable.

Mr. Blalno was then escorted to n platrorm
i.rAftA.1 In fpntif nf thn hllUdltlP. WllOrO 110 TO- -

vlcwcd tho parade. At 8 o'clock the head or
the procession, led by Gen. liariranu as cnici
marshal, passed tho Maud and was enthusias-
tically applauded. From tho Union
club house nno could seo about n mite and a
half down Ilmail street, ino procession n lieu
tho wbolo or thin spaco, nnd during tho whole
tlmo that Mr. Blaine remained upon the stand
tho torches, appearing in tho distance llko a
solid mass or moving tiro, could bo keen Ming
Into Broad street nt tho lower end. All the
clubs woro neat uniforms and moved In mili-
tary order, and tho marching of most of them
was admirable. Each club ns It passed tho
stand gavo "threo cheers for James U. Blaine,"
or for "James U. Blaine, our next president,"
and Mr. Blalno In each Instance removed his
hat nnd bowed. Tho Young Bcpubllcans
of Philadelphia, a body of nulto
young gentlemen, wcro especially
demonstrative. Thoy cheered In

bovs' style, ns they passed, and were,
in turu.loudly cheered by tho crowd. As to
tho number In tho procession no mere specta-
tor could rorm an intelligent estimate, but tho
mayor or the city expressed tho opinion that
there were more than SJ.OOt) marching men.
Ho docllnod to make nn ostlmato of the num-
ber of tho spectators, but remarked In a

way that ho helioved "hairtbopopuU-tlouo- f
Philadelphia" weroout.

It was understood In advance that thcro was
to bo no speaking, so no demand was mado
for a speech by Mr. Blaine. At 9:15, whllo tho
procession was still iu full force, Mr. Blaine
bowed repeatedly and left thu stand.

Upou tbo club house ho took
somo refreshments, niter which ho passed out
amid tho most enthusiastic cheering, entered
n carriage and was driven rapidly to the
depot, and left for New York at 0.33 onu
special train.

New Youk, Sopt. 23. Tho special train con-
veying Mr. Blalno and party from Philadel-
phia did not stop at nny point except Eliza-
beth. The trip was mndo hi less than two

the train arriving In Jersey City at
1:33 p. m. Mr. Blalno and his friends took

carriages, crossed tho Des Brasses street ferry,
and wcro driven to tho Fifth Arenuo hotel.
Mr. Blalno was greatly pleased with his recep-
tion In Philadelphia, nnd on tho return trip
he declared that, notwithstanding the labor of
tho day, ho was not nt ull fatigued.

Sensational Dtwlopmcnts In tho Bnchnnan
Distillery Failure-T- wo of tlio Partners
Nanpimil to Havo Fled the Country.
Loi'isvtt.t.n, Kv., Sept. '!. Tho develop-

ments this nflernoon In tho assignment of Iho
Ncwcomb-Buchnna- compnuy wcro of a sen-

sational nature.
llcorgo (!. nnd Andrew Buchanan left tho

city on Sunday, leaving no clow to their
whereabouts. Tho rumors to day say that tho
firm has mado Improper uso of money sent
them by customers to pay tho tax on whisky
which they had sold! also that they havo hy-
pothecated receipts for whisky out of liond
which did not represent tho goods described
upon tho faco of those receipt'. Tho rumors
Ilrst took a tangible form this afternoon, when
Mr. George W. Morris, tho assignee of the com-
pany, resigned, and turned Iho entire business
over to tho Fidelity Trust company. Tho
cause, It Is said, of this step on tho part of Mr,
Morris was that ha found tho nlhilra of tho
company lu such it complicated stato ns to
protulsu great troublo lu straightening them
out.

It Is said that tho nccountsof tho firm nro In
nmiicu worse couilltlon than tqo most

ui iiiq creditors ever suppmcu. ino
holder or reei'lnts tmmnrltiitelv rushed to tho
collectors iilllcu to seo If duplicates had been
maao ana it is pnstlvciy staled, iiiougu not oy
tho Internal revenue department, that 81,000
Imnded warehouse receipts wcro discovered
which had been duplicated. When tho last
arrangement with tho trustco was made tho
eomiilclo control oftho hushics was nlaccd In
thohandsofthetlrm. Thcro was an advisory
committee nppolnted, but It wns seldom, if
over, cnnsuiteti nv nnv l rm. tt win tnereioru
be seen thnt the tlrm find power to Issue dupll
calo receipts, whether they did so or not.

TWO MUIlUEltKISS IIANGBD.

Michael Murray Executed at Ebensburg and
Joseph Ssrrcr at Indiana, l'a.

EnENSBuna, Pa., Sept. 20. Michael Murray
was hanged at 1:23 o'clock this afternoon. Ho
ascended tho scaflbld with n faltering step.
Ho snoko briefly, and at tho end of Ills re-

marks surveyed tho crowd with n wild look.
seeming for tho Ilrst tlmo to reallzo flilly his
ass tin position, ms ucattt wus almost in-
stantaneous. Somo200 persons witnessed tho
execution, which took idaco In tho Jail
yard. Surrounding tho Jail wero hundreds of
people, many of whom wcro disappointed In
being uunblo to gain admission. During his
confinement Murray was most stolid, and up
to this morning ho steadily refused to recch o
spiritual consolation, but at ou early hour ho
sent for tho Catholic priest, and was almost
constantly engaged In religious worship up to
the tlmo of his execution. Ha sntd ho would
bo tho happiest mauiii Heaven. Ho requested
to bo burled iu the cemetery near the placo
whero his crime wn committed.

As tho dreadful hour began to draw near
this morning his action and his appearance
plainly Indicated tho most lntcnso agony,
making him a pttlftil sight to look upon. On
the 12tli of October last, near tho town of

Murray met John ll.tndcuil', his vic-
tim, who was ou his way from his homo to tho
little village. Murray Informed Ilandcutl'lhat
ho would kill him for a fancied Insult of tho
day previous when no nnd soma boys In a
wagon passed him nud mocked or laughed at
him, ns ho alleged. HandculV assured him
that ho was mistaken, as ho had saldordouo
nothing, and passedon. Murray then secreted
himself by the roudsldo and waited for his re-

turn, when he fired four shots, killing him
almost Instantly, lfo then started on; but, hav-
ing but ono leg, wu.s soon after captured und
lodged In Jail.

Hocouldllnduoonowlth
enough conlldcnce In his chimerical schemes,
us they wcro considered, to ndvanco any capi-
tal. Suddenly ho emerged from his obscurliy,
