valley. But I do not sco before
mo tho west Virginia which 1 knew
In my boyhood. Tito West Virginia of forty
years ago was comparatively a wilderness.
The West Virginia of Is a propcrous In-

dustrial center In tho United Slates. Ap-

plause West Virginia, as an Independent
commonwealth, began her existence during
tho civil war, and at that day a most liberal
estimate of tho total property, according to
tho enumeration of tho United States census,
did not exceed 100,000,000. In 1870 tho census
gave you an aggregate of 1190,000,000, and In
1SS0 It showed that you possessed capitalized
wealth to tho amount of fJ350,ooo,uoo.
1'rom tho clofo of tho war to tho year I860
West Virginia had therefore gained In wealth
tho enormous sum of 8250,000,000. You havo
fared pretty well, therefore, under republican
administration. Laughter and cheers.
Trobably some political opponent does me tho
honor to listen to me, and I would ask him as
n candid man what agency was It that nerved
the arm of Industry to smttcthomountalnsand
Oreato this wealth In West Virginia. It was
the prrtectlvo tariff and a llnaucial system
that gavo you good money chiers. Before
tho war you novel had circulating In your
midst a bill that would pass current COO miles
from home. You do not have a single
piece of paper monoy circulating In West Vir-
ginia thai is not good nil around tbo globe; not
a bill that will not pass In the money markets
of Kuropo as well as in New York or Baltimore.
Ho that a man who works for day's wages

'knows when Saturday night co'ncs
that ho Is to bo paid In rood money. Under n
protcctlvo tarlfl your coal Industries and your
iron industries and the wealth of your forests
have been brought out, and it Is for you voters
of West Virginia to say whether you want this
to coutlnuo or whether you want to try free
trade.

A voice. Ko, wo don't.
I nmko told to say.wllh all respect, that there

Is not a democratic statesman on the stump In
West Vlrgtulu conspicuous enough to bo known
to tho nation (I speak only of those-- know)
who advocates a protcctlvo tariff; not one.
lgo further; I do not knowadcmocratlo states-
man who will acknowledge that n tariff tor
protection Is constitutional, and, therefore, as
honest men. they are bound to opposo It. Tho
Morrison tarlfTbill would have struck nt tho
Interest of West Virginia In many vital points,
and It Is an amazing fact that tho representa-
tives lrom West Virginia voted for that bill.

Thero is n good old adago, which I beg to
recall to your minds, that "Rod helps those
who help themselves," and If West Virginia Is
not willing to sustatnaprotcctlvotarlll by her
voto and her Influence, sho must not expect It
to bo sustained for her by others.

A Band of Fir Orgsnlzo for tho Purpose of

Plundcrlag Chinese Lsnndrjmen.
Chicago, Oct. 0. Thrco young girls havo

been arrested hero for tho strnngo crime of
robbing Chlneso laundries. Tho story dis-

closed at tho police court, whero they wero ar
raigned, Is a peculiar one, showing a klud of
depravity that was not hcrelororo Known to
oxlst. a ho girls aro Magglo Doyle, aged 15 j

Theresa Oarrlg, aged 14; Kato Hammond,
aged 13 j Molllo Satnuky, agod 10, and tlcrtho
Novock, ngckll. They wcro arrested Friday
byOfllccrs Lowcnstcln and Lorch on com-

plaint of Sam Yuen Sing, tho keeper of a
laundry at 151 North Clark street. Tho girls
nil Uvo with their parents, and pretended
each day they wcro going out to work in dif-

ferent establishments. They wero .poorly
dressed, and showed a profligacy which is

nn In rlilldfnn nf thMr fltrn.
It was shown by tho testimony that theso

girls had Inrmcd sorao sort of nn organization
which they colled "Tho Chlneso Five," nnd
that Magglo Doylo was tho captain, and
planned tho work for her corapanlous. Tho
girls would meet each day at n dago saloon on
Milwaukee avenue, near Hangamon street. and
thcro start on their marauding expeditions.
Three weeks ago they wero tint mado known
In pollco circles by being arrested for frequent-
ing Chlneso laundries, and lines of tloo ench
Imposed by Justlco Kcrstcn, but sentencowas1
suspended, pending their good behavior. Tho
arrest seemed to havo had uo effect on tho

for they continued their work as usual,
l Monday the band commenced a new mode

of working. Thoy procured a liottlc of chloro-
form and visited several laundries. At Lan
Sang's place, on Milwaukee avenue, thrco of
tho party kept tho attention of tho workmen
engaged In too wash-roo- while tho other two
chloroformed tho proprietor and robbed him
of 91.50, all tho money in his possession.

