John Qulncy Adams was oloctod presi-
dent (by tho houso of representatives),
although tho popular majority against
him was 111, 120 in a total voto of 310,002.
X'olk was in tbo minority by 21,123 la a
total of 2,033,011 votes. Taylor was in
tho minority 151,700 in a total of 2,871,-0- 03

votes. Buchanan was in tho minority
377.G27 in a total of 1,033,007 votos. Lin-coi- n

(first term) was in tbo minority
011,110, in a total of 1,070,853 votos. Tho
Hayes minority was 311,823 in a total of
8,112,733. Tho Oarfiold minority was
312,801 In a total of 0,210,070 votos.

Tbo "popular" prosldents,eIj;he In num-
ber, wero Androw Jackson (first term)
popular majority 133,131 In a total ot
1,150,33 votes. Androw Jackson, second
form, popular majority about 133,000 In a
total of noarly ono and mil-
lion votes. Van Huron's popular majority
was 21,893 In 1,103,203 votes, Harrison's
popular majority was 139,230 in 2,110,778
votes, Pierce's popular majority was
53,717 In 3,111,101 votos. Lincoln (socond
term) popular majority 107,312 in 4,011,.
702 votes. Grant (first term) popular
mojorlty 303,153 in 5,724,031 votos.

Tho valuo of tho products of
American manufacture consumed at
homo Is fivo times tho valuo uf tho manu-
factured products of Clrcat Britain and
Itcland exported to all othor countries,
and moro than fourtoon tlmos tho valuo of
the exports of manufactu red produets from
France to all othor countries. Tho rolatlvo
valuo of tho lutornal, ns compared with
tbo foreign, commorco of tho country Is
also Illustrated by statements showing
that 09 per cent, of tho coal mined in this
country, 03 por cout.of our iron nnd stoel
products, 03 per cont. of the products of
our leathor Industries, mora than 00 por
cont. of our manufactures of wool, 03 por
cont. of tho products of our cotton manu-

factures, moro than 09 por cent, ot our
manufactures of silk, and 07 por cont. of
our manufactures of glass, glassware,
carthonwaro, and stonowaro, aro con
sumed In tbo Unltod States.
