And ueforo giving yuu the ton. ts i beg to
notice for a Uttlo souio of the humors of this
campaign. Laughter, Generally parties aro
fa islU'd lo contend with ouo another, and lu
uulntalu a lojaladheslou to llwlr leaders, and,
genurally, It has been uertalned by the his-
torical deduction of ihu cumtiuuio f our

troin ihu beginning lluit a grave
queatlon and It was u gravu q estlun that
uerlous and permanent Inteitrts vero In-

volved and that was what lead of principles
aud purposes this govcninicut was to bo

lor the people ot this country for four
years; and wo thought tho two. understood
that tho groat magistrate of tho union, n hen
clothed with tho powerof'tbe sull'ruge ol the
couutry. stood uiou a level of the dignity and
power that belong to tho ruler of a Ireo
people, in his authority nnd conduct
under tho constitution of ullulrs nt homo and
the representation of them abroad; that what-
ever of dignity, whatever of magnitude at-

tended tho dominion over a free peoplo under
a constitution that was tho level on which our
candidate for tho presidency on one, baud, and
the other were to bo urged und supported, and
triumphantly supported or overthrown.

under tho constitution. Urios of "Good I"
vo submit to no comparison between any
ruler or dignitary abroad and tho greatness of
tho spontaneously chosen nnd anointed presi-
dent of the United States.

If It bo
politics and ba duty and bo noblo and right
and useful lo tho country It must bo through
somo transcendental views of politics laugh-
ter, nnd as nobody can understand what Is
transcendental whpn It Is atmlicd lo the tonics
to which It has been hcrctotoro treated of
uobouy cau very well understand wuat
irnnsceuucmai politics is as least wiinnui an
Illustration. Laughter. When Mr. Emerson
was llrst founding and spreading tho doctrlno
ot transcendentalism, ono or tho greatest as-

semblies or Presbyterians (before tuo country
was divided at nil) had been held In ono of
tho southern cities, and theso eminent doctors
of divinity, going up on tho steamboats (be
luio rnnroatis were consirucicuj, wero con-
vening very earnestly w lth ono another and
very learnedly on this now notion of transcen-
dentalism and what It portended to tho Insti-
tution of tho church. Alter their discussion
hail declined (for thero must bo an end oven
lo that, a sober and devout layman, who hail
heard Ibis earnest ilhnutattmi (without un.
demanding n word of It), asked tuls doctor of
divinity, witu great submission, ir no would
bo so good as briefly to explain to
him what transcendentalism was. I juightcr.
"Well," said be, "my friend, it is a littfo diff-
icult In a few words, but as wo aro rtosslmr bv
mis uiuu on mo Mississippi river, no you an-tl-

thoso swallow holes lu the bluff?' "Yes,"
says tho man, "I do." "Well," says he, "if
you break away all that blutf and leavo noth-
ing but tbo swallow holes that is

loud laughter and applause, and
theso now aro tho swallow holes lu politics,
laughter, with tho parties all brushed away,

nnd nothing lea but tbo vacant orifices Ap-

plause. Well, thero Is another humor about
this, and that Is how an excellent and very
particular and finished set of our peoplo
laughter thinking that whatever of light and

purity they could spnro to our party they had
parted with laughter, determined that they
would extend and dlllUso tho residuum to
sweeten tho great democratic party.

Mr. Evarts then rclatcdauothcrantcdotc, nnd
said: Well, we aro now here, not at tbo opening
or tho campaign, for It has been bravely
fought on many fields, and through manydnys
and months. Wo aro not met to celebrate tho
victory, for tho llnal onset Is not until next
Tuesday. Wo nro not hero to pralso oursolvcs,
for that wo can do without tho prcsenco of
election day. Atiplauso. Wo aro not hero
even to tiralso Mr. Blaino. rAnnlauso and
chccrB. Ills pralso Is known In tbo hearts of
iiiscoumrymcn. i Applause, i uis lamo is in-
scribed upon tho history of the country, and
no taint or tarnish can como from any
of tho vicissitudes or politics or suf-
frage. Three cheers for Mr. Blalno.l But wo
are met hero to congrntulnto ono another
and to congrntulato Mr. Blaluo that wo havo
a country thau was saved by tho republican
party once, and will bo beloved and honorod
nnd sustained by tbo republican party through
ovcry vicissitude. Wo aro hero to congratu-
late ourselves and Mr. Blaino that ovcry step
In tho campalgu as wo now look back upon It
has shown no weakness, no folly, no treachery,
no malignity In tho conduct of it. Applause.
And wo uro to congrntulato him If ho will
think this host has worthily followed lu his
lead. Wo aro to congratulato ourselves and
him tbat, united from tho beginning,
wo shall stand to tho end and
no triumph over him can como
oven In tho outset of tho suffrages, and tho
final test that has not reached him over tho
prostrato body of tho republican party. Ap-
plause. Wo aro In sincerity and with unfail-
ing doubt to congratulato ourselves nnd him
and tho country that tbls niomeut wo feel as-
sured of our victory as If tbo trumpets had
already announced tho result. Applauso.
But wo do not mean from this night forward
that any labor, any danger, any sacrifice shall
bo wantlnir until tho sundown of tho election

