If thoie artlcloa havo any taIuo at all
It li becauio tho endeavor lias licon mado

( to view event! and operations purely
from tbe standpoint or tuo priraio ioi
dier, and to lolato as faithfully as may
be the oxporlencoj of roon In tho rnnka as

far as I can recall thorn to mind. Tho
official reports of gonerals aro doubtless
tho best record of tho baro facta of n
campaign, but thoy are vrorthlosj ns to
the lights and shadows uf army llfo; and,
after all, tho latter aro much moro inter-

esting to tho avorngo reador. I would
prefor to read tho diary of n private sol-

dier as to tho operations in which his
regiment participated to the report of his
general relative to tho same.

When Gen. Lonstroet in Sentembor.
18G3, was detached from tho array of
northern Virginia to tho army
of Gen, Bragg iu Tonncssoo ho carried
with him but two divisions of his corps.
Pickett's wasleft behind at XEIchmoiid and
Petersburg. Corse's brigado of l'lckott's
division was stationed at l'ctersbnr-- . Af-

ter the battlo of Cbicamauga, and whoa
Lonsstreot was besloging tho army of
Uen. Jlnrntldo at Kuozvllie, Tonn., ono
beautiful autumnal morning tho ontlro
brigado was bundlod on the cars on the
South Bide road and headed for Lynch-
burg. The transportation of troops by
the railroads in tho confederate service
was a very y arrangement,
something as wo read of tho transporta-
tion of cattle aud hogs in tho good old
days before Henry Berg inaugurated tho
establishment of societies for the proven-tio- n

of cruelty to animals. Tho cars
were Invariably old freight or box cars,
with tho planks knockod off at intervals
for vontllation, without springs, and to
rldo In thorn ovor tho tracks
was like jolting over a cobblostono pave-
ment In a lumber wagon.

Into theso dilapidated vehicles tho
troops woro packed, with Juit about
enough room lor tho mon to lio down
spoon-fashio- On tho top of tbo cars,
which sloped from tho center to tho sides,
was placed another contingent, as much
crowded as thoso In tho body of tho car.
Now. Just imagine how pleasant it was
for tho men, with tho train moving nt
forty miles an hour, tho cars Jolting,
rocking, and swaying from sldo to sldo,
as if they would ovorturn at overy curvo.
Men could scarcoly stand up under such
circumstances, and ovon whon sitting
down they would be thrown against oacn
other, and sometimes painiuuy oruiseu.
It is said that "eels can get used to bolng
skinned," and Corse's brigado at tho tlnio
spoken of had been treated to so much of
this sort of transportation in guarding tho
railroad between llichmoud and Gordons-vlll- o

that they had becomo accustomed to
it and wore ablo to derivo a certain onjoy-me- nt

from tho whistling wind aud tho
rapid motion. You see, when tbo brigado
was wanted anywhero by rail, it wa3
wanted quickly, and evory pound of
etoam was cracked upon tho cugines that
the boilers would bear. In spite of tho
proverbial carelossness of soldiers I don't
recollect of any accident happening on
theao quick trips, except onco, und that
ii on tho Petersburg and Woldon road.

Across this road tho bridges ovorhead are
frequent, and low, so that tho cry of
"Bridget" caused all the mon standing
up on top of tho cars to duck down until
It was passed. Tho cry was so often ro- -

out of mischief that itboganto
e unheeded, and, as a consequence, threo

tall men of tho 11th roglmeut had tholr
hoads takeno ff as If by a cannon ball.

When wo arrived at Lynchburg the
brigade was halted on tho side of tho
river opposite tho city, and as only two
passes at a tiino were permitted each
company, and as tho only access to the
city was across a covered bridge a quar-
ter of a mile long, and as a strong guard-wa- s

posted at tbo entrance of tbe bridge,
tho men were In a quandary as to the best
means of visiting tbo ancient burgh to
get' some applejack. Somo of tho mon
of tho 17th soon solvod tho problem.
They found somo stringers on tho out-
side of tho brldjo at a point out of view
of tho sentrlos, and, clambering up by
these to tho top of tho bridge, they wero
enabled to crawl unobserved to tho othor
sldo. Onco Insldo tho town, having been
recently paid on", they began to fill up with
annlo brandy and to paint the town red
In a good humored way. Tho climax of
their antics was reached when thoy cap-

tured a cow, upon which ono of tbo
number, dressed In such fantastic trim-
mings and feathers a3 wore procurable,
mountod, nnd with a sword of lathe, with
all tho dignity of a colonel, led his fol-

lowers down Maine streot, while they
startled tho Indignant burghers with the
clamor of their pasteboard horns.

Uen. Corso was quickly iuformed of
this, and sent over a strung provost
guard, who soon captured overy mother's
son of tho rovolors, who were as ninny
as clams at high tldo over tho success of
their csc.ipauc. it was won lor tno pris-
oners tint orders wero received that
night for tho brigade to proceed with nil
hasto to Bristol to dufond tbo salt works
which supplied tho confederacy with sail,
and which were seriously threatened,
Thu prisoners woro ut least a hundred in
number, and their services woro too
much ueoilod to jmulbli them us they
fully ileserved. Anyhow, tho wrltorwas
willing to cry "prccavl,"

