whllo tho ballots show I.cman received less
than 200 votes.

Aftor hearing furthor evidence, Including
that of Hon. K. 11, Wnshburuo and other

citizens, tho Jury this evening ad-

journed until Monday,
Tho local papers will publish ft statement to--

rno rrow to tho cITcct that there Is good au-

thority for tho assertion that tho Jury, beforo
adjourning, found an Indictment against tho
thrco Judges and two clerks of election on
charge of making fraudulent returns to thn
county clerk, and Instructed the United States
district nttoruoy to draw up pa port.

Tho Brand-I-cm- caso was reached by tho
board of stato canvassers at Sprlugflcd this
morning. Tho members of thu Cook county
canvassing board arrived in tho day, and cor-
rected clerical errors in tho returns, aud they
were then acc pled by tho Unto board, which
then proceeded to canvass tho voto on con-
gressmen In Cook county. When this was
completed, tho nttorncy for Mr. toman out-
lined tho chnractor or the alleged Irauds In
Chicago, and asked that tho members of tho
county canvassing board bo directed to giro
tosllmonyns to the condition of tho tally-shee- t

and s canvassed by them. Tho board
decided to hear this testimony, subject to
tho legal rights of tho board to consider tho
testimony hereafter. Tho members of tho
county board proceeded to describe some of
the apparent changes on the ihkiI book. When
questioned they staled that Irlcudsof Ionian
offered to producu testimony showing Iruud,
nnd that tho returns wcro lorged, but they had
decided that they had no right to hear testi-
mony, and were compelled to accept tho faco
of tho returns ns valid. Tho attorney for Mr.
Lcman then asked tho clerk of tho stato
board to read affidavits showing fraud In tho
disputed precinct, Mr. Oberly, chairman of
tho democratic stata central committee, de-
manded what right tho board had to hear tes-
timony, to which Mr. Loman's attornoy re-

plied Mint tho board hud dsstlnctly loscrv'cd
the right to pass upon tho legal bearing of tho
testimony, nnd the right to consider It ns a
canvassing lioard for futuro consideration.
Affidavits wcro then tend In an endeavor to
(.how fraud. Una expert declared that the
namo of htrausscr, tho republican Judge, had
not been blgncd by tho person on both
tlio poll book nnd tally sheet. The aflldnvlts
of 2so persons were nlso rend declaring that
they had yoted for Lcman. The affidavits of
tho supervisors of o1 ictlon woro also read
showing that 1'nii.J received 120 votes.
Chairman Oberly wild ho would present thu
nllldnvlt of Htrausscr showing bo had signed
both tho poll bnnk and tho tally sheet.

Chairman Oberly presented un ulildavlt by
Etrausser that ills signature to tlio poll book
was genuine. Gov. Hamilton said that tho
signature to tho poll book was not tho ono in
question, hut that to the tally sheet. When
tlio thirteenth district w as readied (I. A. Klupp,
candldato for tho legislature, presented
an allldavlt that n cbango In tho
tally sheet In his precinct had taken 'JO

votes from him and elected another man, nnd
that thero were no erasures on tho tally sheet
when tho footings woro made. Klupp said,
ontsldool his allldavlt, that ho helloed tho
changes were made alter tho paners hnd lull
iiiu iinnosoi mo judges oi election, ineiur
ther consideration of both mutters was post-
poned until Friday.

Virginia The Ilcslln Hun Up Into the
Handrcds,
Louisville, Ky Nov. 20 Tlio

recently tout n rtalT correspondent to
tho reported ravancs of the dread

dltcnso In eastern Kentucky nnd western Vir-

ginia. Tho correspondent sends tho following
from Williamsburg, Ky.i W. C. prom-
inent attornoy of this place, has Just arrived
from Mount Pleasant, tho county seat of Har
lan, whero he has been for two weeks past at
tho court as acting prosecuting nttornoy. Mr.
Lester has information of tho prevailing
rlnguo, principally from Harlan, litchcr,

Leslie, aud Hell counties. He says that
In Harlan It appears worse, It Is most fatal,
nnd prevails to tlio greatest extent up about
tho headwaters of thol'oor Fork and Clover
creek, In tho mountains, about twcnty-flv-

miles from Mount Pleasant, This largo terri-
tory Is being terribly nllllctcd, tho people dy-
ing very rapidly. '

