II Art for the Investigation "-- Impeach,

ment or Marshal lot Wright for High

Crime nd Misdemeanors Snsrp Debate on

the llesolullon What Ills lolleague Says,

Ttio monotonjr of tho houso proceeding! was
disturbed yesterday by Hon. J. P. rollctt, of
Ohio, who u defeated by Hon. Hon llutter-wort- h

ot tbe recont election. Ho roio to a
question of privilege and tho earnest, atton-tlo- n

given by his Intimates notified thorcit of
tho houso that something unusual wns on foot.
Ho presented tho following preamble and
resolutions :

I do Impeach Lot Wright, United States mar-
shal for tho southern district or Ohio, or high
orlnfls and misdemeanors. I chargo him
with usurpation of po cr nnd violation of lair.

lu that ho appointed a largo number of gen-
eral and special deputy marshals to servo at
tho menu v otiug precincts In tho city of Cin-
cinnati, InthoftatoofOhlo, at an election for
members of congress held In said city on tho
14th day of October, 1WI. and armed said
deputy marshals with pistols and other deadly
weapons, wild to havo been furnished by tbe
war department of tho United States govern-
ment. In that n laruo number of denutv mar
shals so appointed and armed wcrn notorious
criminals and men ol known vicious and
brutal habits and reputation, ami many of
themnon residents or said city of Cincinnati,
nnd or said Unto or Ohio. In thut tho said
deputy marshals, acting under bis orders and
directions, aided, abetted, and encouraged
fraudulent noting. Intimidation or voters, and
irrosw outrages upon tho ckctlvo franchise and
tho rights or tho honest voter or said city In
furtherance or tho Interests of a political party
and Its candidates; thcrtforp,

Remind, That tho commliteo on expendi-
tures In tho department or J list lea bo required
nnd directed, as noun as tho samo can reason-
ably be dono, to Investigate such charges and
report to this houso as follows t

first. How many deputy marshals, general
and special, nt.ro appointed nnd authorized
by said United mates marshal for tho southern
district or Ohio to ten eat tho several voting
precincts or said city, at said election, with
the namoand rcsldciicoofsuch, and tho voting
precinct to which each was assigned.

Second. What cltlzcna.lf nny, of said several
precincts ashed lor tho appointment of such
deputy marshals, with tho nanus or such citi-
zens, and tho reasons, ir any wcro assigned,
for such request.

Third. Whether any, and, If so, how ronnj,
of such deputy raarsnuls hovo, prior to such
appointment, Vein named or convicted or
crime, or wcro men of known vicious and
brutal habits and reputations

I ourth. W bother said deputy marshals wcro
under tho direction and control of partlsaus,
nud used tho powers vested In them In tho In-

terest or any political party, and aided, coun-
tenanced, and encouraged fraudulent und
Illegitimate voting In tho tutcrcst of such po-

litical party nnd lis caudldetcs- -

Flfth. What number and w hat kind of pis-
tols or other dendly w cut-o- were put into
tho hands of said deputy marshals, who

tho said vtcajions, from whence
wcro" they received, why furnished,
and how many of such weapons liav o bcon re-

turned, together with the names of such dep-
uty nmrshali as hivo failed to return tho
wcaimus lurnlBhcd them.

Sixth. W hat amount of monoy has been paid
to such deputy marshals, and by w hoso order
vi as tho samo paid, and at what rata per day.

Seventh Any other matter or thing con-
nected with or germano to tho general subject
of such Investigation.

Jletottfd, That In making such Investigation
tho said comniltlco bo empowered to appoint
a subcommittee) or threo. consisting of tho
chairman of said rommlttco nud such othor
tu o members thereof as bo may soloct, v hlch
mbcommluco shall have lull power to meet
nnd hold its sessions at such times and places
ns muv seem proper, to send lor persons and
paers, to compel tho attendance or witnesses
ami to require Jbcm to tcudlty, to employ a

nnd to Incur uuy aud all such
necissary unu rcasonuuie expenditures as ina,
bo deemed rLautsito for tho Purposes of sue
Investigation, such expenditures to bo paid
out ol tho contingent lund or tho houso.

Mr. Kclfer wus on bis feot tho moment tho
clerk ceased reading with a point of order thut
tho object was lnv csllgatlon and not Impeach
incut, nud benco not privileged.

Mr. Follott defended his resolutions as based
on the Johnson Impeachment.

Speaker Carlisle rapped for order, nnd ruled
that as Impeachment was looked to In tho
resolutions they wiro witnin tho privilege.

Mr. Heed and Mr. Cox spoke to tho point for
and amilust tho sneaker's ruling, thoinrh no
appeal was taken.

Mr. Kclfer thought that before the houso
mould prepare to nnpeacu mo united times
marshal In Cincinnati It was Important
thut It should know tho wholo situation sur-
rounding that olllccr when ho undertook to
provldo that thcia should bo u peaccablo
election. At the; or) time when these deputy
marshals were apiKiluted In Cincinnati there
vitro going about tho streets or that tlty

or men pretending to bo officers, of that
municipal corporation seizing men simply be-
cause they were colored men, lucking tlicm
up hi tho hundreds, and keeping them there
until the polls closed on tho 14th of October.
llu might not bo entirely correct, but tho
newspapers stated thatlu ono station houso
In Cincinnati uoo colored men against whom
nothing wus alleged were held through elec-
tion day In order that they could not go to the
polls aud T otc. Ho would liko to amend the
resolution so as to widen the scope of tho

This broa lining of thoscopoof
tbo lnv oetlgutlon would help tho house to de-
cide whether thu marshal had acted wisely
nud prudently when ho nppolntcd an unu-
sually largu number or deputy marshals

