Completion of Iho Simple Hot Impresslte

Ceremonies The Ascent to the rittform
Hide Difficult by a l'lcrco Wind-Br- ief

Sketch of tho Work ai It Progressed.

Tbo (baft which commemorato tho ictvlces
and tho virtues of Iho commander of tho revo-

lution which mado thlan eoparato country
and tho first proaldentl of thesu United 8tates

u completed externally Saturday, at 2 p. m.
During the yean that elapsed from 1852 un-

til 1879 tho unfinished shaft (which resembled
mora tho whitewashed chlmnoy of a hugo
factory) was this nation's dlgraco. It was tho
porrowofAmcrlans and tho snoor of forolgn
visitor. Finally, on Independence; day of
tho centennial year, Senator Ehcrraau pre-

sented a resolution declaring It to bo tho sonso
of congress that tho monument should bo com-

pleted. The resolution and tho necessary
to begin thoworkanowwas raised

y both houses unanimously, and since Ibcu
tho work has progressed steadily.

In 1870 tho monument hail reached tho
height of lf'2 feet nbovo tho foundation, and
about 8:M,000 had beeucxpendidon Us con-
struction. All of the money boforo that date
had been obtained by tho voluntary eubscrli-tlon- s

ot the public, but slnco that tlmo nearly
t'JOO.OOO has bceu expended under anpronrla-tlon- a

of ;congress. Tho cornerstone, which
was cut from tho sarao ledgoof marblofnear
Cockcyvllto, Md.), from which tho marble or
tho shaft has been taken, wns laid with grand
ceremonies July 1, IMS, wolnhcd n Utile moro
than twclvo tons, and was laid at tho northeast
corner of tho foundation.

tlKSUSIlTIOrT OP WOISK.

.Very soon after tho appropriation of 1670
bccarna available Col. (then lieutenant colonel)
Thomas Lincoln Casey, corps of engineers, U,
H. A., was designated by 1'resldent Grant,
through Bccrctory of War McCrary, as Iho
engineer ofllccr to conduct tho work, and
Capt. Ocorgo W. Dnvls, 14th U. 8. Infantry, was
t irdored hero from Texas, and placed on special
duty as an acting engineer officer, as assistant
for tho monument construction.

Iho first work dona was In 1877, when tliafts
wcro sunk at different points about tho mono-
lith and borings raado to And the characterof
tho strain below Iho loundatlon. It had
already beon ascertained that tho original
foundation extended only tlvo leet bclo r tho
Burroundlng earth surface, while fourteen
feet reached abovo to the floor of tho shaft.
Tho examinations showed that below tho old
foundation was a series of la) crs of yellow and
bluo clay on a rock strata, sloping nway to tho
original bed of the adjoining Potomac, and
that these beds of clay wcro thickly strewn
with hugo boulders of tho Tho
clay taken out was tested for compressibility,
but the examinations ami tests showed that,
to sustain tho huge structure ofover S1.00U tons,
tho foundation snouiu rest upon mo Dcurocx,
etlll fifteen feet below. These examinations
nnd tho studies of tho subject made by Copt.
Davis continued until 1878, when finally tho
plan of

buildino a Nrw found ition
beneath tho old ono was clodded upon, to tho
nstonlshmont of cnglncors nil over tho civil-
ized world, llow such n thing could bo dono
was tho wonder until Col. Laser and Capt.
Davis practically demonstrated It by accom-
plishing tho fact.

T no old foundation wits so ridiculously shal-
low and narrow In baso that tho nddltion of
tho weight necessary to enrry out tho design or
height would havo sunk tbo structure Into Iho
ground, much llko thrusting a ano into moist
earth, or, more likely, havo toppled It over
toward tho adjacent l'otomao Uats. A
now and wldo foundation was built
tinder tho old ono and resting on tho
bedrock beneath. Tho mngnltuuo of this
before unheard-o- f fent of engineering was
eo great that homo and foreign civil engineers
visited tho work to see for themselves that It
waa actually being dono. Tho completed w ork
of tho suhfoundatloit lsono or tho greatest feats
ot engineering known In tho world, nud Col.
Casoy and Capt. Davis aro entitled to official
recognition for their work without waiting for
Iho slow process or.army promotion.

Meantlmcwbllothufoundotloncxnmlnatlon
had progressed, means had tieen lound to
reach and examine tho top which was loft un-
finished before congress took action.

Conductor lllco nnd Uxprcss
Messenger Iloncycutt wero In tho baggago
car. Tho robbers opened flro as they went
toward tho engine, nnd both men wcro
cov.crcd with roolvcrs. About scvcnty-lh-
peoplo wero In tho cars, nud great excitement
tallowed. All wcro ordered to hold up their
hands, and tho robbers then went to work.
Thcybroko open tho oxprcss safe, nnd

to reports got Z1,W), nnd, besides, ob-
tained from tho passengers watches, Jewelry,
nnd money worth S l.uoti moro. No Indignities
wcroollorod tho passengers, and when thoy
finished tho robbers disappeared aftor en-
forcing n promise not to lemo tho train for
ten minutes. A strong possa headed by de-
tectives started at onco In pursuit. Thoy ar-
rived at Littto Hock about 11.30 o'clock.

There has been great excitement hero to
day on account ol the robbery, llarly this
morning bloodhounds wore put on tho trail of
tho robbers and followed It straight Into tho
city, and before noon Josoph Cook, J. C.
Jones, John Clifford, Charles Campbell, nud a
boy named Parker had been arrested. Jones
will probably bo released. Thrco of tho men
havo boon IdcmUlcd as being among tho rob-
bers.

Mr. Harris has long been
known In this city on account or his news-
paper connections, which began In 1802, when
habr-onm- n reporter on tho Star, then under
tho management of Mr. W, p. Wallach. In
18ftl ho worked for a tlmo on Tun National
ltrrvDUCAK. Later In that year ho became
tho local editor or tbo .VuiJonnl Inlettlgimr,
which had been purchased from Vlenra. Galea
ii Scaton by Mossra. Fnow A Corlr. It was
during his connection vrltk th lHtHUjmctr
that he reported tho upmum I ttx-- tnmplra-tora- ,

ing tho Impeachment of Andrew Johnson and
the various measures affecting tho rcconstruc-tionnct-

Mr. Harris com snnmlcd for seeeral
years with tbo Ilaltlmoro ban, his letters for ft
long tlmo bolng signed "O K." Ho was also
associated with Mai. Uen: I'erley l'ooro In tho
correspondence or tho lioston Journal, his dis-
patches being algned "Vldox." In 1803 he

tho editor or The Natiovai. KErunucAN.
in isii tno J 'cirri oj was started by n stocK com-
pany as a democratic paper, nnd Mr, Harris
docuuiu iuo secretary anu managing cuiior.
In 1875 there was n big printers' strike In this
city, and tho printers started a paper called
tno irwunc, wuicu Harris cutteii.

" How do I get audiences to listen to astro-
nomical lectures?', said Pro!. Itlchard Proctor
repeating a ItErunLiCAN reporter's question
last night.

So far as ray scientific stand-
ing Is concerned, I think that tho fact ormy
malntalulng u four years' controversy with
th o astronomers royal or Ilugland, In which
I held my own all thu tlmo aud camo out
ahead In tho end Is sufficient Justification. Tho
matter In dlsputo' It was u question about
tho transit or Venus, whero w ere tho best points
of observation, iHo. My conclusions havo been
accepted 6luco as v critics."
