An Interssting History of the Organization
and Growth of this Charely of Which Rov.

The comploton tao-day of the stespls to
the hiandsomo naw bullding evected by
the Contral Presbyterlan ocongregation
npon their 1ot at the cornar of Third nnd
1 streets northwest, marks an epoeh in
the history of that organizabion which
rocalls many polnts of interost to its
founders and the genural Washington
publie. This church Iy the only ropros
sentative in the Natlonal Capital of the
sonthorn general asembly of the Proahy-
torian choreh, aud was organieed May
81, 1804, afier an elogquent sermon by
Rev. Dr. T. V. Moore, of Richmend, Va,
moderatur of the general avsembly soath,
by Rov. A, W. Pitear, with Gen, John
MeCalls mnd Dre. O, M. Muncaster a8
ruling olders, The followlng-named wora
originikl membors of tho organizabion :

Preparations wero ab once made for
erboking n nu-rol. GGround wesa broken
July LO1ETE and the bullding wis dedi-
onted Jan, 10, 1574, juat five yoars uiter
the first service in the Law buildiow.
The chapel is 80 by 63 feot wide, aud has
n sonting eapeelty of 860 people, 1t posk
24,000, of which 800 was contrlbated by
the Franklin Street and Franklin Square
churches io Daltimore. Durlpg the Arst
twelve yeurs or formutive pariod of this
organization thore woere erected in tho
olty ten other evangelical eliurches,whilo
eleht of the older vnes were romodeled
aud renovated.

It will be noticed that the eriginal
mumberabip of the “Central” was lurgely
from old femilies of the city. This re-
mning true teday, although & great muny
ndditions are belng made fron more re-
eent residonin of Washington,

A few months aince it became evident
that the ehnpel would no louger answer
the purposes aind demwands ol the growing
congrogation. This resulted In the erec-
tion of the bullding aeat of which i given
tosday. lts mrchitecture s Gotiile, the
building belng of briek, with atone trim-
mipgs. It has o frontage, Invlydiog the
tower projection, of slxty-thrss foet on 1
siroet, and, including the elnwpel, wiil
extend back 120 foet on Third street,
Uptn the southwaest corner of the huild-
ing s tho sieepile, whoss huight from the
grovud s 100 feet. The inside wood work
of the new ehorel will bo of yellow pine,
with cherry trimmings, Thare are to bo
flve doubln windows, on esch alde, of
rolled eathodral wlnss, Some of thoss will
be meamorialy, Five rafters, fifty Yoot long
ouch and resting  on enrved slone wurk,
will shaw from bolow,  The belght of the
suditorlsm feom Qoor to roof apex will

In the eonferencs upon tho naval ap-

propeintion bl yssterday the house cou-
faroes, whilo willing to Itamise the next
nix womtha' approprintions on the basls
of the itema for which: appropriations
have bean mnde for the slx months which
expire e, 81, objocted to making the
sppropristions for the next six months
upon naw and difforent (tems of appros
pristions from shose under which the
pary Is now belng maintained,

The sennte plan, they said, wounld opan
up for punni deration by the eatiforoos the
following subjucts nob enibriced In the
slx mouths' appropriation of last session
The stesl eroipera and complotion of
monitars, $4, 700,000y bresch-loading guns,
$100,000;, machine gunos, $70,000, and
othar suhjects, making s total of :L's.mu‘-
41, The house conforecs say that by
thelr stand thoy eliminnte thess items
from present conslderation botwoen two
honsos, and remit thow for straggle on
the aunusl approprintion bllL for the
support of the navy for tho noxt flwal
yoar,

The temper of each houseappenrs to
bo te sustain it conforevs, and it nooms
unlikely that any wgreoment will be
reached Bofors the boliduy rovess, In
this ease the navy will bo without funds
an the first of Jllllll‘!l’{.

The poaltion taken by thesennts Is that
it in unwise and inconslstent to make pro=
vinion fer the mavy fer the next six
months upon the basls of an appropeintion
bill fratoed two years ago by the house,
on the temaporary houso blll proposos to
do, The senate conferces poiuted ta the
fact that the ssbimnten for the present yeuir
are widely differont from thosa of the yenr
befure, and that no such emergency
exists at this stage of the sesalon uir=
ing hasty acklon as thad whien wwds i
necessary on the last doy of Iaat seaslon.

The Worst Fears Renllzed Regarding
the Brooklyn Orphanage Fire,

the lnnndry whon the flames had mede
shole way to i, and  they kuew
thst the avenues of sscape had been cut
off. Twoor shreo grown poople are alao
bolioved to have perished. T'he amurtions
of thess poople are correet, for Lhis morn-
lug the diggers came upon the charred
remalos of & ltvle gronp of feur, who wp-
poared to have huddlod together juss ba-
foro thelr eriea for Lielp had beon wtifled
in geath, Tu tho durmitory, direcily
over the lasundry, ware sizty boys who
wora sick, It is mot known whether
all of Yhese wore savoed. Threo imore
bodles ware dlscovered near whores (ke
possags to the mnin bullding wus logatod.
Satn of thia bodies appeared to La shose of

adults, Shortly afier 9 o'cluck tro more
bodles were [ound, They were burnwl

1848, In that rank ho sorved with grond
distinetion during tho Mexlean war in
sommand of the famous old frigats
Congross, At the outbreak of
tho  rebellion he was command-
Ing tko  Philadelphin  pavy yard
(haviag been promoted to eaptain in
15543, nnd was one of the first to be ap.
pointed & flag officer for motive service
afloat, aud cammanded the fleet that at-
tacked and captured the robel defenses at
Hillon Hend aftor eno of the moss bril-
lunt batsles known Jto naval hilstory,

In the nexs year (July 16, 1802) e was
made n rear admiral on the eroation of
that grade in the nuv{‘. and vontinning
In comumand of what had thon become the
North Atlantle blecknding squadron,
closed nmd kopt fask tho rea gates to
Charlesten until diseass, which ho had
Inoarred whean en the Uhluess station
(1R37='0), furced him to wveliuguish his
vonimesind,

L'aw of the familienof the early French
immigration to this country havo mndo
such s prominent recond in the wmilitary
hintory of the United Stntes, and it is by
mo moAna & seoret that had hin life beon
spaced to the eeuntry that he and his
distinguished son servod so wall, howounld
have rivalled the great Farmagus in tho
choles of the president for tho bigher
rank oroaled n 1400,
