learned tbo circumstances aro as follows!
Bomo tlmo ago tho company to which tho
steamer bolongs ontcrod Into nn agropracnt
With tho l'nUadclphla, Wilmington and Nor-

folk railway to transport passengers from
Charles City to Norfolk, this being a short con-

nection with tho south. Tho steamer reached
Chorlcs City this morning, and took what

thcra wcro for Norfolk on board, and
then stalled across tho bay. Tho water
was very rough, and tho pilots bad hard work
keeping In tho regular course Tho heavy
elect that was falling obscured tho view, but
tho vessel kept straight for somo distance. A
little way from tho dock at Charles City Is a
sunken anchor which lies near tho course.and
in n Taw minute tha steamer struck this, and
It was soon discovered that sho was shipping
water in her hole ...

Tbo short dlstanco to was ft great
ttdvanlago, her signals of distress woro ob-

served and several tugs went to her relief.
Thcro was. as far as can be lcarnod, but little
excitement on board, and the passengers wcro
placed on board of ono of tho tugs, which had
run alongside. Another tug took tbo bagrrago
off, and tho vessel settled very slowly. Capt.
Martin and tho crow mado an examination,
and tho only break found was the onocausod by
tho point of tho anchor. Tho steamer'! cargo
was badly damaged.

Tno wrecking party icis uoiujui,, uu nv
lain.. information wcro working nm, imiu
tako but a short tlmo. It Is thought, to ralso
tho steamer, ana as every laciuty ior repair-
ing her Is at hand sho will bo running In throe
or four days.

Tho last reports confirm tho first advices,
and tho vosscl la only slightly damaged. Tho
bay at Cherryatono Is ono of tho wildest
and most dangorous passages that vcssoli en-
counter, and the recent storms havo Increased
tho risk of crossing about there

thirteen years ago for the Long Island Hall-
way company, to run between Green-tor- t andi
Newport. She cost when built about 6175,000.
She was bought by tho Inland and Seaboard
Coasting company about nine years ago,
and bas since been running on tho river
and bay, first as an excursion boat
nnd then ns a regular steamer between this
city and Norfolk In connection with tho
tteamcr Lady of tho Lake. About two years
Bgo now boilers were placod In her and sho
received general repairs costing 22,000. This
Is her first rerlous accident, bho Is regarded
as ono of the salcst and fastest boats on the
river, having a record of twenty-tw- miles an
hour. '

THE POSITION Ol" THE SENATE.

Hr. Halo Defines Its Attitude on the Dlspate

(her the Naval Bill.
Senator Halo, who bMCliargoof tho naval

appropriation' bill In tl 1 senate, as chairman
of tho naval subcommittee of tbo commltteo
on appropriations, was asked yesterday to
stato tho position or tho senato In tho pending
Issuo with tho house, aud tho reasons which
underlie Its disagreement with that Dody,

Ho said; "Tho controversy at this session
aroso out of tho fact that at tno lost session tho
house of representatives refused to go forward
In tho work of rebuilding 'tbo navy. Tho
senato, by ft considerable majority, favored
tho Increase- - of tho navy, but It oould not, In
tho end, cocrco tho liouso. Tho session ex-

pired; the bill, with all tho senato amend-
ments, was left .In conference, nnd tho
two bodies pussed tho emergency bill.
This session tho attltudo of tho senato has
been that the regular appropriation bill for
tbo current year ending July 1. IBS.'), should bo
taken up and considered by tbo two houses,
(lpducllue from Its flDnronrfatlons what had
already been given lor tho first half of tho
year. Tho houso blindly Insisted on another
six months' temporary provision, going back
to last year's appropriations and giving M per
cent, of them. Thu senato Insisted that such
ft way of appropriating Is not n good ono, that
cacn year a appropriations suoum uo consid-
ered by themselves, and presented to tho
nuusa comcrucs iur incir toasiucruuon iuu
regular bill for tho presout year as prepared
by tho houso nnd amended by tho senato, in-
cluding tho provisions Tor tho cruisers nnd tho
monitors and ail tho extraordinary appropria-
tions for rebuilding tbo navy, Tho bouse con-
ferees declined even to consider this amend-
ment. Tho result of that attitude on tho part
of tho houso has been that no appropriations
havo been mado and that tho navy depart-
ment, after tho 1st of January, will find Itself
without actual appropriations Of courso tho
department will not expire Under tho gen-
eral statutos giving tbo secretary the right to
provldo for Its lndlpcnsablo needs, It will run
on until somo bill Is passed. As tomo attempt
has been made In tho houso to convey tho
Impression that tho senato seeks to force tho
houso from lta position against tho now navy,
I have, this momlnir. by the unanimous direc
tion oftho full.commlttco on appropriations,
reported as an amendment to Iiuu Ulll oi"tho
houso giving a month's appropriation to tho
navy department, n substitute which makes
tho regular appropriations In tho usual form
for tho last half of tho present fiscal year, and
havo taken as a basis of that bill thu regular
naval appropriation bill for tbo present year
as It passed tho houso at tbo last bosslon and
caraoto tho senate All tho extraordinary
Items la rcfcrcuco to a new navy aro left off,
because tho houso bas so porslstcntly opposod
them. Tho present bill will, no doubt, pans
tho senato If tbo houso does not
consent to tako It up It rejects its own action
at tbo last session and persists in maintaining
that tbo navy department must run on
ltsown bill a hill which the speaker oftho
houso has decided on a point ot order ta not
one of tho regular appropriation bills. Tho
action of tbo senate has been eminently con
servative, nnd tnero can bo little doubt that In
thn end tho bousa must recedo. But should
any emergency arlso and tbo American peoplo
be fouml unprepared, In vlow of complica-
tions with foreign powers, nud with a navy
comparatively useless, It will plainly be seen
that at least tbo last two years havo boon
wasted by reason of tho obstructive courso of
tho liouso or representatives. I think that by
this tlmo tho public will understand that any
delay In tbo rebuilding or our navy results
rrom tho attltudo or tho house If tho next
administration llnds Itself without means to
rebuild tbo American navy, tho responsibility
for that rests with tho branch of congress that
sympathizes with It politically. Mr. Cleve-
land's administration will bo moro lutcrcstcd
and more atlcclcd by thU condition than any-
body else"
