The solemn pr fon of t

led by threo ncolytes, the centar one
bearing aloft a silver cross, and the others
cnrrflng lHghted eandloa. A number of
loeal elergymon followed, Hov. Fathers
Ubinpolle, Murphy, Hughes, and O'Sulli-
wvan pregeding Arohbishop Gibboos, who
Was lup&urm an ¢lther side by Rev,
Fathers Waltor and Ryan. Rev, Fathor
Thomas, now wiociated with Father
Walter in tho pastorate, and Bishop
Keane, bronght up the roar of lhulnu{.
The former took part with the rector in
tho chanting. Altar boys followed with
the censor and golden candlestick, the
Isttor containing s lighted wax tapor, Tha
archbishop wors his golil embroldered
miter and earrled the significaut golden
crook.
