the ice the fall bofors, sud as we were in
ne good 1f not botter health and strongth
Sban tho otbors, it wna thought that our
thanoes of success would be the beat, aud
wo wore selacted to go.

“Rico and mynelf loft Camp Clay st
10 p. m., April 6, our whols outilt being
as jollows: One smoll sledje, one two-
man alesping bag. one Hemiogton rifle,
with ammunition;, one ax, and sp alcobol
Inmp wod pot for cooking, with sleohol
for fuol.

OUR ALLOWANCE OF BATIONS
wne wix ounces of pemmican and six
ouncos of bread dally, and we carried
also a mmall quantity of brandy, some
pills, aud asmall phial of aromatio aplrits
of ammonia an modical stores.

“Lieut. Kislloghury, Sergt. Braloard,
Ellis, snd Whistler nd during the day

ulled our wledge and optilt over to the

row of the island, about four miles, from
which trip they returned. Whan we lefl,
the good wishes and prayoers of the whole
party for our suceess wont with us, and
ns wo wont through the door or entrance
of the hut they gave us throe as hearty
chears ne tho weak condition of $he poor
fallows permittod.

YA veory fresh wind was blowing, which
fnoreasod to s furions gale by tho time we
roached tho slodge. Wo wont an down
the hill very fast, and had & good many
bumbles before we reached the bay,

"We wora forced to stop travellng about
aho'clnok the next morning oo account of
the

HIGH WIND AND DRIFTING ENOW,
and aftor partakiug of n ploce of frogen
pommican we unrolled our ntuhpinu bag
on the loe and erawled fnto it. There we
were forced to ramain for twenty-two
bours during & raging soow storm.

“About 6 o'clock the moerniog of April
8 wo dug our way out of tho bag through
tho heavy snowdrift that bad formed

around us and started af onpce on our

Jouruey, for we were loo eold to stop aod
cook, Aftoer an hour's travel we found
ourselves warmed up enough, and halted
and got some warm food, which revived
us very muech. The travellog was vory
Q._.Md' oxcopt that it was blowing m frgah

rears and light snow was falllog, and
that made it
our weak oondition. Abont 7p. m. it
bocwme 8o dark and blustering thas wo
hauled up our sledge between » large ice.
boerg and the foot of o glacier near Es-

“April 8 wo broke oot about 7 a m, and
reached Eskimo Point in about an hour.
The morniong was calm and the sky clear,
while the traveling was very good. Here
we

ATANDONED OUR SLEEPING WAG,

as we hoped to fAnd the meat and got
baok to this point by night, und we could
travel so much faster with the lightoned
wlodge. The day before wo bhad looked

elosely after passing into Ellison bay for
tho tracks wo made the fall before, but

did not discover them. We fouud that
in places where the ice had been smooth
the fall before It was now very rough, sand
ogain wo found the rough places smooll;
ovidont sigos thas it bhad been broken up
sinoe our Inek Journey. Attimes we found
large pools of water botween grounded
icobergs, which wo bad to go around,
throwlng us out of our courde as much na
s mile,. We got our fest wet, and
&8 soon a8 we got on dry Yce or snow
they froze. To add to our misfortunes n
high wind esmo up from the northwest
about 11 o'clock, with & thick, drifiing
snow storm, so that we were unablo to
o0 any distance. At 3 o'clock we thonght
wo wore at the spot whore tho meat had
been abandoned, but, notwithstanding au
extended snd very cdreful and thorough

sonrch, wo falled to (ind the least troce of
