London, Fob. 18. Tho treaty undor
Vrhlch Germany has established A pro-

tectorate ovor tho Samoan or Navigator's
Islands was slgnod on tho 10th of last
Novombor nt Apia, which Is tho principal
port of tho Island of Opolu and tho capi-

tal of tho Samoan group. Tho ostonslblo
objcot of tho troaty Is to socuro Rood gov-

ernment for tho islands. Gormany Is to
administer tho affairs of tho stato, and
tho court fees, flnos, and rovonues from
tho labor of prisoner! nro to bo used to y

tbu oxponses of administration.
Ufiilin, Fob. 18. Tho toxt of tho

treaty undor which Gormany has gained
n protcctorato oor tho Samoan islands
has been published. Tho treaty provldos
for tho creation of n council of stato to
consist of tho Gorman consul, two Sam-can-

and two Germans. This council la
empowered to establish Inns In tho Inter-
est of tho Samoaus and of tho Gormans
resident upon tbo Islands. A Gorman
officer will net a tbo adviser of tho
king, ' and will servo as Judgo in
nil pouat matters In which Germans
nro ooncorned. Prisons aro to bo orcctod
for tho Incarceration of German

Tho king undertakes to estab-
lish n pollco foreo for tho protection of
tho Germans. Tho noccssary exponsos
which will bo lncurrod in carrying out
this nrrangomont will bo corored by
taxes on tho Gormans, supplemented by
tho amounts derived from fines and
prison labor. Germany is allowed to
withdraw from this agreement by giving
six months' previous notice A treaty
was negotiated last December by Herr
Schultz, representing Gormany, with tbo
African International Association and
sovoral natlvo African chiefs. Ily this
treaty n largo tract of country on tho
Lower Congo near Nokkl comes Into tho
possession of Gormany.

Herr Kravel, tho special commissioner
Appointed by Germany to adjust tho dis-
pute between Ucrmauy and England con-

cerning thoir rospcctlvo rlcthta in tho
island of Now Gulnoa, tho 1'ljl Islands,
nnd the South Sea islands, has departed
ou his mission to London. Ho is

to uogotlato on tho part of Ger-
many for a definition of territory in tho
disputed possessions, for a guarantee of
acquired-rights- , for equal liberty of set-
tlement, commorco and navigation, nnd
for a joint control of tho labor trallle ques-
tion.

The Fnsllih Change Base In Fiypt.
London, Feb. 18. Reports from Abu Klcn,

dated on tbo ovcnlng of tbo 13th instant, stato
that Gcu. Duller announced his Intention to
evueuato bis position near (Jubat, and
withdraw Ills whole forco at Abu
Klcn, which is a better xtratcglo
position. After rendering Gordon's two
steamers useless by reinov in it thclrmacblncry,
tbo whole forco started on the morning of tho
14th Instant across tho desert and arrived at
Abu Klcanext day, without 11 ring a bhot. Tho
men nro in a cheerful framo ofrulnd.

War Probable Between China and Japan.
Ban Fiuncisco, Fob. 18. Advices from

Yokohama to tho Associated Pross stato that It
is firmly believed In Jnpaucso government
circles that tho indemnity which Corea has
agreed to pay Japan for tho attack made by
Chlneso soldiers on tho Japaneso minister
nnd troops at tbo Seoul Fnlucc. Corea,
and the burning of tho JapancM)
legation ou tbo night of December
C will lend to war between China anil Japan.
When the conference between IboJupuneso
minister aud representatives or the Cercan
government took place tho Chlneso envoy
iusMed on being present. Tho Japanoso
minister objected, nnd tho Chinese umoy
was compelled to withdraw. Iteforo doing
so honddrosscd a litter to the Corcan prime
minister, telling htm that If tho
Corenn government durcd to concludo terms
Willi Japan directly It would bo fclrongly

by tho Chlneso government. This
only hastened conclusions, and Japan s terms
were accepted. Tho Japanese uro highly in-
dignant at tho action oi China, nnd Insist on
that country yielding full satisfaction for Its
sharo in tho attack on the Japanese troops In
tho legation. If a compromise Is not reached
wur will ensue.

1'OllEION CONTHACT LAUOlt.

Suliitnnce of the Hill to Prohibit the
Importation of White Hlnves,

As paBscd by tho sonato yestorday tho
amendod houso bill "to prohibit tho im-

portation nud migration of foreigners and
aliens undor contract or agreement to per-
form labor In tho Unltod States, Its terri-
tories, and tho District of Columbia," pro-
vides, in substance, that from nnd nftor
tho passage of this net it shall bo unlaw-
ful for any person, company, partnership,
or corporation, In any mnunor what-ovo- r,

to prepay tho transportation,
or In nny way assist or oncour-ag- o

tho Importation or migration
of nny alien or allons, any forolgnar or
forclgnors, Into tho Unltod States. Its
territories, or tho District of Columbia,
undor contract or ngrcomont, parol or
special, oxpross or linpllod.tnado previous
to tho Importation or migration of such
alien or aliens forolgnor or forolgnors, to
perforin labororsorvlcoofnny kindin tho
United States, its territories, or tho Dis-
trict of Columbia. Any such contract
onlorod into hereafter shall be uttorly
void and of no effect.

For every violation of this provision
tho porsou or corporation so violating
shall bo llsblo to forfoit $1,000 or bo sued
therefor in n United States court; It shall
bo tho duty of tho district Attorney of tho
propor district to urosecuto ovory such
suit nt tho expense of tho Unltod Stato)
i no mastor oi nny vessoi who snail Know-
ingly bring within tho United States on
any such vessel nud land, or permit to bo
landed, from any forolgn port or placo
nny alien laboror, mechanic, or artisan
who, provlous to ombarkatlon on such
vessel, hnd ontorcd into contract or agree-
ment to perform labor or sorvlco In tho
United States, shall bo deemed guilty of
n ruisdomoanor, and, on conviction thero-o- l,

shall bo puntshod by a fino of not moro
than JfoOO for each aud ovory such nllon,
nnd may also bo Imprisoned for a term not
oxcocdlng six mouths.

Nothing lu this act shall bo so con-
strued as to provont nny cltlzon or sub-lo-

of nny foreign couutry temporarily
residing in tho United States, either lu
privuto or official capacity, from engaging
uudor contract ur othcrwiso persons not
residents or citizens of tbu United States
to not as private secretaries, servunts, or
domestics for such foreigner temporarily
residing in tho United Stales usalores.ild.
Nor shall this act be so tonstruod as to
provont any person or persons, partner-
ship, or corporation from ongaglug uudor
contractor ngrcomout skilled workmen
iu forolgn countries to porform labor In
tho Uuitod States in or upon any new
Industry uot at prosent established in
tbo United States, provided that skilled
labor for that purposo cannot othorwlso
bo obtained. Nor .hall tho provisions of
this act upply to professional actors, artists,
lecturers, or slngors. nor to persons

strictly as porsuunl or domestic
servants; provided that nothing in this
net shall bo construod as prohibiting any
individual from assisting any momber of
his family or any relatlvo or porsonal
friend to tnigrato from nuy forolgn coun-
try to tho United Statos for tho purposo
of sottlomuut hero.
