Tor tho Alexandria and Frodcrlcksburg
railway nt a placo culled Four-Mll- o Kun,
In Virginia. Tho first learned of tho
Mcldent in this city was a big rod
klaio that lit up tho vrholo southern sky.

It was thought when tho blazo attracted
attention that somo dwelling between
this city and Alexandria was being
destroyed by Are, but it was soon learned
that thero was an accldont on tho rail-Wa-

Four-Mil- e Kun Is a lonoly placo over-
looking tho l'otomao rlvor, four mites
from this city and threo miles from Alex-
andria. A littlo stream runs from tho wost
into tho"" l'otomao, and tho Alexandria
canal runs ovor tho tracks of tho
Tallway company by means of a brick
viaduct. This viaduct forms a tunnel
through which all trains pass, and is
probably seveuty.flvo feet In width, and
la only wldo enough for ono train to pan
through at a tirao.

The tracks leading through tho tunnol
aro tho oxtonslon of tho main tracks, and
on elthor sldo aro sovornl sldo tracks
whero trains wait for othors to pass.
As on othor roads, all paisougcr
trains have tho right of way
and freight trains aro tho ones that
Usually wait. About 100 yards from tho
tuunel on tho north and south approaches
oro

TWO SIGNAL LIOI1TB,

which aro wotkod automatically, and
when a train passos ono of the signal
lights it turns tho red light of the signal
station on tho othor side to all trains
coming from that direction, cautioning
them to run on tho side track. These
lights aro arranged every night about C

o'clock by Thomas Taylor, who nvs
about 100 yards from tho tunnol. lie
arranged them last night.

Tho Virginia Midland train was duo at
the tunnel at 10:03 o'clock last night and
was on time. It had tho right of way.
The- - train was mado up of an engine, mall
car, express car, baggage car, one passoneor
coacn, ana two sicoping cars, iuo ouicers
in charge of tho train wero l'llot Capt.
Bennett, ticket lifter; Capt. Wilkes,

Tho Midland train was on tlmo, and as

It approacuod too tunnel Iroin tiio south
sldo it passod over tho automatlo spring,
cursing the red light to bo shown oil tho
north sldo. The track loading through
tho tunnel Is straight, aud underordlnary
circumstances a person can sco somo
distance

Tho freight train left Washington at
P:45, bonud for Ouantlco. It consisted
of thirly-flv- a cars, which wore filled
with all kinds of merchandise, Including
oil, paper,' aides, and machinery. This
train, It was said last night,
iuii oni:us to no iiioht Timouair,

without stopping, but this rumor was not
substantiated. Homo olllclals who wero
on tho scene said that tho train should
liavo waited on the north side track until
tho passenger train had passed ou tho
north track. Tho passeugor train had
no knowledgo of tho freight, and was
not awaro of any ordor authorizing tho
freight traiu to push ahoad. Tho ouicers
of tho freight train wero: Audrow Auger,
conuuetor; frerer, engineor; Moloney,
fireman; Stewart, brakeman.

Taylor was standing ou his porch when
tho Virginia Mldlaud train passod, Tho
train got nearly through tho tunucl
when

A CltASH CAME.

There was no tlmo for any rovorsing of
nglues or Jumping lor saloty. Tho two

engines wore immediately wrecked, and
tho escaping btcaui and broken fire-po-

enveloped tho ruins in llro aud vapor,
adding to tho terrors of tho sccno.

The flames onvolopcd tho cars, and In
less than two minutes half a dozen cars
were on fire, and tho passengers and
employes who uscapod unhurt had to run
for their lives, as tho heat from tho burn-lu- g

cars wnslutense, aud every second ears
wero falling from their Irregular positions
to tho ground on cither side. Tho pas-
sengers, among whom wero many ladles,
rushed out of tho cars to tho top of tho
embnukinont of tho viaduct and watched
Iho scene,

A canvass of tho party rovcalcd tho
fact that three of tho passengers on tho
Midland train wero slightly injured. Of
tho railway employes but fow conld bo
found. A party was mado up to go to
tho burning cars. They found four moil
who wero ou tho Midland train, n short
dlstauco from tho cars, where they
bud crawled, Two ruoro men
wero found by tho freight train, and then
another canvas was made, aud it was
found that tho missing wero Andrew
Augur, conductor; Thomas Darley, tho
fireman, and Froror, the engineer of
tho freight train, and Maloney, fireman
of tho Mldlaud road.

