Mr. W. JI. Gait presides. Thcso bodlos
have In turn been supported and relieved
of the details of tho work by tho sub-
committees. That on military organisa-
tion under Col. W. G. Moore and his vice,
Col, Batcbolder, has covered ltiolf with
glory. Col. L. P. Wright's committee on
publlo comfort owos Its wonderful
and well attested success largely
to tho activity of Its head. Mr. N. I).
Lamer was as fortunate in his commit-
teemen as they in their chlof, and both
nro to be congratulated on tho effective
preparations for tho emorgenclcs of the
hour. Tho recoptlon eommltteo has had
less hard work than most of tho others,
but has performed Its functions with em-

All of tho foregoing will enter the east
front of tho senato wing of tho capltol.
THE FtOOB OF THE SENATE CHAMBER.

Tho doors of tho senato chamber will
ho opened at 11 o'clock a. in. to thosowho
aro entitled to admission, as follows:

The Prosldent and President-elec- t, who
Will enter the senato wing by tho bronzo
doors in tho oast front, each accompanied
by a member of tho' committoo of ar-
rangements. Tho President will go di-

rect to tho president's room, and tbo
president-elec- t to tho
room, whoro thoy will remain uutll they
enter tho senate chamber, llavlug been
introduced by the committee of arrange-
ments, thoy will occupy seats reserved
for them In front of the presiding olllcor.
The committee of arrangements will oc-
cupy seats on their left.' Tho Vice Presldont-elcc- t will bo accom-
panied to tbo capltol by a member of tho
committee of arrringoinonts and procoed
to the Vico President's room, whero ho
will remain until ho enters tho senato
chamber, whoro the oath of offico will bo
administered to him by fbo president of
tbo senate pro tempore.

Tbo dlplomatlo corps will assomblo In
tho marble room, and proceed In a body,
at 11:15 a. m to tho senato chamber,
whero thoy will occupy seat! on tho right
of the chair,

Ex.Prcsldonts and Presidents,
tho chief justice, tho atsoclato Justices,
and the justices of tho su-
preme court will occupy seats on tho
right of tho chair, Tho supreme court
will enter tho senato chamber a few
moments before tho President.

Heads of executivo departments, tho
retired general of tho army, tbo lieuten-
ant gouoral of tbo array, the admiral of
tbo navy, and officers of tho army and
navy who, by name, have received tho
thanks of congross, will occupy seats on
tholoft of thecbuir.

Governors and of states,

Tho dlplomatlo corps will occupy tho,
seats on tho loft of tho Presldont. Heads
of dopartmonts, tho retirod general of
tho army, tho lloutonant general of tho
army, tho admiral of the navy, and tho
officers of tho army and navy who by
namo havo received tho thanks of con
gress, governors and of
statos, and of tho sonato
will tako soats west of tho President.

Such othor porsons as aro Included in
tho prccodlng arrangements will occupy
the steps and tbo restduo of tho platform
and tho portico.

THE IKAUQUBAL ACT.

Tho oath of offico will bo administered
to tho prosldent-elec- t by the chlof Justice,
or, In his absence, by tho senior assoclato
Justlco present.

On the conclusion of tho ceromonlcs, tho
members of the senato, preceded by the
sergcantrat-arm- vice president, and tho
secretary, will return to tho senate cham-
ber, and the Prosldent, accompanied by
tho committoo of arrangements, will pro-

ceed to the executivo mansion.
All horses and carrlagos, except thoso

nsed iu convoying porsons to tho cast door
of tho north wing of tho capltol, will bo
oxcluded from tho capltol grouuds.

Should tho weather prove unfavorable,
tho Inauguration of tho President will
tako placo In tbo senate chambor.

Uy reason of tbo limited capacity of tho
gallerlos of tbo sonate chambor, oxcluslvo
of tho spaco rosorvod for tho families of
tbo President and Prcsldont-oloc- t, and
tho president of tho ronato pro tempore,
and Vico Prosldoat-olect- , tho dlplomatlo
and reporters' galleries, tbo number of
tlckots Is necessarily restricted, and will
bo distributed as follows:

To each senator, flvo tlckots; tosonatom-olec- t,

mombors of the houso of representa-
tives, delegates, hoads of dopartmonts,
and Justices of tho aupromo court, two
tickets each.

No person will be permitted to nass
from tho houso wing through the rotunda
oxcopt members of tho house of repre-
sentatives and Its elective officers, and
ladlos accompanying thorn havlug tlck-
ots.

No person will bo admitted to tho
senato wing or rotunda or to tho platform,
except as abovo spocIQod.

