The beautiful bU room in which was
Cold th foto coramemorttlTO of the Inau-

guration of OroTor Clovoland asprosl-dent-

tho United States, was a matvel to
toll who saw It last evonlng. Its slzo and
vaatnoss wero amazing, and tho elaborato
decoration! of tho hall bewltdercd one.
The whole Interior court of tho new pon-Io- n

building being roofed over gavo tho
largest ball room evor mod for ono of
thus quadrennial celobratlons. Tho
dancing floor extonded In unbroken
cwrop from ond to end, and tdo to aide of

the largo court, and tho dancers had a
waxed surface 310 feet long and 110 feet
wldo, at their disposal. Eight giant
columns, 23 foot to clrcumforence and 75

feet high, dlvidod tho largo quadran-gl- o

almost Into thrco separate ball rooms,
while not at all Interfering with tho freo

weep of the dancors and promenadera
from end to end of the room. Around
this dancing floor there Is a row of lighter
columns supporting a balcony, and reserv-

ing a promonade spaco, 12 feet wide, ex-

tending around tho entire room. Ou this
promenade opon the cloak room,rocoptlon
rooms, supper rooms, wine room.and press
room.

AT EITHER END AMD FIT1IETC BIDS
are broad stairways leading to the ilrat
baleen v, or gallery surrounding tho court
and overlooking the dancing floor. A
row of columns supports a second gallery,
on which rest tho timbers and trusses
supporting the temporary roof, sorenty
feet above tho floor.

This arrangement of central pillars,
arcades, and successlvo gallorics gavo tho
dooorator a fino opportunity to display
bis talents and resource, and tho results
attained ware satisfactory to all. Flags,
banuors, pennants, streamers, guidons,
and bunting of overy possible kind havo
been used with a laTlshnoss novor before
seen. Tho immenso columns supporting
tho roof were first covered with whito
muslin and thon wound with broad
wreaths of evergreens In between
these spiral bands wero placed thou-
sands of palm leaves, applied In
Irregular Japanese dosigna for half tho
height of tho columns. I'ach one of tho
141 smaller columns surrounding the ball
room and Inclosing the promenado was
decorated with palm leaves at the base
and abovo was susponded a banner rusdo
of broad red and white sutln sash ribbons
with a field ot blue satin embroidered
with silver stars Over th,e arches be-

tween these email columns woro placed
trophy plecos, consisting of six silk flags
mounted on silver tipped spears uphold-
ing a national shlold.

FJIOM THE BALCONY BAIL
was hung a deop drapery of crimson vel-

vet, heavily embroidered In bulliou and
spangles, that rested ou a broad frieze of
evergreen and smilax wreaths. The two
music standi lu the centor of tho hall
were reached by short flights of stepes
from the balcony, and their sides and
supports were covered with draporlcs of
green and crimson cloth. In the balcony
were ranged throo rows of chairs, wboro
those who did not caro to tako part In tbo
dancing or promenading could sit and
watch tho brilliant scene boneath thorn.
Tbovlow from tho balcony at either oud
of tho ball was particularly fino, and In
the long porspectlvo tho lights and colors,
the moving figures were as bewildering
as a kaloldoscopo's play. Tho largo
Venetian mirror at one end of the ball
room dwindled to a mero toy, and tho de-

signs in gas jets of stars and eagles wero
tier, pin poluts ot light and nebulae.

The columns supporting tbo second gal-let- y

wore decorated with more banners,
tbo arches ornamonted with flags and
coats of arms, and the roof wasaSeu of
bunting. Tho cyo grew weary In follow-
ing tho myriad lines, folds and masses of
colored bunting, and tbo roof and ltsttm-bor- s

wero wholly concealed by tho flags,
banners, j ennants and streamers of tho
national colors.

FROM A CENTRAL POINT
In each of tho threo divisions of tho roof
radiated broad pennants looped back to
tho walls, and interspersed with them
lvoro heavy ropes of evergreens. Tho
bannered roof of tho ball room was tho
most beautiful part of it, and tho count-
less folds, festoous andetreamors gavo it a
Very light and nlry effect. Largo

banners hanging from tho ban-
nered roof flooded tho hall with a soft
clear light, and overy detail was clearly
brought out and illuminated.

