The dealers in soda wator, too, seem to
bave an lmmense trade, Lt fs nold by wll
the gonfoctionors ns well s the druggiats,
and they bave introduced » marked lw-
yrovement by haviog rows of chalrs for
the use of thelr customers, which are
almost always filled with thirsty poople
imbibing soda sud mineral waters, mead,
anil lomonnde, Nor does le seein asall
difticult to obtaio bovarages of n more
stimulating nature.

devices of olosed doors or wereons. On
the contrary, they court publicity, nud the
