Tho Marquis of Salisbury, in a ipooch
In Walei, this evening foroshsdowed tho
probable coniorTatlvo platform! at tho
next general eloctlon. Ho called atten-
tion to tho inequality of tho present
obemo of taxation, which imposed taxea

u con llrlllsh houses and land, but
nllowod thoso who annually drew largo
fortunes from foreign securities, consols,
Ac., to go froo. This Inequality, ho said,
causod tho prevailing dopresslon In trado,
and its abolition would furnish tho only
practical solution of tho Toxatlous quoB
tlon of housing tho poor. In reply to a
question as to bis views in rogard to pro-
tection, Lord Salisbury said he would
never rolmpose tho duty upon corn, but
ho asked: "Could not England incot the
protective legislation of continental
Europe by somewhat similar weapons?"

Tho government has chartorod the
Itoamor Richmond Hill, now plying bo
tweon London and New York, and will
equip her for service as a cruiser.

Tho A'ncssays editorially: "Wo wish
wo eould encourago tho ldon that tho ne-
gotiations with ltnssia are tending to-
ward tho preservation of peaco, but wo
fear tho roverse. No disposition is shown
by Ilussla to retreat from the fatso posi-

tion she has aisnmod. Forbearance has
been pushed to its limits, and will boar
little furthor extonalon on tho part of
England."

A lettor from Baku confirms tho first
account of tho battlo at 1'onjdeh, and
etates tho Afghan forco conalstod of 4,000
men. The writer, who had boon with Sir
l'eter Lumsden, but who left him before
tho battlo was fought, states that tho Kus
slans throughout tho winter havo boon
trying to oxolto and irritate tho Afghans,
and that only Sir l'eter Lumsdon'a influ-
ence prevented bloodshed long ago. Col.
Allkhanoff advanced to Ak Tapaat about
tho end of Novombcr beforo tho boundary
commission had arrived and a battle with
tho Afghans was narrowly avoidod
thon. It Is rumorod at Baku that
tho Czar within a year or two will go
to Samarcand to tbo ancient palaco of
Tlmour Lung to bo crowned emperor of
Central Asia. Hussla Is organizing groat
fairs at Baku and Astrakhan to promote
Asiatlo trade. Bodies of troops aro pass-
ing through Baku on tholrwsy to Central
Asia.

The Russian reply to tho communica-
tion sent to M. do Qlers, through Sir
Edward Thornton, yesterday after the
receipt of Sir Fetor Luutsdon's supple-
mentary roport on tho battlo of March
30, has Just beon received. M. do Qlers
replies curtly that liussia declines to
entor upon any further discussion of tha
l'enjdoh incident.

Tho Standard says that no official con-
firmation has been received of n roport
which was circulated last night to the
cn"ect that the itusslan government had
refused t6 hold n lurther Inquiry In re-
gard to Qen. KomarotTs report of tho on
gagomout of March 30. It Is not
likely, the Standard declares, that Russia
would adopt such a position. It is ex-
pected that tho discussion of tho l'enjdoh
incident will occupy some time.

GERMANY AND THK CLKBOY.
Beiilin, April 22. Tbo lower house of

tho Prussian landtag y rejected, by
a voto of 1B2 to 128, tho proposal or Dr.
Wlndthorst, tho ultramontano loader, to
repeal the law stopping tho tomporalltio
of tho Catholic clergy. The proposal was
opposed by Horr von Dossier, minister
of ecclesiastical affairs. The latter
said that since 1681 nothing had
occurred at l'osen to Induco tho
l'russlau government to nbaudpn the
negative attltudo which It had hitborto
obsurved toward the clergy. Tbo only
way to elftict the repeal of the law was
by the Vatican making a fresh appoint-
ment to the vacant archblshoprio of
I'osen. This, ho said, was once almost a
forlt accompli, but Polish and other in-
fluences prevented its fulfillment. It
was uecossary for tho archbishop of
l'ojen to feel himself a Prussian
prelate aud a Prussian subject to
conflne himsolf to church matters,
and to avoid tho rocks upon which his
predecessor had been wrecked. As long
as the title of "Primate of Poland," ap-
plied to tho archbishop of I'osen by tbo
Vatican, had real meaning, It would bo
the duty of the Prussian government to
see that tbo oluiin irupllod should not bo
toncedod, A motion to exempt from pun-
ishment priests who 'say mats and

the sacraments without au-
thority was rejected by a vote of Hill to
127.

