A large number of Luctaria Is an indi-
eation of the presence of much orgaule
muattor, aud of the consequent impuority
of the water. The number snd kind of
bagtoria found in the soll bns ikewise
beon deterniined to some oxtent by this
method, A piven welght of earth from
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given locality Is thoroughly mixed with
tho gelatine, and the plate culturos thus
ropared will reveal in s fow days the
[iul.’l of bacterin s well as thelr abuu-
danes, Finally the alr has boen examined
by drawing I8 through tubes coated with
olatios.
