A DlMlSiON AND A SNAKE.

Dublin, May 21. Mr. Wm. O'Brlon,

BnusiELS, May 21. It is assortod that

Tipu Talb
visltod tho agont of the African Interna-
tional Association at Stanley falls, aud
explaiuod that tbo Arabs had actod con-
trary to orders, find that ho had Immedi-
ately recalled them when ho heard of
their doings. Tipu Talb said that he only
desired peaceful commerco and friendship
with tho whites. '

BUAKIN, May 21. The armorod train

surprised a body of. rebels tearing
tho now railway, and openod firo on
them. It is estimated that tho rebels lost
several hundred men.

Co.nstantinoi'LE, May 21. Tho coun-
cil of ministers y discussed Karl
Granville's note to Musurus Pasha, tho
Turkish ambassador at London, in con-
nection with tho proposed Turkish occu-
pation of Suakiu and other Rod sea ports
of L'gypt, Karl Uranvlllo declaros that
if Turkey refuses to agrco to this propo-
sition Knglaudwlll be compelled to make
arrangements for tho occupation of tho
places by somo civilized power.

A courlor Just arrived horo from the
Upper Gila with a letter from Wood Dod,
slatos that tho Indians left Eaglo crook,
three miles north of Thompson's ranch,
and struck Bluo river at llron top's, forty
miles north of Clifton. Old man Brenton
cannot bo found, and Dod, who followed
up tho Indians, beliovos that he has boon
killed. Flvo miles fnrthor on, at tho
Gorman ranch, tho ownor was found
murdored and his body mutilated. Tho
Indians had also boon at Montgomery's
and Wolch's.whorstheydostroyod every-
thing. Dod s horse shlod ofton along tho
roads of tho trail, on which wero a num-
ber of dead horses, and, ho.bollovei, tho
bodies of mon also.

The Indians crossed tho San Tranclsco
river at a point flvo miles north of Alma
on Friday, and ns tho Bottlers had not
boen notified of tho outbreak many of
thorn have nndoubtcdly boon killed.

Dod states that Creach and McOarren
started back onWcdposdayfortbellamn-so- n

raneh from which no nows has yot
beon received. Ho also states that al-

though tho Indians crossod tbo San
Francisco on tho 10th no troops had
struck tho river up to tho 20th,.

MOUNT VERNON MANAGERS

TIIK LADI IIMJKMS OHIT Til Hit ASJUAL
UI Ulllll ATTklDAXCK.

Hector Wsllls Dellms a Stato Sermon at k

Church to Ills Regular Congregation

and Hie Iteporters-nh- at the Uegeits Did
Saturday.

The lady regonts of Mount Vernon
awoke at tho mansion yestorday morn-
ing rather dlsapnointod at suatng an
overcast sky. It has boon tho custom
for years for a number of thorn to pay an
annual visit to Pohlck Church, where
Gon. Washington attondod during his
resldonce at Mount Vernon. Many of
tho regonts cstno to Washington on Sat
urday, whoro they spent Sanday with
thoir friends. Thoro was somo differ- -
enco of opinion among tho ragouts who
romalnou at Mount Vernon as to whothor
the overcast sky should prevent thorn
from goiug to church. At last It was
decided to go, and omnibus was driven
boforo tho mansion all ready totako thorn,
but at tho last moment thoir hoarts failed
them, though It Is not known positively
wbother the weather or thu dread of re

porters, whom thoy know awaltod their
arrival at tho church, kept thorn at
homo.

The vonorabla church ediflco, ap-

proached at an early hour In tho morn-
ing, presented a disconsolate appearanco,
as If bemoaning their neglect. It Is n
plain square building of brick, situated
about flvo miles from Mount Vernon, half
burled In a clearing of several sores,
almost snrrounded by a wood, tho trees,
with masslvo trunks and whoso majestio
limbs swayed around and above the old
structure, have all had their birth since
tho foundation of tho church was laid.
The church boars volumes of history
on Its face. The massivo walls, three
fcot thick, woro oroctod under tho same
ejo that guided tho Uuitod States lo

as their wonderful solidity
might snggest. Tho orlgiual Pohlck
church was built In 17110. This rotting
down created tho necessity for a now
houso of worship. Tho site was
betweon Mount Vernon andGunston, tho
latter tho residouce of Goorgo Mason,
who, llko Washington, was un influential
vestryman of tho church. He doslrod to
rebuild tho church on tho samo sito near
Gunston, which was dlsanurovcd bv
Washington, who wlshod to robulld uearer
Mount Vernon. Mason's powor of

had mada his cause favorable to a
majority of tho congrogatloa, but Wash-
ington prepared a map of tho surround-
ing country, and, showing plainly that

