Tho ChaiicuK in l'ostiico Hates.

The chango lu tho rato of letter postago au-

thorized by Congress will go Into cll'eot July 1,

to that on and aftur the 1st of July, lb83, all
domcitlo a matter sent through the
mails. Including drop letters at letter carrier
ofllccs, must be charged with po&tagoattho
rate of 2 cuils per ounce or fraction, Instead of
per half ounce. Drop letters at other tli.iu let-
ter carrier ofllccs to be chargod at tlio rata of 1
cent per ouuco or fraction. 'Ihlschango In tho
stnuaard of weight will also apply to matter
addressed to Canaua, but not lo other foreign
countries. Tho bill also reduces tho rato from
2 cents per pound lo 1 cent per pound on nil
ncnpapers,und periodicals when sent by the
publisher nnd from tbo ofllco of publtcallou,
Including Muiplo copies, or when sent from a
nous agency to actuul subscribers or to otlior
news ugents. This provision only refers to
publishers and uowb agents. Private Individuals
pay at tho rato of 1 cent for four ounces.
