Tlio Democrats
made no concealment ot a strong purpose
to resist tho luangtirntlon of l'rcsldcut
Hnycs, nnd without doubt It that purposo
had been clothed with a courago'of convic-
tion under a high senso of right, a forcl-bi- o

lina, Louisiana, and Florida had been res-

cued therefrom by licpubllcan courage,
put tho Issuo to a forclblo test. They ac-

cepted tho sltuatlon.uudcr tho muttcrlugs
of tho storm they had ratted, ami quiet
assumed sway. Tho thrcatcnod revolution
died out In tho midst of Its worshlnnors.
and pctco was vouchsafed to tho nation. -

jniBsumo .ucmocraic metuoas of ism
were again Introduced Into tho canvas? In
tho lato confedcrato stttcs with reuowed
vigor, and mora than half a dozen ltcpub-llca- n

states wcra captured by tho Democrats
through intimidation, violence, and fraud.
However, tho north and west stood by their
integrity, and Oarllcld was declared cloetod
irrespective ot tho efforts In tho south to
secure a different result by crushing out tho
clear Itcpubllcau majority that, It left to
frco and uninterrupted oxcrclso, would
havobcen revealed In tho ballot box, at
each succeeding election slnco tho enact-
ment of tho laws ot reconstruction. This
assumption Is bated upon tho fact that a largo
majority of tho colored voto of all tho lato

g states, If cast without Intimi-
dation and honestly counted, would bo re-
corded on tho llcpubllcan sldo of tho
column, and sccuro at least eight llcpub-
llcan states where not ouo Is to bo found
now, under a continued reign of terror and
fraud. Tho correct data Is at hand for sus-
taining this proposition, and it Is produced
in tno loiiowing autnentic statements :

Georgia has 143,471 colored voters, and in
IScO but' 100,4.riO votes were cast in that
state, of which 100,470 wcro Democratic and
54.C0O ltepubllcan. Thcro nro 41,001 moro
colored voters thcro than thcro wcro Demo-
cratic votes cast; nnd it Is safo to assumo
that It tho colored citizens of that stato woro
allowed to voto without intcrfcrcnco, as
they aro In New York or Massachusetts, tho
ltepubllcan majority In Georgia would bo at
least 43,000.

Then look at Mississippi, with 130,273
colored voters, and only 110,004 votes cost
In 1SS0, of which 75.750 wcro scored to tho
Democrats and 54.5S4 to tho Republicans.
Hero wo find 7il,0S4 less votes cast than
thcro wcro colored voters in tho state It
Is evident that with n frco ballot and an
honest count Mississippi Is llcpubllcan by
not less than 75,000 majority,

Tako Virginia, with Its 123,337 colored
votors nnd an aggregate voto In 1SS0 of
213,001, of which 12S,5S(3wcro Democratic
and 84,030 licpubllcan; can thcro bo any
doubt that,wlthout tho spirit of Danville to
Intlmldato and vlolato the rights of cltlzeu-elil- ),

Virginia Is a llcpubllcan stato by u
ucciucu mnjumy r

In South Carolina 113,833 colored voters
aro ot record. Iu 1SS0 tho cntlra voto of
tho stato was 170.B8S, of which 112,313 wcro
Democratic nnd 53,071 ltepubllcan, Thcro
Is no doubt that most of thoso wl;o voted
tho Republican ticket wcro whites, and
that moro than 100,000 colored voters wcro
kept away front tho polls by bulldozing
and other Democratic methods, so that tho
stoto, which under fair play would bo Re-
publican, Is lost to that sldo by tho suppres-
sion ot tho colored voto through illegitimate
agencies. With n fair voto and nn honest
count South Carolina would bo ltepubllcan
by at least 13,000 majority.

Tho stato of Alabama has 113.S33 colored
voters. Iu 1880 it cast 153,312 votes, of
which 102,002 wcro cast for tho Democintlc
eicctoraLttci(Ctnnaoo,'ifor tlio iiepunn-ca- n

sldo. This result shows that at least
100,000 colored voters wcro disfranchised
through somo agencies In that stato during
that slnglo canvass. Had theso colored
citizens been permitted to voto without In-
timidation or trammel ot any character, ac-
cording to their own senso of duty, and their
votes had been honestly counted, Alabama
would havo given moro majority for Uar-llel- d

than there wcro Republican votes
counted.

Then let us tako a glnnro at Louisiana.
That stato lias 107,077 colored voters, whllo
Its entire voto In 18S0 was only 103.051. Of
theso tho Democrats wcro credited with
(15,017, nnd tho Republicans with 33,037.
Vi hat docs this exhibit rovcal ? It Is barely
possible that as many colored voters voted
tho Democratic ticket as tho dlflcrcnco
shown between tho aggregate colored voto
nnd tho cntlro voto cast by both parties
4,413. In that caso there appears to bo
somo 100,000 colored votes In that stato to
bo accounted for In tho result ot that elec-
tion. If thev did not voto at all, then why
not; and If thoy voted, why wcro their
votes not counted and matlo apsarcnt iu
tho canvass? Without doubt Louisiana,
under a fair and honest voto and count, be-
longs as certainly In tho column ot Itcpuli-llca- n

states as cither Pennsylvania, Ohio, or
Malno. It only requires that tho citizens of
that state shall bo permitted to cast an uu- -

trammeled voto nnd have their votes
honestly couutcd to mnko Louisiana n

ltepubllcan Btato for all futuro timo
under pending Issues.

