snow of years andmlno Is nbovo timber-line- .

Moreover, if I had known liotlilnz ot tbo au-
thorship of "Lovo nnd Laughter" I would
hnvo declared it yours, on nccount of tho ex-
pressions In It peculiar to yourself, especially
'tho eihocs bound to ft Joyful Kiand," nnd
"Micro nro liono to dccllno your ncctarcd
wine."

However, to bo very candid with you,"l
think "Loo nnd Lnughlor" Is fur behind mauy
other of your poetic fancies which 1 havo seen,
nnd In several of which 1 hnvo been jour at-
tendant when tho labor of poetic travail was
upon you.

Hut, ray dear boy, don't quarrel with any
ono about such things. Llfo is too short, nnd
pottry is too plentiful, and It Is withal tho
most unmarketable artlelo In nil tho booths of
vanity lair.

clipped from a paper tho poem In question nnd
put It In n scrap-boo- In 1877, tho statement
unsnot nmcrcmnttcr of words, but a matter
of fact Vihlcli can bo proved.

It Is not my object or Intention to Injura Sirs.
Mleox, but if sho claims to Havo wrlttcu tlio
ioem only to years ago I havo this much to

rny. In tho faco of Judge Brnley's statomont,
that sho did not composo It; nor do I mean to
say that Col. Joj'co did.

As to statements nlone, they amount to
nothing; nnd unless Judgo llraloy or nny ono
else can produco better proof than their mero
statcmiuts they had better Veep quiet, for,
sooner or later, they will bo stamped as being
(to uso Judgo lirnley's words) "audaciously un-
true."

If tho controversy continues I will bo per-
fectly Milling to show to jour reporter tbo
scrap look, though It is ot a prlvata nature.