Tho next day they secured another bottle,
and visited a Chinaman on Claybourn avenue,
but tho fluid had been wasted and tncy wcro
unsuccessful. On Wednesday, with a third
bottle, they visited Sam Yuen Sing's place, ou
Clark street, anil thrco of them retired to a
back room, while tho other two kept watch
on tho outside to avoid detection by tho pollco.
After remaining In tho laundry about an hour
tho thrco girls secured a pocket book contain-
ing 510.60. Maggie then went to ft store on
tho West Sldo and spent tho money in cheap
Jewelry and somo clothes. Tno jtlrls wcro
afterward arrested on complaint of Warn Yuen
Sing.

When thev camo into court thev wero con
vulsed with merriment. They becamo moro
sedate as tho evldcnco was brought out, and
frequently surprised nnd shocked Justlco
Hawklnson, who was presiding, by their nu-
merous emphatic denials of testimony, which
denials they did not hesitate lo cmpbaslzo
with most vigorous oaths.

"How dJ4 tou como In possession ot tho
chloroform r' asked Lieut. Schaak of ono of

The pollco do not know yet what action, If
any, will bo taken la tho caso of Dr. Beyuolds,
as they fear they will be unablo to convict
him on the girls' testimony. A policeman
visited his offlco yesterday ami sent the Doylo

in in to get auotner nottio oi cnioroiorm, uut
in told her ho was afraid to clvo anv more, as

tho girls might quarrel among tbusuclvcs and
give him away. Ho has always borne n good
reputation, ana is wcu Known in uu viuiuuy
as a pnyrician oi sain.

Warrants wero at onco taken out for several
Chinamen, whoso names aro unknown, and
two of tho girls went with tho onlcers to point
them out. Subsequently eleven of them were
arrested and held to await trial.

The Pennsylvania Will Refuse-t- o Haul Its
Trains from Baltimore to Ncn York.

Philadelphia, Oct, o. It Is reported this
afternoon that tho Baltimore and Ohio Kali-roa- d

company has been given notlco by tho
Pennsylvania Bnllroad company that It would,
on nnd after Sunday next, bo deprived of tho
prlvllego of running Its trains over tho Penn-
sylvania lines between Baltimore and Now
York. Tho news of this Important action was
vcrlllcd at tho Pennsylvania main office, and
it was further stated that neither passenger
tickets nor baggaga checked through from tho
west, by way of tho Baltimore and Ohio lines,
would bo received by tho Pennsylvania com-
pany. This notlllcatlon has been given, in
pursuance of an intimation glvou by the Penn-
sylvania to tho Baltimore and Ohio, In May
hist, to tho eflcct that it was deslrablo to tcrml-nat- o

tho existing contract for hauling the
Baltimore and Ohio cars. This dcslro has now
takcu effect, and tho agents of tho connecting
lines havo been notified accordingly.

A regular form or notlco has also been sent
by President Hinckley, of tbo Philadelphia,
.Wilmington and Baltimore Itallroad company,
to Kobcrt Garrett, tho acting president of tho
Baltimore and Ohio company. In explanation

report for tho' Memphis' district, embracing
West Tennessee, North Mississippi, North
Arkansas, and North Alabama, to bo Issued

by Messrs. Fontalno,!: Co., will say:
Tho weather during tho month of 'September
has been unfavorable to tho growing cotton
crop. Hot, dry weatner, wiucu was a con-
tinuance of tho drought extending back
through August, prevailed throughout tho
district until about Sept. '.O, when excessive
rains fell, principally In Arkansas and Ten-
nessee. Tho drought had materially cll'citod
tho plant and tho rains which subsequently
fell In mi" localities added to tho damage al-
ready su ml. Tho favorable prospects In-

dicated In tho July report, which at that tlmo
promised nn Increased yield, lmve, In this dis-
trict, been changed. The cotton In Iho main
has not fruited well, neither has tho plant re-

tained lis square bolls. From nil over tho dis-

trict serious damage Is reported from tho
drought, rust, and cxccsslvo rains. Theso
havo caused n general revision of tho prospec-
tive yield, which It Is now indicated will bo
17JV PC' cent, less than lust year. "

Virginia Tobacco Interests.
Danville, Va., Oct. fl. At a meeting ol tho

Tobacco association this evening Capt. Tbos.
J. Talbott was elected president. Capt. Hern-dor-

tho retiring president gave tho figures of
thotrado recently sent out by tho Associated
Press, and ndded a statement Hint tho acreage
of last season In Virginia and North Carolina
was greater than tho avcrago acreage by about
20 per cent, and tho yield ubout !J0 per cent, of
tho average, and that tho stock of old tobacco
In the markets was unusually short.