.day shall conic. Applause.
Mr. Evarts concluded as toiiows: "Tno re-

publican party has beforo It but ono further
Important political duty In completing a por-
ted union among nil tho states. That duty Is
to labor with every constitutional power and
lullucnco ut its scrvlco for n frco a sufllago at
tho south as thero Is clsowhero all over tho
country, and for tho dissolution of any
Eolltlcal combination which is not

together upon a frank nnd
slucero division on tho current
Interests of a united and loyal peoplo. And
now, Mr, Blaine, I shall ask this lull company
lo lill their glasses In honor of your health.
Applause. Wo havo observod you lor rnoro

tbun twenty years. Wo havo seen nobody clsa
for tho last four months. Laughter and ap-
plause. You hnvo been everywhere, nobody
elso any whero laughtcrj, nnd with a hearty
and a sober and an earnest homage to our
leader wo republicans Join yon with tho wol-tar- e

of our country In tho toast wo oiler lo you.
Great applause, during which tho speaker

took his scat.
Three cheers for James G. Blaino wero called

for and given with great enthusiasm, and wero
repealed In response to a voice from tbo lower
cud of tho hall shouting, "Three more I"

When Mr. Blaino nroso ho was greeted with
a whirlwind of applause. As soon as quiet
was restored Mr. Blaluo addressed tho com-
pany as follows:

"It Is a great reversal of positions, Mr. Presi-
dent addressing Mr. Evarts, tbat makes me
hear you acrlbo leadership to mo applause,
for It has been my duty and my plcusuro lu
these long years to follow you applause and
checrsl; to learn from you wisdom lu public
affairs, and to Join with my countrymen in
ascribing to you not merely tho great merit of
leadership In tho noblest of professions, but
to yield our admiration for tho singu-
lar success which has given to you
the opportunity to lead lu tho three
lvost Important cases ever plcuded by a mem-
ber of tho Amerlcun bar. Applause. First,
In resisting your ow u parly in what you re-

garded the Impolicy, If not the
madness, of Impeaching a president.
Cries of "Good! good I" and cheers.

Second, In maintaining before tbo greatest In-

ternational tribunal that has assembled In
modern times the rights of your country, and
obtaining lodress for wrongs to her that grow
out of tho ctvllUwar. Applause. And third,
perhaps mertlug another civil war by plead-
ing beforo nu electoral commission for tho
peaceful settlement of tho angilest political
controversy that over nroso between parties In
tho United States. Applause. 1 turn now
from your president to thank you, merchants,
professional men, leaders In tho greut and
complex society of New York, to thank you
for receiving me. not merely nt this festlvo
board, but also lu that tar more ltaprssilva
reception which tho close of this ruluyday
w Ituessts In jour broad and beautiful avenue.
I could not, I am sure, by any poslblo stretch
of vanity, take thU largo and generous dem-
onstration to nosclf. li Is given to mo only as
forthetlmo u representative of the principles
which you and I hold in common, touching
tboso great Interests which underlie, as wo
bollove.thu pros)erltyol tho nation applause,
nnd it is litllug tbat the commercial metrop-
olis of tho continent should lend; It Is
fitting that the financial center of tho
eoutlucut should lead, It Is fitting tbat the
great city, seroiia ouiy in tuo worm, suo u
glvo expression to tho continent or Its vhn s