The veteran soldiers when thoy drank
at all (and there wero not many who
didn't) would run any risk of danger or
punlshmcntto obtain liquor If they know
of its whereabouts. Why, I recollect
that on ono occasion al Ivor station, on
tho Petersburg and Norfolk railroad,
somo of tho 17th, hearing that an old
farmer had several barrels of brandy
which ho gave and sold to tho principal
blllcors to curry favor with them, but who
refused to'sell or glvo any of tho precious
stuff to tbo rank and file, procurod by
book or crook an officer's uniform, which
the stornost looking ono of them put on,
A dozen or more got tnoir rifles aud ac-
coutrements, and oir they wont to tho
farmer's house, a provost
guard, The pseuilo olilcor declared that
ho bad been sent to destroy tho liquor
because the farmorhad beou selling to
soldlors. Ho plead and protest d his
innocence, aud finally tho ofllccr agreed
to defer the seizure if tbo farmer would
glvn him two or three buckets-ful- l to
carry back to camp as a present for his
ouporiors to appcaso thoin -- a compromise
that was oagorly acecdod to by old hay-
seed. That night one-ha- tbo regiment
was uproariously drunk before the officers
woro awaro of wh.it was going on, nnd
tho culprits wero n jvor discovered, or at
least tho offense was wiuked at.

But to resume. Tbo brigado was ngaln
put upon the enrs, and as last as poibiulo
wo were trundled uluug to ilrUtol, which
is ouo-ha- in Virginia aud tho othor half
in Tennessee, nnd It is not a l.irgo town
either. Wo nrrivod not n moment too
soon, as Gen. Blount, commanding a
body of loyal Tennosseo cavalry, was
making things warm for the confederates
thereabouts. I don't think whan tho
bricadu started from I'otornburg it In-

tended to defend tbo salt works, but to
make a demonstration, from BrUtnl to

id Longstreet in thoslogoof Knoxvlllo.
Wliitl a queer lot tho cunlcderato Ten-

nessee cavalry were iu this quarter, to bo
sure. Mo.it of tho mon lived near Bristol,
and their olllcors woro their neighbors
aud friends, and, oven up to this tmo,
they had as much uotlon of discipline as
a hog has of holiday. They woro fluo
mon physically, .ismouutalneo'rs aronptto
lo.and hadtliamnuiitaluoer'sldoaofiude-pouilenco- .

Whenever ono of them wanted
to go home ho would rldo up to the com-
mander aud Instead of asking for a fur-
lough would say, "Kurncl, I am going
homo for a week or so to belli out the
plowln1 with my critter, so long," and olf
he would go witnout objection by tbo
complaisant officer. As n consequence,
the ranks wero Beldom half lull. The
men had no Idea of fighting In a body,
but wore bravu and excellent ft 'skir-
mishers Mount's ueu wero under muoh
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better control nnd therefore much moro
effective.

That section of the country is tho most
beautiful I ever saw, with its high rolling
hills, its primeval forests, and its crystal
rivers, but ontsldo of our lino of sontrieJ
wo had no mind for tho beauties of
natnrn. Wa IiaiI always to keen our eves
sklunod for tho bushwhackers, who
swarmed In tho vicinity, mid tho inoti
ncvor left camp for any dlstanco by epo-cl- ul

orders unless in sciuads of threo or
four, and then always with loadod rifles.
Tho people of tho country woro almost
universally sullen toward us, nnd tho
women and chlldrou in tho farm houses
especially rogarded us with cold dlsllko,
As n ruin. Minr would tell US to help 00T- -
folves to fruit, Ac, but thoy refusod to
sell us anything, nnd thota wai noto
horso, or a. cow, or a pig, or a emexcu io
be seen nnywhoro. Thoy had, of rourro,
bcon run off at our approach. Kvidently,
Hast Tcnnesseo had mi lovo for confeder-
ates. Ono morning tho scouts cime iu
and announred that (Jon. Blount, with a
forco of infantry, cavalry, nnd artillery,
was advancing from the direction of
Blountsvlllo to hustle us np.

Besldos tho four reglmonts of tho brl- -
we had n cavalry, or rathor mountod

nfantry, regiment, and nsplondldbattory
of six pieces, among them n
Parrott gun, Uen. Corso soon had his
force In position on n high rldgo crossing
tho Blonntsvlllo road, a couplo of miles
or so, and horo wo nwaltcd Gen. Blount's
assault, confldontthat ho would find him-
self lu n hornet's nest boforo ho was dono
with the niattor. About IU o clock In tbo
day his skirmishers apponred on the rldgo
opposlto, n half mile away, and thon ho
run up somo howltiors and began to shell
our position. Wo huggod tho ground
witnout ropiying lor somo uuio, utu,
fiudlng that Blount did not ad-

vance Gon. Corso orderod tho 29th Vir-Sln- la

to chargo the battery, which thoy
and at tbo samo time all our six guns

oponcd on tho enemy (cavalry and in-

fantry) massed a roilo boyond. Tho guns
wero captured by tho -- ilth, nnd Uen.
Blount got out of tho way iu short order
as our ether infantry regiments loft tho
wooded crest, advancing in lino of battle,
which Is all that nood bo astd of this
llltlo affair, although, porhaps, tho knowl-
edge of our prosonce savod the ealt works
for tho tlmo bolng.

Tho noxt morning the tolegraph brought
the nows that Longstrcot had raised tho
siege of Knoxvllle, and we woro ngaln
bundled into tho cars for the return trip
to Petersburg. The trip was without In-

cident, except that Gon. Corse took caro
tbss tlmo that we should not enjoy tho
delights aud hospitalities of "Lynchburg
on tho James." MunnAY.