In ono neighborhood twelve persons died In
n slnglo day In tho latter part ol last week,
nnd thero were scnrcoly well people enough to
make their coffins and oury them. On Ilrow n'
creek, which rl'CS lu Harlan nnd empties Into
tho Cumberland river, In Hell county, tho
dlscaso is raging with frightful fatality, ami
there Is no means of keeping a record of tho
dead. All along thn banks of thn stream pco-pl-

aro sick, and physicians aud medicine,
ouisnio 01 nrrus nun roots, wiiu wnoo corn-tlv-

properties tho natives aro ncqualrted, aro
unknown aud unobtainable, The epidemic Is
ran dly snroaulnir in Harlan county. In 1110

district covering tho southern purllon of
Letcner ami 1'crrv. tno w in o or J.-1-10. ana
tho northwest portion of Hell counties, tlio

'1 lie corn crop in nil tlio
counties named above is fond, nnd starvation
ami want only exlt because the peoplo can
spare no time lrom tho sick to gather it.

Tno annual report of tho comptroller of tho
currency shows that during tho year 191 bsnks
wero organized with nti nggrcgnto capital of

10,012,230, and that circulating notes wcro
Issued to theso new associations amounting to
$3,800,230.

These banksaro located by geographical
divisions ns follows: Eastern states 10, with n.

capital of SSIO.CKk); middle states 25, with ft
capital of !l,812,250; southern states 30, with 11

capital ofc2,Wli,loi)iwcstcrnstate8 102, with a
capital of S8,IW,880; l'aelllo states 0, with ft
capital ofS38Q,000; territories 19, with ft capital

Since tho establishment of tho national
banking system thero havo been organized
3,201 national batiks, Of these, 101, exclusive

tho bonds representing tho publlo when
funded nt lower rules might at times in tho
future bo below par In tho market, tho gov-
ernment would. If forced to redeem tho notes
of insolvent nutloual banks, always havo tho
ngitt to cancel too uotuison ucposu, securing
thu same, and thus extinguish an amount of
lis debt equal dollar for dollar lotho notes
redeemed.

The comptroller wishes to havo it distinctly
understood that ho is not in favor of any
measure which will causo Inflation. Ho Is of
opinion that tho present nggregato paper cir-
culation, made up of r and nutloual
bank notes and of cold and silver certificates.
Is umplo for all tho needs of business. Ho

however, that tho sudden contraction
oftnatloual bank circulation, which without
npproprlnto legislation Is Imminent, will

embarrass the business of tho country,
nud that if this contraction Is permitted to go
on It may result In the eutlro discontinuance
of the lssuo of notes by national banks. Thu
comptroller believes that this form of cur-
rency, which call bo Increased or diminished
In accordanco Willi tlio natural laws which
control busluesa should bo continued In pref-
erence to nny other now permitted by law.

If it is for the best Interests of tlio United
Slates to W.uo a circulation bused upon silver.
The loinp.Mlcr believes that the circulation
should bu Issued upon coin or bullion which
contains n sutllelent number of grains of silver
to have an intrinsic valuo equal iuthu markets
of tho world to Us nominal value,

Soiuo writers havo suggested that a circu-
lating medium might bu based upon bullion,
both gold uud silver, nud thu comptroller is of
opinion that under certain restrictions and
regulations It would bo lar more correct lu
principle to lssuo silver certificates bused upon
a depusit of silver bullion, to be valued ill tlio
exact proportion of silver to gold, than to con-
tinue tho lssuo of certificates under tho present
law. If this wuro dutiu silver liars might bo
stamped at their market valuo and held In thu
treusury for the redemption of the certificates,
which would call mi amount uf sliver equal In
valuo to their uumlual or lnco value expressed
ingold. Thu bullion represented by certificates
should be periodically valued nt its market
price in gold, aud 11 ccrluln proportionate
amount 01 silver so hold might, perhaps, be
colued to piovldo the means fur redemption of
tho certificates, if redemption was desired for
business purposes. Tho comptroller belloves
that thu use of silver as money lu this manner,
and its periodical valuation, would havo more
iulluence lu appreciating tlio market valuo of
silver among the nations ol thu world than the
piesent arbitrary coluugo of 4U!J grains of sil-
ver as a dollar.