Mr. Follctt Insisted that tho resolution w as
broad enough to giro tho officer full oppor-
tunity to show hUsurrouudlngs. Ho preferred
to have tho facts before bo spoke on tho con-
duct of that election. Ho proposed that tho
t coulo of the country on proper lu estimation
should bo informed of tho actual condition of
things Mr. Ke Her had said that men w ere ar-
rested and discharged without any charge or
crime; incy uau uecu nrrc-biu- simply pec lusu
It was known why they had come into Cincin-
nati trom adjoining statos As to tho deputy
marshals, they vvtro armed w itb llrlttsh pull
dogs, unci told to ttso.thcni. IT that was thu
method to seeuro a peaccablo aud ordorly
election ho usked them lu God's namo not to
do it. Thoso charges wcro mode In good faith
If thoy wcro not true he wautcd tho countr)
tn know It, If substantlr ted by the evidence,
tho houso should cot hisltuto one moment tu
my that tho officer thus derelict In his duty,
thus violating his public lust, was no longer
tit to bo tho servant ol tho people ol tho United
mates.

J. D. Taj lor, of Ohio, favored nbroadoulng
ot thu Investigation, and lnadu allusion to tho
tcrrlf) ing of colored men on election day,

Mr. Miller, of lVnnss ivania. recrcltcd that
tho luvcstluutlon stopped at tho OhTii rl cr.

Mr. Hlscock mado another vain attempt to
hav o his amendment consider! d. As tho reso-
lution was drawn tbo marshal was excluded
irom any opportunity to givo an excuso lor
his action. Tho resolution did not Involve tho
question oflntent on tho part or the marshal,
nnd ho thought it should bo amended m this
respect, so that tho marshal might show that
ho acted In good faith.

Mr. lollett declared the cbargo that negroes
wcro prevented from voting to bo without
foundation. Ho had little euro for what tho
gentleman from Mulno Mr. ltced said about
him personally. So far ns the honest voters of
his district wcro concerned, ho was satlsllcd
Ha had received 3,000 moro votes than ho had
two jcars previously. Hut he thanked Ood
ho had not been elected by tho votes ol tho
men who had been brought Into his city and
turned loose to voto. "iri had been defeated,"
ho added, "on account or thu presence in
Cincinnati of such distinguished cltlrcns ns
Powell Clayton, Fllloy, Mcl.lfrosh, and tho
officers of the man presiding over tho pension
bureau," It was not his loss, it was tbo coun
try's destruction anu a Stan at liberty.

Includes a portion of Cincinnati, was asked
last night by a reporter for THE HrrunucAN
what he know of tho charges against Marshal
Wright.

"Tho fact of It Is," said Mr. Jordan, "that
Marshal Wright appointed au unusual and ex-
traordinary number of deputy marshals, a
freot number of w horn were nonresidents of

and tnnnr nf whom wi m noirrnpf.
Tho course or tho United Slates marshal III this
matter has Docn conctitnuod by leading repub-
licans as well as by democrats, and nlso by
most men who beliovo in a irao election."

"On tho day or election." continued Mr.
Jordon, "theso deputy marshals mado n great
many nrrcsts, and carried tho persons beforo
tho United htutos commissioners Among tho
persons arrestclwcro many cttlrnnsnf unlet
and peacoablo character who had lived In
umcinnuu ior many vears, ana somo orwnom
held office. Among tho number was Hon.
1 bomns J. Croan. a member of tbo legisla
ture. Tho course pursuod lelt un uglr Iccllng
tipon tho minds of tho democrats To what
extent thu republican voto was Increased
or tho democratic) vnte decreased by this
courso no man cau tell, but thcro can bo no
question but what a gross outrage was perpe-
trated upon tho peoplo of Cincinnati A few
days alter tbo election 1 was requested by a
committee of tltlrcns aud lawicrs toappenr
beforo tho United States commissioner to do--
lend several pcreons who had been nrrostod
bvtha rlonute marshals. Mnrchivl Wrlcrht ua
called as a witness by tho prosecution, nnd
during tho examination 1 ascertained that a
number of deputy marshals who were resi-
dents ol Kentucky and other places
were appointed on election day.
1 examined Mr. W right at some length as to
whether ho knew that, under tho law, ho had
un rlsht to unnoint auv nersnns ns denutv mar
shals unless they were electors ami residents
of tho preiincts to which they were appointed.
iiocmimcu enui lie uiu noi kiiiiw inai bucii
was tho law, uud asserted his right to appoint
persons Irom w herovcr be plcucd. He satlillcd
mo that he was cither gro-sl- ) Ignorant of tho
law under which ho acted, and or his duties,
or mat ho was playing a part lu pretending to
bo so. It will rest with him, under tho charge
preferred, to establish a defcuso which 1 luvu
never known to prevail heretofore of being
Ignorant of tho law, Tor there Is no question
but what ho npiulntcd hundreds of deputy
marsuais wno uetcr lived ill ciucinuail.

Mr. Jordan further said that In anticipation
of tho appointment of theso marshals tho dem-
ocratic shcrlll uppolutel 1.0 0 domocratlo
deputy shcrllls, who were stationed ail ocr
tbu city at tho polls, aud, doubtless, in this
way much of tho uvll that was intended to bo
perpetrated by tho deputy marshals wus coun-
teracted. Had It not been for this tho result
probably would hav o been worse than It was.
llo thought tbe Investigation would show tho
unauthorized appointment of
persons as deputy marshals; that revolvers and
other weapons wcro delivered to tho persons
openly at tho United btatcs court houo and
other places; that tnis fact becamo w
throughout the city, nud thus prevented many
citizens from going to tbe polls at all; that
these deputy marshals intcrftrod witli tho
v olcrs, and In somo cases with tbe judges of
mo eiuntinn, tuaiu great numnrror--;icm!- ,