A further search was mado and tho
body of Auger was found under tho sec-
ond car of tho freight train. Men woro
set at work and tho body was cut out.
Tho other misting moil could uot bo
fouud. Tho body of Auger aud the
wounded wero taken to tho houso of
'Jaylor, and It was found that

Word was sent to Alexandria, and Drs.
Kllpstein, Hnowdeu, and 1'owell arrived
about 1 o'clock, aud rendered medical
assistance

THE fire gained oreat headway,
aud soon reached some tanks of oil that
were In tho cars, and tbo oil flowed over
tho other cars and on tho ground. Tho
llro communicated with other cars, and
altogether thirty-thro- e cars wort burned,
Tho four new passenger coaches uu the
freight train mid tho sleeping cars aud
passeuger coach wero saved. Tho damage
to tbo railway company will bo $100,000
at least.

When the news of tho uccldont bocamo
known bero aud in Alexandria great
orowds of people went to tho scene, al-

though tbosuow was falling heavily and
it was very cold.

It was not definitely ascertained upon
whom the blanio' for tho accident rested,

but tho gen oral Impression soomed to bo
that tho fault was upon thoso in chargo
of tho freight train.

E. J. McCorson, of Lynchbnrg, who,
with W. It, Mussor and Clinton Do Witt,
of tho sumo placo, and J, I!. Short, a
Baltimore hat drummer, was tbo first to
leavo tho wrock for this city, tells tho
following

STORV OF THE DISABTEB.
"I had Just looked at my watch, and

saw It was 10 o'clock, when thero was a
groat crash and overy ono was Jolted out
of tholr seats. A stream of water poured
down tho alslo of tbo car, and wo all
thought we wore In tho Potomac. Mou
and womon rushed to tho window wo
wore In tho passenger coach, tho third
from tbo engine and when theso woro
opened steam and smoke rushed in, but
all was Inky darkness outsido. If tho
windows had not bcon shut quickly wo'
might all havo beou smothered whero wo
wero. Thoy woro quickly closed, and wo
all got safoly out. Tho car was part way
under the canal, and in front of it was
tho smoker, with about fifteen pooplo In
it nogroos and whito mou.

"Mr. M usser and I wont back and bolpod
all wo could. Tho first man wo got out
was tho engineer of our train. I don't
know his uanio, but ho was foarfully
hurt scaldod, leg broken, head cut, and
foot (earruny crusned.

HE CANNOT LIVE

Wo took him to a houso the othor sldo
of tho canal, where tho peoplo worn vory
kind, aud took evory uno In. The uoxt
man wo got was Stewart, tho mall olork.
Wo had to cut him oat from under tho
truck of tho car, and in flvo minutes ho
would havo boon burnt up. Ho wanted
to go back for his mall, but was
too weak; bosldes, nothing could bodono
for that or tho baggago. About twonty
pooplo wero pulled out altogether, and
nono of tho passongors hurt but ono lady,
and sho was not much Injured.

"Audrow Augor, tho conductor of tho
frolght train, was on tho engine and was
Instantly killed.

"It was half an hour boforo holp came,
and then thero was no physician on the
train that camo on from Aloxandrla.
Tho sleeping car olllclals had to havo pis-
tols polntod at thorn boforo they would
glvo up nny blankets. Hut wo Just
stripped thoso two cars, I can toll you."

The passongors who woro ablo to como
on woro compelled to walk tho four miles
to tho city, tho railroad pooplo refusing
to bring them in on a train of cars that
loft tho scene after midnight.

"Taero Is a War Impending" Progress
Hade 1st Committee of the It hole.

When tho naval appropriation bill was
taken up In tho houso yostorday it was
agreed to dlsponse with gonoral debato,
but that somo general discussion would
bo pormtttcd whon the clauso was reached
whloh provides for a board to examine
Into tho subject of the reconstruction of
tho navy; and the bill was road by para-
graphs for amendments.