The sorgeant-at-arm- s of tho senato is
charged with tho execution of thcso

This morning Senators Sherman and
Hansom will procoed to the Arlington
Hotel and escort Mr. Cloveland to tbo
whlto houso.

owing to tho fact that Presldout Arthur
and his cablnot will bo at work In tho
President's room until 12 o'clock winding
np official business. They will go to tho
senato chambor at about 11:13, and then
tho presldont of tho senato, Mr. G. F.
Edmunds, will administer tho oath of
office to Vice Prcsldent-oloc- t Hondricks.
All will then adjourn to tha large stand
In front of tho cast ontranco of tho Capi-
tol, whero, precisely at midday, Chlof
Justlco Waito will administer the oath to
Cleveland. Tho newly-create- d Presldont
will thon dellvor bis inaugural addross,
Tbo services on tho stand will all ha con-
cluded within an hour, unloss tho Presi-
dent's address Is a vory long one, which
is not anticipated,

Tho officials woro kept
in n constant move from placo to placo.

Messrs. F. P. Madlgau and M. Wallace,
of tho publio comfort committee, had
their offico near the main office, and kopt
tbo fifty mesa oncer boys busily omploycd
In conducting pcoplo to different parts
of the city. Over 1,000 persons woro ac-
commodated with lodgings und meals.

Pleaiitnt Courtesies Yesterday Crowds
Throng the White House.

In tho excitement and onthnslaim In
cidental to the Installation of a now Presl.
dent the retiring chief magistrate was not
forgotten, and every ono had words of
praiso to say of him. That Mr. Arthur
has mado n good President no ono
doubted, and his popularity was attostod
by tho great crowds that thronged tho
whlto houso and grounds all day, Tho
cast room was the only apartment open
for Inspection, and tho sightseers con-

tented themselves with this when tboy
found that Mr. Arthur was Inaccessible.
A big policeman guarded tbo stairway
leading to tho offices, and allowed no ono
except officials to pass. Tho President
was very busy all day signing acts of
congross and attcudlng, to othor official
muttors.

Tho members of tho United States
court, headed by Chief Justlco

Waito, called Just boforo noon and took
loavoof tho President. A mooting oftho
cabinet was held at noon, and lasted
about two hours. All tho members wero
present. Tha session was devoted to
clearing up all official business requiring
action during tho prcsont administration.
Durlnz tho session n messencer brought
a large, handsome floral cornucopia, across
which was laid n beautnul hono shoo
formed of raro exotics, sent bv soma
frlonds. At 2:30 o'clock tha Prosldout
recoived tho members ot tho dlplomatlo
corps. All tbo legations were represented,
and It seemed as if ovory diplomat In
tho city Improved tho opportunity to
tako official leavo of tho Presldont,
While arrangements woro bolng mado

The Line of Birth and Its Organizations

Tho change In tbodlroctlon of tho
procession, which precodeat had estab-

lished as passing from tho whlto houso
to tho capltol, but which will on this oc-

casion move from tbo capltol at tho com-

pletion of tho Inaugural act, will puzzlo
many. It has boon favorably
commonted on by some, but
foars are entertained that confusion
among tbo speetatort at least may onsuo.
Tho passago of tho first division of tho
procession from tho whlto houso to tho
capltol escorting tho president and vlco
president-elec- t at 11 o'clock, will fill the
stands and windows along tho avenuo
and the sldowalks w 111 probably bo densoly
packed.

avenuo facing soma, with its right resting at
Seventeenth stroct.

It will movo promptly nt 10:30 o'clock, escort-
ing tho President of the United States, tho
prosldent and Vlco Fresldent-elect- , and tho
chief marshal to tbo capltot. On reaching tho
capltol It will wheel Into lino oppoilto tho cast
front of tho capital, whore It will remain until
tho procetalon is formed' after tho conclusion
of tho Inaugural ceremonies.

Any organization of the first division that Is
not In lino and ready to movo precisely at 10:30
o'clock will, without further orders, report to
tho marshal ot tho third division, on East
Capltol street.

II. The second division will aucmblo and
bo formed by Its commanding officer at 11:30
o'clock a. m. on 11 street northeast, Maryland
avenue northeast, and A street northeast, with
tho rights of Us respectlvo brigades restfng on
First street cast,

III. The third division will assemble and bo
formed by Us commanding officer at 11:30
o'clock a. m. on East Capltol street, with Its
right resting on First street vast.

IV. Too fourth division will assemble and
bo formed by Its commanding officer at 11:3
o'clock a. in., as follows:

Tho tint brigade on A street southeast, with
Its right rcstlmr on First street east: the second
and third brigade ou Pennsylvania avenue
southeast, with the right of second brigade
resting on First street cast; tho fourth and tilth
brigades on New Jersey avenue eouthcast.wlth
right or fourth brigade resting on 11 street
ftniithemit thn ftltth brlcratlQ on AFirvlAml ave.