The stairways leading to tbo balcony
Wero hung with flags of all nations. On
the ball room floor the inslda wall was
covered with Amorlcan flags, except
whoro the doorways broko tno lino, with
their rich satin and brocado curtains, and
flags woro lavishly used on tbo walls of
suppor rooms and reception rooms. A
suite of handsomoly furnished reception
looms for the ladlos was prepared at the
touthwost cornor of tbo building adjoin-
ing their cloak rooms, and the iroutlo-men- 's

cloak rooms woro lu tho correspond-
ing apartmont9 on tbo northwest side of
the ball. Tho cloak rooms woro undor
the care of a seloctcd corps of lottor car-tie-

frbm tbo city poatofllro, and tho
thousands of boxes being divided Into
sections, and managed with systom and
Intelligence, tbcro was no delay, confu-
sion, or troublo in depositing and claim-
ing wraps.

the butter rooms
on the north and east side of tho build-
ing wore managed by Messrs. Hunting
and Hammond, of the new Murray Hill
Hotel in New York city. Tickets for tho
suppor wore sold at $1 each, entitling tho
holder to any or all of the viands men-
tioned In tho bill of faro printed in tho
Vail programme High tables placed lu
rows across tho sulto of suppor rooms
woro set with many trophies and faney

and gems of tho confectioner's art
uplds, Noptuncs, gods, goddesses, and

beroes in spun sugar oruumouted tbo
(outers of tho tablos, and salmon, bonod
turkeys, trimmed hums, and fancy salads
isslstod lu tho pretty display. Tho corps
)f waiters assigned to tho tables did not
leave their posts, but received their sup- -

files and passed back thelrdlshes through
windows of the supper room to tho

forces in the kitchen built to adjoin It.
All were thus served to their satisfaction.
Only COO were admitted at a time and
after theso had been attonded to as many
more woro admitted, thus preventing n
crush about tbo tables at any tlmo. A
wlno room was provided at tbo southeast
eornerof tho building soparato from the
supper room, A private retiring room
was arrangod

FOR THE PRESIDENT'S PART?

on tho south side of the building ad-

joining, tho daor by which they
Tho President's room was hand-

somely carpeted with oriental rugs, tho
walls, surroundtd with palms and plants
aud tho portialtsol 'Ihotuas Jollerson
and President Clot eland, woro adorned
with flags. Ilandiomo draperies, plush
and ebony furnlturo wero placed In It, as
well as in tho larger room adjoining,
where the President and his friends
stood while his reception was In progress.
lu tho latter apartment there wero many
Ine pieces of floral work, including a tall
janopy that was entirely covered with
feioi, aud under which ssat placed the
President's ihalr, au immenso urm chair
composed entirely of choice ruses. On

Itlior side of this pavilion were arranged

on oisols the largo set pieces embloraatto
of the seven departments of the govern-
ment. The stato department was repre-
sented by tbo largo seal o( the Unitod
States,tho troasurybyn large safoj tho war
department by a pair of crossed cannons:
tho navy department by n ship with full
rigging; tho postolllce by a mall pouch,
and n big letter addressed to Urover
Cleveland; tho department of justice by n
dosk nnd book, tho scales of Justlco and
tho motto "Fiat Justltla," and tho depart-
ment of the Interior by n plow, n scythe,
and a sheaf of wheat standing besldo tho
stump of n treo In which an ax was Im-
bedded. Ton thousand roses and 30,000
other flowers worn used In tlin construc
tion of these pieces, and thousands of
strings or smilax wero mined to tno deco-
rations of tho rooms. Tall vasosof flowers
fillod with tulips and hyacinths wore also
placed about tho reception room, and tho
placo converted into a ror feet bower. Tho
next room, set apart for tho uso of the
members or tno aipionutia corps, was
handsomoly furnished aud decoratod.

TUB DA NCI NO FLOOR

was well waxed and pollshod and divided
Into twolvo scstlons, each section nnder
the caro of an oUlclont floor manager and
a corps of assistants, Tho managor of
each section pressed an oloctrio button
when the sets on his floor were filled, and
whon tho annnnetntora fastened on tho
columns showed that all wero ready tho
signal was given to tho musicians. Dur-
ing tho early part nf the ovenlng, from
8 to 11 o'clook, tho Marino band rondercd
six selections for tho nromonado concort,
and alter that tho Oerraanla orchestra, of
Philadelphia, played a dancing pro-
gramme of twonty-thre- o numbers. Tho
bsll programmes wuro little books four
inches long and threo Inchos wldo, con-
taining slxtoou pages of prlntod lists aud
programmes. Tho covers, In bluo and
silvor, wero ornamented with lino steel
portraits of Cleveland and Hendricks,

As a proof of tho return to an era of
JeOersonian simplicity,! tbo guests began
to arrlvo early, and beginning with tho
committeemen and managers nt 8 o'clock,
tho hall filled up by huudrods pouring
In from tho two goneral entrances of tho
building at O o'clock, svpd continuing to
arrlvo lu streams for two hours longer.