Richmond, Va April 22. Tho compli-

mentary banquet to lion. Anthony
M. Keller, tho new United States mlnlstor to
Italy, was a grand affair. Thero woro present
leading state and city officials, Including Gov.
Camerou and Mayor Carrlngton, a large num-
ber of tbo most prominent citizens, and many
leading Journalists. Tho governor, mayor, and
others responded to toasts, and Mr. Kcllcy
acknowledged In elonuent aud fcellnc? terms
the compliment paid him. In the coursoof
his remarks, he said: "To hare been chosen
to represent tno most powerrui ropuoilo on tlio
earth at thu court of a friendly nation would
Itself be an honor, tilling to a level fullness an
ambition far moro exuding than my own.
Tbla honor Is largely Increased, coming at a
period when 1 hono I may say without
offending sensibilities, tho hearts of tlio
American people aro throbbing with tho pulso
of deeper patriotism and wider fraternity than
have In a quarter of a century blessed and
brlgi.tcncu our boloved country, and wheu
a publlo placo dorlvea n now luster from gen-
eral rcjolclug. The compliment Is Hill lur-
ther enhanced by tbo fact that I have been
credited to tho mightiest ot tho young mon-
archies of Christendom.

And hero I shall bo pardoned If I spend a
slnglo moment, slnco allusion has been mado
to It, In reference to a mattor which othcrwlto
I should deem It duo to tho proprieties of my
position to pass by hero, as I have dona else-
where and everywhere, totally unnoticed.

Hut auother proposition of publlo
law Is equally fundamental, that tbo acqulcs-conc- o

of the people of an Invaded atute In tho
change of sovereigns Is, so far as tho world Is
concerned, tho conclusion of tho publlo ques-
tion, and mutt Uetormlno tho Judg-
ment of all people. I am us
aro millions of my counlrvmeu,
recognising with fullest loyalty tho authority
of a government over my owu state, founded
on what I considered a groks aud bloody viola-
tion of public rights committed against myself
and .them, but un authority Hied and raudo
unalterably secure In tho ncnulobccuco of tho
people an acquiescence which concludes tho
publlo Judgment of tho whole world.

Y., and afterward actod in the samo
capacity for tho Loulsvillo National
Bank of Now Orleans. Ho becamo
cashlor of tho Third National Dank in
Now York in 18fU and was soon after
elocted n director. In 1891 he resigned
tho offico of cashlor, but continuod to act
as a director and holds that offico at
prosont. He had a conferenoo with tho
chiefs of divisions of tho treasurer's of
flco yestorday afternoon, and assured
them that ho did not proposo to make
any changes In tho clerical forco of tho
office oxcopt for Inomcloucy or neglect of
duty.

tions.

Some Inside Fsels iliost the Attempted
llrlbery of the Jnrors and Tlielr anhie
qnent Discussion In Hie Jury 'loom-l- bs
Defenfsnt'a Story of tke ArTatr.

Tho govornmont brought its prosecution
against William Dickson, charging htm
with corruptly trying tolnfiuoncoajuror,
to a closo In tho criminal court yesterday
without putting any moro witnesses on
tho stand. At the opening of the eonrt
tho of Ilrowster Cam-

eron was rosumod. Inquiry was mado as
to tho part takon by tho witness in tha
meeting with the dofondant at Driver's,
tho trip west to San Francisco with
Hoover and Doweu, aud his hasty return
cast in responso to a tolegram from Mr.
Kor after Mr. DIokson had laid boforo the
district attorney tho attempt at bribery.
Tho witness denied that in a conversation
with Marshal Usury, prior to tho forma-
tion ot tho star routo Jury for tbo first
trial, bo asked htm to put a number of
talesmen on the panel, and furnished
him with a list of thoso ho wanted put
ou. Ho furtbor doulcd over telling Mar-
shal Henry that tho Attorney (leneral
would soonor pay $.1o,000 out of his own,
pocket than not securo a verdict, as failure
would bo his polltioal doath, nnd that ha
wanted to be corlain of it not going fur-
ther than n hung Jury If a conviction conld
not bo had. ,

With tho examination of this witness
tbo govornmont announced Its case ai
closed.

Mr. Smith asked the covornment to-
content to tho rcadlnn of tho teutl-nan-

of Mr. Henry A. Howon, as given lu tho
poiico court.

District Attornoy Worthington doclined
to consent.

Mr. Smith said that this was tho tos
tlinony of ono of tho government's own
witnesses.