'tho situation proposed by him was tho
center of population, carried his point,
and tho church was built whore It now
stands In 1773, and ono year later tho
church yard rocolved its first sllont in-

habitant, as a tombstone well troatcd by
tho wotthor, but hackod and brokon by
the soldiors during tho war, still records.

During tho civil war tho building was
sackod, nnd tho samo sexton who nt that
time nttonded fo.lt now, slnco its restora-
tion, has charge. Tho wholo church Is a
rocord of n disgraceful vandalism. Tho
sandstono door trimmings were hackod
and carved with initials and datos. In-
side, during tho tlmo tho soldiers re-
mained thore, tho boauttful colling deco-
rations woro usod as a targot, and tho
placovvas rilled with ten thousand bullots.
Then it was turned Into a stable Aftor
tho war a Methodist congregation took
possossion of ft, and, ns by somo moans
tbo L'ptscopal congregation which hail
formerly occupied It had lost tho deed
v. hlch has novor boon found somo trouble
was experienced in regaining possession
of It. When thoy did it was rostorod on
tho Insldo in is modorn style, as tho ex-
pense that would havo beon Involved in
renewing tho old stylo pulpit and pews
provonted It boing douo.

About 10 o'clock yestorday tho Sunday
school scholars began arriving, and after
exorcises of an hour tho church merabors
began coming in, and a full congrogatlou
soon assembled.

A chant was given out by tho rector,
and tho cbolr, composed of voices worthy
of tho church, began singing. Tbo
organist had beon taken her oj o from tbo
book n moment, in which time, the wind
coming through tho window blow ovor
tho leaf, and when tho musio was started
tho chant was sung to n tuno to which It
was a stranger. Thu discordsoou showed
tho fault, which was moro than offset by
tho oxcollouco of tho music which fol-
lowed.

Ilov. S. A. Wnllls, tho roctor, thon
n forciblo sermon, evidently pre-

pared for tho oxpectod distinguished
visitors. On the outside stood tho horses
of tbo occupants of tho pows and earrlago
dogs that had attended church with them.
Tho doors being open, tho lattor amused
themselves by ruuulug in nud among tho
pews, and wero ouly kept out by many
efforts on tbo part of their owners.

After tbo servlco tho congregation
inlnglod together socially to exchange
news of tho past vvook. Thoro wero
among thorn mauy whoso momory ex-
tended back about fifty years, and who
delight to rovlovr tho history of tho
church.

"Thoro's only bo one Prcsldont down
here of lato years," said one. " That was
President Hayes and his vvlfo. You know
It Is rather a struggle to pay expenses,
aud wo thought that thoro would bo a
lift of $10 or $15 for us In tbo collection.
But wo wore sadly disappointed. Two
half dollars jingled on the plates."

Tho church hnsboeu rostorod partially,
and largely kopt up by tho Immediate
residents in tho neighborhood, notwith-
standing tint tbo church of Alexandria,
of which Washington also attended, has
recolvod largo contributions from other
sources because of Its historic charoctor.

The church is no ranro historical in its
walls and remembrances than In the con-
gregation. Gen. Wm. II. F. Leo, a son ot
(Ion. Itobert I'. Loo, who in lookod upon
as tho coming opponent of Gon. Mahone
for tho governorship at tho next election,
was prosent. He Is a large man of dig-

nified appearance Ho remained aftor
tho service to convcrso a while with the
othor members of the church and drovo
away to liavonsworth, his country soat,
ten miles away, in n largo family ear-
rlago of rich and homellko nppoaranco.
Mrs Leo, a handsome lady, accompanied
him. Thoro was also present N, B.
Nevltt, whoso brother, Hourl Norltt, was
tho first confederate taken prisoner In
Virginia, wlillo on pickot duty, by the
federal troops on crossing the Long
bridge.