Tho power of tho government has boon
captured by tho Democrats through their
picullar methods ot disfranchising tho
peoplo in theso several states. Tho electoral
voto of tho solid south was cast for Mr.
Cleveland, when thcro aro at least six ot
thoso states which aro Republican at heart,
nnd wero tho cntlro peoplo tharo permitted
to cast their ballots asfrccly and havo them
counted as honestly as they aro In Now
York, then flfty-nlu- of tho electoral votes
given to Cleveland would havo been cast
for lllalnc, and ho would hava been elected
without tho aid ot New York. Tho solid
south is based on intimidation, violence,
ballot box stuffing and falsa counting ot
ballots, aud any administration which holds
power through such Influences Is not very
strongly Intrenched In tho truo principles
ot a republican form ot government, and
holds tho position by a very Blender tenure,
which will bo easily ovcrcomo when tho
popular will Is again called Into exorcise on
that question.

Sandy Spring.

On tho train tho other evening ft gentle-
man Inquired of mo If I could tell htm how
to get from Wnshlngton to Sandy Bprlng.
"Ity taking tho Raltlmoro and Ohio to Itock-vlll- o

and going by stago or private convey-
ance thither,'' I Immediately answered.
Then 1 began to wonder if ho, like many
others, thought this llttlo vlllago somo kind
of n watering place, from Its name, Sandy
Springs, as It Is usually called. Such Is not
tho case, It liclug named from n spring
which formerly bubbled up through whlto
sand, and this sand was extcuslvcly used
by tlio neghbors for Indies around on ac-
count of Its peculiar excellence for scouring
purposes.

That was In the days of "Auld Lang
Sjnc," however, for tho whlto sand of tho
orlglunl sandy spring exists now only In
name,

Tho soil, too, Instead of being sandy, de-
serves Just I ho opposlto cognomen, In tho
winter season particularly,

This small village was settled by tho
Quakers, or "Friends," who wcro driven
south from Massachusetts by persecution,
and, to quote from an old history, "thoy
accomplished a great deal towards promot-
ing tho material development and Intellect-
ual advancement of this region."

Tho first houso built was owned by James
Brooke, who, at tho timo of his death, was
tho possessor of n farm of 30,000 acros.

Among yio early settlers wcro tho
Thomasses, ono of whoso descendants,
Philip Evans Thomas, was tho projector
and tlrst president ot tho Dultlmoro and
Ohio railroad.

Ono of tho oldest residents, IMward
Stabler, born In 17V3(slucodcad), was post-
master for fifty j cars. Ho was also origi-
nator and founder of tho Mutual Flro In-
surance Company of Montgomery county

Hon. Thomas Lonsdale, who died In 1878,
formerly owned and resided on what was
designated as "Benjamin's Lot," granted
tolicnjamln Galthcrlu 1733, Ho was ouo
of tho Inventors and builders ot tho first
wood planing machines, and also Inventor
ot metallic yokes for swing bells, and tho
first manager who Introduced steam Into
fact orlcs for heating purposes,

Roger Brooke, ono ot tho pioneers, was
for moro than fifty yoars a subscriber to tho
A'ational Intelligencer of Washington and
often sent short articles to that paper. Ho
was always Interested in politics, but
would never accept an ofllco (ascxamplo)
save that of tho "Levy court." as tho board
of county commissioners was then called. Ho
was tho grandfather ot tho lato Chief Jus-
tice Tanoy.

Tho first meeting houso of tho friends
was built In 1743, nud remained standing
until tho present brick cdlllco was erected
In 1817. It Is "nulto tho thing" for tho
joung folks of tho surrouudlng vicinity to
go to "Quaker meeting" ovcry Juno.

Caleb Ilcutly kept tho first storo of Sandy
Spring. In 1878 Henry C. Hallowoll, a
grnduato of Yale, opened a boardlug school
for young ladles at Rockland, near Sandy
Spring, on tho "Hallowcll estate," belong-
ing to his father, Benjamin Hallowcll, who
was a professor of chemistry In the medical
department of Columbia Collcgo, Washing-
ton, besides being tho first president of tho
Maryland Stato Agricultural Society, and n
member of tho American Philosophical So-
ciety of Philadelphia.

Atno great dlstanea from Stnlv Stirlni
Is tho beautiful rcsldcnco ot Hon. Allen
Uowlo Davis, "Greenwood," rightly called,
ouo ot tho gardcu spots of Montgomery
county.

Sandy Spring Is noted for Its societies, It
bclngllself a "Society of Friends." The; or-
ganizations up to tho present timo mo as
follows: Tlio Montgomery county branch
of tho Prisoners' Aid Society, tho Enter-
prise Farmers' Club, tho Montgomery
County Farmers' Club, tho Sandy Sptlug
Horticultural Society, tho Sandy Spring
Homo Interest Society, tho Sandy Spring
Young Folks' Soclablo, tho Savings Institu-
tion of Sandy Spring, and tho Sandy Spring
Lyceum. Tho historian of tho latter, Wm.
II, Farnuhor, has written "Annals of Sandy
Spring," a twenty j cars' history of a rural
comiuiinlty4u Maryland, published byCush
lugs .t Bailey In 1831, n very interesting
book to all who caro to read about this
quaint old town. Tom C.uiltle.