That wu ull know, but wo aro
olten prone to forget tbut New York Is the
largest manufacturing city lu tho world, with
perhaps a single exception; that of tho

great empire city produces S.WO,(X)0,(XIU, nud
irom theso facts conies Hint gieat tympalhy,
that great Identity of Interest which
has removed previously uxlstlng con-
nects between, what huvo been known
as tho manufacturing and the commercial
Interests, and has taught us that thero can ho
no true prosperity In tbo country unloss tho
three gieat Interests comprehended under
agriculture, manufactures, and commerce aro
acting in harmony, tbo ouo wltn the other,
and Joining together for a common end ana
for tho common good, Cheers. It Is usually
thought that n ehutigo ot government means
but little; that wu eoinotogether with our voles
on a given day and count them as the sun goes
clown, aud one party goes out aud utioilicr
comes In. But, gentlemen, It is win th whllo
to remember that tho United States Is proceed-
ing upon it given basis of public policy
I might say, tipou u given series of puhllo poll,
cles. Wo havo a grcot financial system. Wo
huvo n great currency system! wo havo an

national credit; wo have a lovylng of
duties as has been so well described by your
distinguished president of tho evening, so ad-
justed that tho industries of the country uro
Uivoml aud encouraged thereby; wo havo
Hnvo Important constitutional amendments
tbut grew out of the war, upon which at this
hour, and In tho hours, und tho days, and tho

weeks, nnd tho years to follow great Issues
hang lu this country, Aro wc, If we should bo
Invited to step down nnd out, nnd our oppo-
nents to step up and In 1 laughter. Aro w o to
Understand Hint theso policies aro to bo re-

versed? Cries of "Ye, yes." Then if wo
aro to understand that they nro to bo rovcrsod
wo should ono and nil preparo for n great
disaster. "Bear, hear," and cheers. lor a
single Illustration let mo recall to your minds
that tbo repeal or tcu lines In the national
banking act would restore to vitality and to
vigor Iho old ttato bauk system from which wo
had happily escaped, as w o thought for all tho
remainder of our lives. Applause. If theso
policies aro to bo reversed ou will havo to re-

cast your accounts and review your ledgers,
and prepare for n now, aud I may say, a dan
gerous uepariure; and li nice policies mu
not to bo reversed they will certainly bo better
maintained by tho great party which originated
them aud has thus far sustained them with
vigor nnd success. Applause

As I havo already said, wo speak of New
York ns tho great exporting aud Importing
city, nnd from that jicrhaps wo often glvo an
exurccrnted lmnortAtico. relatlvolv ineaklnrr.

America Is not only willing but ready, Is not
only ready but eager to enter Into n solemn
compact In n congress that may bo called in
the namo of peaca to agrco that If, unhappily,
differences shall arise as I dlhorcnces will
arlso between men and nations they shall bo
settled upou tho peaceful and Christian basis
of arbitration. Great cheering, And, as I
havo olten said bcloro, I am glad to repeat In
this great center of civilization and power
that In my Judgment no national spectacle,
no International spectacle, no continental
spectacle could bo more grand than that tbo
republics of the western world sbojld meet
together and solemnly agrco that neither the
soil of North nor that or South America shall
bo hereafter stained by brothers' blood. Pro-
longed cheering.

though school grievances havo been exten-
sively discussed, only casual rcforonco has
been mado to tbo oppressed toachors. I havo
resolved to ovorcoino womanly timidity, and,
by narrating my experience, to champion
their cause.

10, ISM, explaining tbo nature of tho written
examination of teachers aud excising tho
work nt tho oral examination. This oral ex-
amination places In tbo hands or Mr. Wilson
tho power or giving 20 er cent. Inttended
tho teachers' examination for tho first tlmo
December, ln". I received lit at tho oral ex-
amination. I was appointed an acting teacher
March, 1HT9. 1 went lo tho culmination lu
May, 167U, nnd obtained 10 nt tho oral examin-
ation. My avcrago t cent, gave mo a certifi-
cate. I was appointed a regular teacher June,
1979. I went to tho examination tho next year
to get the second certificate and received 8 at
tho oral examination. Seeing that my marks
wero decreasing by twos, I sought an explana-
tion from my supervising principal. Ha as-
sured me that ho find no tunlt to Hud with my
teaching, nnd referred mo to Mr. Wilson for nn
explanation. Mr, Wilson tald this mark rested
entirely with my survlslng principal, nnd
that ho did not know at ono examination tho
mark ho hnd atven nta nravlous examination.
Tho fourth tlmu I ntteuded tho examination
Mr. Wilson refused to glvo mo my
mark at tho oral examination. I resolved to
mako n tints and last effort. I received a pro-
motion In June, 'M, which gavo mo reason to
bcllovo my record good. I went to tho exam-
ination lu December, 'Hi, and received 10 at
tho oral examination. Had I received 12, tho
mark of my first examination, I would havo
had my certificate, It was tlmo lor mo to
glvo up tho teachers' examination lu dlgut.
1 wish to mako well known hero that at 110
ono or theso llvu oral nxamltinttnns wn. I nt .l
nsluglo question: yet they decided my ability
us n teacher. My expertenco is ono of many
similar. A member of tho board told mo or a
lady who received tho highest mark at an oral
examination lu Decombcr, and tho following
May was recommended lo bo dropped. In an-
other enso n lady's written examination was
almost perfect and sho received zero ut tho
oral examination, though tho had proved hor-
se! fa good teacher.