Tho Issue of currency based upon silver
should not, however, be unlimited, and tho
present laws making the purchase uud coinage
of a fixed amount uf silver bullion mandatory
ore very pernicious lu their effect, as thu un-
limited nud continued issuauce of lull legal-tend-

silver coin and certificates based
thereon, of Intrinsic vaiuuless than their face,
has already caused thu hoarding nf gold, und
will eventually drive It from the channels ot
trade, thereby causing a practical suspension
ol gold payments. Thero are many Indica-
tions of this, notably tho uneasiness in finan-
cial circles lu June aud July hut, caused by
the reservu of gold lu tlio treasury billing so
near tu the point at which, uudcr tho law, thu
issuance of gold certification ceases. It Is also
lobe observed that during tho present ear
thu national banks throughout the country
nuvo increased tneir Holdings 01 gum, inciuu.

District Attorney Worthlngton opeucd tlio
case for tho government, declaring that ho had
kept his promise, made In tho Inception oftho
case, and had proved everything that ho had
said, and thought tho government was entitled
'to ft verdict, Mr. Edmund llurke, for tho
prisoner, claimed they had shown that

was without money, know that Hough
had money, and was attempting to tako It
from him whon Hough resisted nnd thu cut-
ting took place. Ho thought It Justifiable, and
clearly dono in Col. Cook, In
closing for tho prisoner, rerlowed tho testi-
mony at some length, and Insisted thut tho
uvldonco showed Hough's conduct was Jut.
liable. District Attornoy Worthlngton summed
up tho case for tlio prosecution, and reiterated
his claim fur n verdict, concluding; his speech
at 1:15 o'clock,

Judgo W'yllo In charging tho tho Jury said
that there woro somo facts In thu caso about
which thero was no dispute, Ono was that
McMuhon was killed, another that Hough
took his life, and tho third was the knllo with
which tho cutting was dono had been pro-
duced In court, and tho Jury must decide
whotheror not It was a deadly weapon. Willi
theso agreed up)u they had threo Important
facts settled. Thero wai somo mystery about
the caso. Thero were no witnesses present or
very near who heard what preceded tho fatal
blow. To constitute tho crlmo of murder
thero must bo the presence of malice. It
must bo expressed or Implied. Thero was no
lying In wait, no evidence or former grudge,
nnd it seemed to him tliero was no evidenco
of expressed malice. Hut they had tlio parties,
tlio meeting, tho deadly weapon, and Hie

of tho law said that tho deadly
weapon showed tho Implied malice, unless
tho. clrcumstauces reduced tho crlmo
from murder to tho grade below It.
It tho prisoner's story boro osldenccs of truth,
nnd corresponded with stories outside, thcu It
was to bo believed. The law was that a man
might resist robboryoven in killing tho rob-
ber, nnd tho law would rxcuso the net. If the
story was truo that McMuhon lost Ids life lu
trying to rob, then tho prisoner sns entitled to
an acquittal, If, howovor, Iho slashing was
dono coolly and deliberately then It was au
undoubted murder.

As tho Jury was going out tho Judgo said that
ho would return tit 1) o'clock and rccclvo a
verdict if they had reached a conclusion by
that tlmo. At tho hour named tho Judgo camo
Into court, and tho Jury was brought down,
nud upon Inquiry by tbo clerk stated that they
had not ngrecd upon n verdict.

Foreman Harbin said that tho Jury did not
clearly understand that portion of thochargo
In relation to manslaughter.

Judge W'yllo said thut if thero was n quarrel,
and lu It tho blows wero inflicted, then It was
manslaughter; but if thero was not, nnd tho
blows were given, tlio law Implied murder,
from tho weapon used, unless tho prisoner
was being robbed, lu that caso ho had Iho
right to defend himself nnd properly, and tho
law would Justify hlin In killing tho man.

District Attorney Worthlngton said that tho
thojtiry might not understand thochargo ns to
extent of tho quarrel, and asked tho court to
make It more spcclllc.

Judgo Wyllo said that If thoy round thero
was n quarrel and blows passed, and lu thu
heat ot thu contest tho killing took placo, then
it was manslaughter.

Foreman Harbin asked tho Judgo to waltn
short time lor them, and tho Jury again re-

tired. After waiting until after lo, uud hear-
ing nothing from tho Jury, tho judge loll, sav-
ing that ho would return ut 10 o'clock this
morning;.