On motion of Mr. Hutchlns, an amend-
ment was adopted appropriating $1,000
for completing a d gun.

.Mr. Curtin offered an amendment ap-
propriating VAOOO lor testing American
armor mado of American material. Ho
hoped that tho now administration would
bo committed to tho policy of building up
n, navy, and hn wanted that navy built
In this country out ol materials manu-
factured In tho United States. No man
who had .noticed tho unrostln Kuropo
could but fear that thero was a war Im
pending, which might shako tho com-uior-

and trado and civilization of tha
world. If such n calamity Bhould fall
upon humanity, this nation should bo
prepared to tako her part If, In tho

sho should bo drawn Into
tho struggle Ho was In favor of build-
ing a navy which would bo formidable
In tlmo of war and respected in tlmo of
peace, and equal iu character nud forco,
to tho dignity and power of this great
people.

Tho amendment was nJoptoJ.
Mr. Cannon, of Illinois, mado a point of

order against tbo paragraph appropriat-
ing $100,000 for tho cumpletion of tho
Now York, and tho point being ovorrnlod
moved to strlko out tho paragraph. To
oomploto this old ship, which has been
lying In tho stocks for nineteen years,
was to advanco backward and was to
authorize a waste of money.

Mr. Hewitt, ef Now York, thought that
It was as preposterous as ridiculous for
tho country to uudertako to build or finish
tho building of wooden ships. Thero was
uot the meanest, smallest nation In thej'
world, not ovon ono of the South Aincrlsr
can republics, which would spend y

n dollar in wooden ships. Yet hero
actually camo a proposition to completa'n
wooden ship, whon wo had thirty for
svhich we had no use, and which it would
bo a blessing If somo coal birgo would
sink to tho bottom of tho ocean. Tho
whole thing was absurd aud was an Insult
to tho intelligence of tho wbolo people.

Mr. Kcifer did not think it worthy of
tbo United Slates to complete a vessel
which in tlmo of war could not go upon
tho high soas.

Mr. Dingley supported tho paragraph
of tho bill. Tho timber of tho New York
was y thoroughly seasoned, and
worth double as much as it was nlnotoen
years ago. It would bo tho height of
unwisdom to throw away this partly
uoustruotcd vessel, and not to complete It
to bo used as a schoolshlp or a transport.

Mr. Thomas ridiculed tho proposition
that tho United States should go back
tweuty years in order to seek a modol
upon which to construct a:

Mr. Cor. of Now York,
friend from Illinois (llr. Tnitnirr.- -
uot forget that somo wooden ships wero
indispensable Thoy wero necessary, and
sometimes potential. Why? It was u
wooden ship that had run down tho Talla-
poosa. Laughter.

Mr. McAdoo expressed a suspicion that
If thu Now York bad been built under
contract with John lioucli tho republican
party would uot havu refused to mako-ni- t
appropriation to complete it. Gentlemen
ou the othor sldo had advocated an oxpen-dituro-

over threo and a half million
dollars to complete tho monitors, aud
tills New York, with its
timber, with good guns, was superior to-

day to any monitor In tho yard of John
Itoacb.

.Mr. Howltt. of Now York, rcgrotted
that as tho country was about to build it
uuw navy tho proposition should como
from a democratic commlttoo to eomploto
nn old ship which if sho was struck by
ono of tho guns of ono of tho dlscardod
ships of other countries would go to tha
bottom.

Mr. Hutchlns said it was not the in-

tention of thu committee to proceed with
tho policy of building wooden vessels.
Tills was moroly a temporary expedient
until vessels could bo built which would
bu tho prldo of tho nation.

Mr. Cox, of Now York, contended that
wooden ships wero necessary. Beeauso
wo had artillery, should wo discard in-

fantry J Ilccauso wo bad iron-clad- s,

should wo glvo up wooden ships?
"Yes," ausworud Mr. Howitc emphati-

cally,
Mr. Randall said that tho commltteo

on appropriations realized that a power-
ful navy svas required, aud also that
theso vossols which wero nuw unfinished,
and could bo inudo usuful, should bo
complutod.