THE RECEPTION.
Arthur, accompanied by

tho members of his cabinet and thoir
wives, reached tho ball room at 10 45
o'clock, and wero shown to tho Presi-
dent's rccoptlon room, which was by
that time well crowded with tho largo
group of committeemen. In a few min-
utes a chorus of ehoers from tho crowd
outside the building announced tho ar
rival ot rrosiaout uieveiana and bis
party, and the way through the crowd was
with difficulty kopt clear. He was greeted
by Dr. Welling, of tho reception commit-
tee, and immediately taking his stand
the genoral reception of guests began,
Justlco Field, of tho supromo court, sup-
porting tho ,Presldeut at his left. The
Prosldent apparently enjoyod very much
tho handshaking, and his faco was
wreathed In smiles during tho first part
of tho recoptlon. Miss Cleveland and
Mrs. Hendricks stood at tho loft enjoying
chats with those who stepped asldo to be
presented to them.

MissCloveland was attired in a trained
dress of heavy white groi grain silk, tho
front draped with wldo flounces of point
appllnuo laco, the bertha of tho low cor-
sage bordered with the samo laco and
clustored loops of narrow whito ribbons.
She woro long white undressed kids
reaching abovo the elbow, and carried a
largo oouquet or nipnotot roses.

Mrs. Hendricks's toilet was a superb
ere tiny whito satin brocaded iu nmbar,
tho raverto and facings of the train being
of salmon pink silk.

THE TWO PRESIDENTS
stood at olthor oud of n setnlcirclo reach-
ing half way across tho room and tho
ladies and the promluont men of tho
two courts, ns they might bo termed,
wero each gUhored about thoir chlof.
Prcsldont Arthur uovor appeared to bet-
ter ndvautago and tho cordial
greetings glvon him woro iu
their way as complimentary ns
those bostowodupon his happy successor.
Tho crush in the auto room and in that
part of tbo ball room adjoining tho room
whoro the reception was being held was
a frightful ono. Tho wholo company
seemed bent upon ' exorcising tho Ameri-
can prlvllego of shaking tho now ruler's
hand, and pushed toward it from nil s.

Tho stream of band shakors was
steady and constant, coming two and four
abroast, nnd tbo momentum of those In
tho rear nsslstod many past the Presi-
dent before they could grasp
bis hand. Democrats wero all smiles and
admiration as they passed by thoir
standard-buaro- r, aud tho republicans felt
a groat sorrow when they mot President
Arthur and roallzod that It was the last
tlmo that ho would tako part in a publlo
ceremonial nt tho cipltol.

Mrs. McUlroy was not ablo to attond,
being wholly oxhnustod by tho long

ot the day which Bho had at-

tended.
Mrs. Hoyt, Miss Hastings, and tho

Misses Yoiimans, of President Cleveland's
party, were separated from him by the
crowd, and woro obliged to hold a small
impromptu rocoptlou in a corner of tho
iargoaute-room- , through which tho crowd
nourod. Mrs. Hoyt woro a trained dress
of olivo velvet, with trimmings of Uuch- -
esse lace. Miss Hastings was nttiroct in
pink satin nnd brocaded velvet, and the
Misses Youmaus worn whito nun veiling
aud laco. Mrs. Datilol Lumont, In a rich
whito satin, was engulfed lu the same
crush, and tho Iter. Mr. Ctavelaud and
his two sons woro with thorn. President
C'loveland sister, Mrs. Htcon, nf Toledo,
Ohio, woro black silk, with sleovos aud
trimmings of Jotted lace.

Aftor shaking hands less than half an
hour, tho Jam bocamo so great that tho
reception was abandoned, and, preceded
and escorted by sovoral pollaemon, tho
Presldout and Ins party and

Arthur and his cabinet made n tour
of the ball room and woro driven to tako
refuge in the reception room, Again
they made a tour of tho ball room, and
retired from tbo building at midnight.
VIOE PRESIDENT AND MRU. HENDRICKS
had many friends to greet them In tho
reception aud ball rooms, and old

wero proieiitlug themsolvos
at evory turn. Miss Vlrgle Nllos, who
accompanied Mrs. Hendricks, wuro a
bull dress of blue broculod plush, with
draperies of ecru laco aud bluo satin, low
corsage, diamond orunuionts, and large
hand bouquet of Jacqueminot roses.

(Jen. MeLlollan Has accompanied by