Wm. Holmead. onn nt this clnr .imiU
Jurors, testified that two ballots had been
taston in tho jury room when Mr.

introduced the subject of bribery,
and the conversation becamo general. It
was aftor that Mr. Dickson prodnced the
paper, and by a vote it was decided that
tho paper should bo read, and that
was dono. Tho reading of tho paper had
no intluenco on the witness or anyono
else. Mr. McNelly said "if the defend-aut- s

wero not guilty, why did tho go
around trying to bribe Jurors?" and Mr.
Dickson said, "Well, I might with
equally propriety say that the govern-
ment had offered me a bribe," The paper
was then brought out and read.

John U. McCarthy, Thomas Martin, and
William Knor Brown testified In cor-
roboration of tho preceding witness.

Tho deposition of Edwin J. McLean.
another of tho Jurors, now in Louisiana,
was read and was of the samo purport,

Mr. William Dickson, tho dofendant,

testified to tho meotlng between him and
Howon at Driver's, and while talking
llrewster Cameron camo up, spoko to
llowen, and the two loft together. The
witness then went Into tho garden and
was reading a newspaper, and Mcssri. II.
I. Gregory, John T. Woode, It. Frank
Cardolfa. Mr. Thatchor, and others
dropped in. It was about 8 b elwtfwh-- n

Howon roturnod, apologized for his ah '

rupt departure, aud euggestod that thoy
go up on tho balcony; it was a better
place both to soo and hear, and some of
thorn wont thoro. Whllo there Howon
said that ho had boeu authorized by tho
Attorney doners! to hold a conversation
with him in regard to tho star routo
trial. Tho conversation botweou them
was as correctly set out In tho paper
which had beou read in the Jury room.
Tho witness said that thinking tho in-
terview over he conoludcd to lay tbo
matter beforo tbe court, aud submit tha
Btory to Judge Wylle at tho oarllost op-
portunity. He wrote out the statement,
brought It to court with him the next
morning, but failed to got a ehanco to see
Judgo Wylio that day. Going to his of-
fice, after tho court adjourned, tho wit-
ness fouud a boy with a card s

Dkak Dickson : Eight o'clock this oventng
at Driver's. Bow em.

Tbo noxt morning ho showed tho papers
to Judge Wylle, who was astonndsd, and
complimented him for tho course he had
pursued, aud directed him to confer with
tho other Jurors aud cuutlou them, and It
was through these conferences that tho
paper wus soen by somo of tho Jurors.
Ho did not hear Judgo Wylle give any
direction forbidding thudiscutslon of the
subject of bribery in the Jury room. Had
ho heard it the instruction would havo
been obeyed. Mr. DIokson thou related
how tho balloting was done in tho Jury
room.

Aftor some discussion a voto was takon,
and it was decided, by a voto of ton for it
and two not voting, that tho statement
should ho read, Tho witness said before
tlio roadfng that the paper svas not testi-
mony, had nothing to do with tbo cato,
aud should not iullueuce their minds In
any respect. Ho had no object in read-
ing tho paper, no dishonest motive Tho
witness then reportod tho circumstances
to the Attorney General by lettor tho
noxt day aftor tho Jury was discharged.
Assistant District Attorney Moore was
designated to oxamine into tho caso, and
thu witness went to him, made a sworn
statement, and furnished him svlth a list
of his wltnestos. Later he fonud that,
tho mattor had boeu turned ovor to Mr.
Wolls. Tbe witness then applied to tho
police court for a warrant for the partios,
and was refuted. Then he addrossod a
lettor to tho foreman of tho grand Jury,
laying tho matter boforo hint aud asking
for ait investigation. Having llttlo
knowledge of law aud logal practlco ho
was adjudged In contempt for this act,
brought before Judgo Wylle, purged him-
self, and rcceivod his discharge.

Tho witness said that he bad special
roason why tlio Investigation should not
be mado by Mr. Wot Is.

Mr. Wolls objectod to the testimony, on
thu ground of bolng Irrelevant.

Mr. Smith Bald that ho withdrew tho
question to accommodate Mr. Wolls.

Tho witucss, resuming, said that bo did
not know whoro Henry A, llowen was,
except that ho was a fugitive from Justice,
traveling under tho namoof Col, Howard.
Wilson W. Hoover! cheated tho Panic of
California out of 11,000, and Is now tramp,
tug about the country. Aftor the witness
failed to obtain a warrant against llowen
for attempting to bribe ho was surprised
to find himself arrested on a chargo of
doing tho samo thing tu llowen.

On tho tbo witness
said that in tho luceptlou of the affair be
had his doubts whether or not a man
holding the high and exaltod position of
tho Attorney Ueneral would lower him-
self to loud u hand to such a business.

"What Is your opinion on that subject
now!" asked Mr. Worthington,

"I bellovo lilm to bo as guilty as hell I"
replied the witness, with considerable
emphasis.