Virginian sociability and hospitality In
the vicinity of Pohlck has lost none of Its
warmth by the destruction that has passed
over Its fiold. Among tho vestrymen of
tho church whoso homos havo open doors
to their friends aru J, 11. Cluggolt and A.
C. Landstreet, whoso beautiful homos aro
situated on elevated sites overlooking
miles of Fairfax county in every direc-
tion,

At their sosslon on Saturday tbo Mount
Vernon regents approved the reports of
superintendent iioiiingswortii, tuo gar-
dener, anil purser of tho stoimor Cor-

coran. Plans for Improving tho grounds
and enlarging the greenhouso woro dis-

Charlos 11. l.'pps, captain of police, tes-
tified to going to King and Quonn county
on tho 18th of March armed with a
warrant for tho arrest of T. J, Cluvorlus.
He arrived at Mrs, Tunstall'a that night,
found the prlsonor and told him ho had a
warrant for hi arrost. Cluvorlus ex-
claimed: "What, for mo?" Ho ontered
tbo houso and fouud two ladles and tho
Erisoner's brothor. While in the honso

that tho prisoner had a
charm-chai- n hanging from his watoh-chai- n

nnd that there was something hang-lu- g

from it. Subsoquoutly tho witness
called the attention of Mr. Bobbins, his
fellow officer, to tho fact. Tho witness
went to prisoner's room, where tho lattor
changed his clothing. Mrs. Tunstall and
tho prisoner's brothor, when tho warrant
was read in thoir prosoncs,

thoraselvos as surprised. Tho
prlsonor said ho was in Richmond on tho
day named tho 13th of Mareh but did
uot soo Lillian. Both his aunt and
brothor said tho samo thing. Mrs. Tun-
stall Bald sho had rocclvod a lottor from
Lillian dated Marcli II. Sho read tho
lotter beforo theolllcor. It informed Mrs.
Tunstall that sho (Lillian) was going to
give up nor senooi at siuiDoro' and go to
Old Point Comfort, to romain for two
mouths with an invalid lady. Whon tbo
olllcor nnd prlsonor roaehod Richmond,
and tho wltnoss wont lo search tho pris-
oner in tho station houso, tho charm chain
had disappeared. Witness asked tho pris-
oner what bad becomo of It, and ho said
ho had had nono. Tho witness inslstod
that ho had, and thon tho prisoner said
he had given it to his brother. Tho wit-
ness oxamlned tho artlclos found in tbo
prisoner's pockets, Including tho watch.
He was handed tho watch-ko- y found nt
tbo rosorvolr, and fitted It to tho watch.
Wlillo changing his clothing tho prisoner
asked Mr. Rabbins, "What evidence havo
yon ? I would llko to know what lino of
defonso to proparo." Some time aftor
Mrs. Tunstall road tho lottor iront Lillian
dated tho 11th of March, sho remarked
that Lillian mutt havo made a lnlstako
in dating it.

James l.stls, of Princess Anno county,
testified that ho know tho prisoner, and
saw him on the 11th of March In Centre
ville. Ho romomborud tho prisoner spy-
ing to his (tho prisoner's) father that ho
was cool. His father told hint that ho
was looking badly. Cluvcrius's father
nskod tho prisoner how ho had hurt his
hand, and tho prisoner answerod that hu
had hurt it in gottlng on tho train that
morning.

Mr. Pierce, of King and Queen county,
testified that ho saw tho prisoner thrcn
times an tho 11th of March. Ono tlmo
ho hoard thu prisoner's father ask hlui if
ho got to Richmond In tlmo to soo Mr.
Ballard. His father nlso asked him how
ho had hurt his hand, mid ho told him
by gutting ou the train. At this point
Mr. Meredith, of tho prosecution, moved
that the, court grant n rehearing of tho
question of tho admissibility of tho torn
nolo as ovidunco. Tho court grantod tho
motion, and tho question will bo heard
ou Monday morning, until which time
tho court at 2.30 adjourned..