Second. In tho first four grades tho pupils
aro examined orally twice n year bvn super-
vising principal appointed by Mr. Wilson,
A fewyears ago tho examiner gavo tho teacher
tho murks at tbo examination,
but not at tho second one, In nccordunco with
a rule of Mr. Wilson. 1'or tho pat two yenrs
tho examiner did not glvo mo tho marks ut
much hesitation, saying Mr. Wilson had told
either examination, except onca, nnd then after
him not to glvo them. A teacher could only
obtain the marks from Mr. Wilson, A few
weeks before I left tho schools Mr. Wilson told
mo that every examiner had brought In lny
school tho lowest lit hit list. I mentioned this
to several of tho examiners, and tbeysald It
was am bo. cn uuo occasion tno examiner
told mo that ray school was "excellent," tho
"most original" ho had ever seen, and that ho
had so reported it. 1 know or several Instances
wherein the examiner hnd no tlmo to examine
certain Bublects, yet tboso subjects appeared In
Mr. Wilsons book wltn 11 low mark, Mr. Wil-
son has nover, slnco my appointment, heard
mo glvo it lesson, and ho bus no personal
knowledge or my nblllty to teach. At Iho
meetings ortho teachers ho charges Ihoni not
to work for murks; yet, In private, ho rebukes
teachers, and even threatens them with thu
loss of tbolr positions became of their marks.

Third. Somo competent teachers und good
disciplinarians have boon from ten to twenty
years in tho lower grades. They cannot bu
promoted without certificates. Somo of them
havo attended tho teachers' examination more
than onco. Others deem It useless to try with
such experiences as mlno beforo them. This
Is another evil or tho oral examination. Mr.
Wilson claims that tho certlllcates cau be ob-

tained without uny mark at thu oral exami-
nation. I um ready at uuy tlmo to explain
and contest this Klnt.

Fourth. 1 cannot recollect to hare ntteuded
a teachers' meeting lu which Mr, Wlhondld
not nppear as 11 "book peddler." Either ho
had "n few copies" or tho teachers could
leavo their orders lu his ollieo. It was con-
tinually somo now book, and 1 am Informed
that tho samo thing goes on now. I know
teachers of iho fourth grudo who huvo had
cabinets mado at their expense, und they
were inked ut it meeting (o crder minerals
from Boston through tome oue ut tbo Frauklln
bulldiug, To prevent tho "book" expense uu
entertainment wits glvin several years ago
lor tuo laucnuv) ui it icuciiers uorury. now
much wus realized or what becomo of tbo
money romalus to bo explained.

l'lftli. Tbo teachers fully appreciate tho quo-
tation I mako from an interview with a pres-
ent member of the board, From liutiiy enscs I
will relate 0110 of my 0110 experience. During
tho second year's use or a new building 1 wus
made, by Mr. wiuon, responsiblo for ovcry
drop of Ink on the tloor. Ho asserted that tbo
two teachers of tho previous year lu tho sumo
room wero uormalytcs and that tbo other
teacher of tho samo year wus very careful, At
somo distance from me. with mv luinlls be
tween us, ho Humped his foot, ground his
teeth, uud, white wltti rage, said: "laultors
are not employed to clean up ntler cureless
teachers." Iho Janitor was sent lor, ml. In
tbo prcsenco of Iho school, w 0 openly discussed
the merits of Iho case. Ha Insisted that my
pupils were at lenst ruiponslblu forn certain
cluster ol spots, Atlerwurd I appealed to Gen,
Blrney, and gavo to him thutistimnuy of threo
girls, written lu their own handwriting, Unit
these spots wero tlto result of au accident iu
tho morning school, I havo never appealed to
Ilia board lor the samo reason that many others
huvo not uppeulul. Sir. Wilson has been more
powerful than tbo board.

stairs, und safely to tho ground. Troubled

Currntiickly returned to tho llflh storr.
but remained a few moments too Into, as tho
flames had cut off every avcnuo of escape.
Ho hurried to tho root, nud amid tho wild ex-
citement ot the thousands nt peoplo bo was
thrown a rono rrom tbo building on thooppc
tlto tldoortlio ttreet, and, mnklng tho lino
Inst, ho commenced his perilous descent, whllo
tho firemen held it heavy tarpaulin beneath ns
a precaution. Suddenly tbo roio snapped
