Central Park, Now York City, to bo
tho Plaoo of Uopulturo Tho Pro-grim-

Mount McGnsaon, N. Y.. July 21,
Tliero Is n strong feeling In tho family of
Oon. Grunt that tho Now York proposl-tlo- n

Is one that would havo gratified tho
but tho condition that Mrs.general,

bo bnriod bcsldo the gouernl
is ouo that tho mayor's representative Is
not nuthoiized to docldo to, aud

communication Is now going on
between horo and Now York on that
point.

Tho President's messenger had not
at 1 1 o'clock. Wlion ho docs como

and prcscuts tho luvltutlon from tho s'

homo It Is not unlikely that tho
condition of Gen Grunt relatlvo to Mrs.
Qrant being burled bcsldo him will cnuso
somo dolay, pending n conferouco with
tho others.

Col. Orant consults tho family on all
paints, and Is now carrying forward tho
voluminous nrrnugom.nts for his father's
fnnoral. It Is now determined that tho
funeral obsequies will begin on Mount
McGregor. Tho family fully rocognlze
tho claim of tho pooplo and tho nation
to do honor to tho remains of Onn. Qrant,
but thcro is n feeling that beforo all tho
pomp and pageant of burial tho family
should have- their dead all by themselves
for n season of eervico. Tho family
would b nlouo when the funeral Bcrvlco
is hold, and beforo tho remains go out to
tuo people to mourn ovor.

Thus tho funeral ceremonies for tho
family will bo held hero in tho cottage, nt
such timo na may seem best. Dr. New-
man will bo with tho family, and con-
duct with them tho service over the
dead.

Tho President is anxious, and has so
expressed himself by tncssago, that thoro
should bo n national funeral, and that
under tho direction and cure of tho War
Department, beginning when tho re
mains aro started from tho mountain and
ending at the placo of scpulchcr.

Gen. Gates, Col Darbor. and II. W.
Wright, of Brooklyn, callod upon Col!
Grant this morning and stated flint
Grand Army Post, No. 337, of Brook-
lyn, had become tho U. S. Grant Post on
tho do th of tho general. They had as.
sumed his name and desired to tondor a
private body-guar- d of thirteen men, who
should como uniformed and unarmed. It
was also deslrod that this detail on tho
day of tho funeral should constltuto a
special body-guar- d and guard of honor
to tho remains.

Ool. Grant thanked the gentlemen and
accopted tho post detail for tho body,
guard, and the inou will leavo Brooklyn

The invitation from the city of Spring-
field, 111 , is not being seriously consid-
ered as yet. although before his death
Gen. Grant mentioned Illinois as one of
tho three states in which ho would desire
to bo buried. Ho iudicatcd that Illinois
having given him his first army commis-
sion ho would be willing to bo buried
there, but there woro two other spots
which ho designated, and ono of them

Is now under consideration.
Tho third poiut that Uon. Grant in-

dicated was West Point, but ho recog-
nized at the time of his suggestion that
West Point was a spot whero his wife
could not rest beside him, aud that fact
removed any possibility in tho general's
mind of his being buried thoro. It was
afterward tho gcnoral dolegated the
entire matter of burial spot aud fuuoral
arrangements to Col. Fred Grant.

Tho ono condition imposed by Gen.
Grunt before ho diod upon tbosa who
should decide tho place of his burial is
tho cause of dolay In fixing tho spot for
Mb Intoiruent. Mayor Grace's chief
clerk, Mr. Turnor, is hero, and bus been
in consultation with Col. Fred Grant.
IIo has formally and in porson for Mayor
Graoo urged tho acceptance of a burial
Bpot in any ono of tho parks in New
Yorknlty. .

Thcro is now Uttlo doubt that Gen.
Grant's remains will bo burled iu Ccntrul
Park, Now York city. All that remains
Is tho assent of tho authorities of that
city to tho dead general's own condition,
whioh was that Mrs. Grant should rest
beside him at tho last.

Tolegraphio communication is now
being conducted to adjust this matter.
Mayor Grace responds to inquiries that
tho city tenders tho family a burial spot.
This vngue messago does not seem to
consider tho condition of Mrs. Grant's
burial, and tho family and Col. Grant
aro loft iu doubt as to tho willingness of
Now York city to aooodo tho easily uu.
derstood condition that Mrs. Grunt's
sopulcher must take place in Contral
Park if tho general is buried thoro, and
so at the moment of this writing the
tnattor hangs aud dfluy is tho result.

Tho family aud Col. Grant havo de-

termined on Central Park If tho condi-
tion shall bo complied with by tho olty
If Now York shall be tho spot cboson,
and thoro is littlo doubt that it will bo
sottled this afternoon, tho programme of
tho fuuoral arrangements will bo na horo
given.

Tho remains will lie quietly at tho cot-
tage, In the room where tho goueral
died, until August 4, whon tho fuuoral
corloge will be placod upon a spociul
train and convoyed directly and w.thout
demonstration to Albany, reaching thera
In tbo ovonlug. Tho remains will bo
borne to the capltol building, whore
they will lie In stuto until Jiluouduy
noon, thou aud thouco the dead general
will bo convoyed by tho funeral train to
Now York, arriving thoro Wednesday
evening. The body will then bo con-
veyed to tho city hall, whero It will

In stuto until Saturday, when it will
be borne to its last restlug place in Con-tr-

Park. This progruuuno Imb been
prepared upon tho assumption that tho
condition touching tho iutermeut of Mrs.
Grant will be compiled with.

Thcro will bo ovor 2uO representa-
tives of G. A. H posts from various cities
of tho country hero They
will camp in tents pitched on tbo moun-
tain, and will take their meals on the ho-

tel verandas. Tho embalming will bo
completud to day Tho cheeks and faco
by the process made- use of havo been
made to assume a fullness, tho dooper
furrows and lines hava been filled out,
and tho expression of the faco is now ouo
of poaco and rest.

To-da- y thoro lies on tho top of the caso
In which tho general's body rests a
wreath of oak loaves, which littlo Joslo,
tho beautiful brown-eye- d daughtor of Dr.
Douglas, brought to her fathor, saylugi
" Julia and I have gathered thoso loaves
In the woods aud mudo this wreath and,
please, pupa, we want It laid on the d

cotliu." In referring to Julia, tho
littlo ono spoko of Col. Fred Grant's
littlo daughtor. Dr. Douglas kindly took
tho wreath and himself plao d it above
the remains as tho tribute of tho littlo
children.

On Monday the remains of the general
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will bo placed in a casket, and tho near
frionds will be pormlttod to vlow tho
remains.

Honor Ilomero is with tho family to-

day, as aro also Dr. Newman and his
wlfo. Gen. Carr paid his respects at the
oottago this morning. Tbo disposition
of tho cottago In which Oon, Grant died
rests with Joseph W. Drexel, and tho
Associated Pross Is authorized to

that tho cottago will never again
bo occupied by any family or persons.
Mr. Droxol will in due timo present it to
tho stato or national government. Tho
liouso will be prosontod Intact, furnlturo
and all comploto as it stands, to tho na-
tional government or to the common-
wealth.

Dr. Douglas exhlbltod slips from Gen.
Grant's tablots, upon which tho latter
had last week discusnod his work on tho
book, tho fatal naturo of tho dlscaso,
closing with Ibis sentence:

"Thoro is nothing more to do, and
thoroforo I am not likely to bo more
ready to go than at this moment."

At 3:20 this afternoon Mr. Turner,
Mayor Graco's chlof clerk, rocelvod a
messago which determined tho question
of Gen. Grant's burial placo in favor of
Central Park, New York. It was as fol-
lows:

"Your two telegrams just to hand, and
I understand tho matter to bo now defi-
nitely sottled that Gon. Grant's body Is
to bo buried hero. Wo cannot tako any
more dofinite action in regard to tho
mattor of Mrs. Grant until a later dato.
Tho faith of the president of tho board
of aldermen und my own is pledged that
wo will see, when a littlo timo has passed
away, that tho wishes of tho family aro

gratified by formal resolution of tho
Answer Immediately, so I may

appoint committee and tnako my quota
for grand national monument.

Upon tho receipt of Mayor Graco's m

Mr. Tumer repaired at onco to tho
cottago, whero n conference was hold
with Col. Fred Grant. Tho colonel read
the mayor's dispatch and roturnod it. At
tho closo of tho conferonoo Col. Grant
assured tbo mayor's representative that
ne una tuo lamuy tnus formally accepted
tbo tender of a burial placo for Gon.
Urant and Mrs. Urant In Contral Park,
In tho city of Now York, and that ho and
tho family would now proceed with all
tho funeral arrangements with referonco
to the above conclusion. The mayor's
messenger then telegraphed to Mayor
Graco the result of his mission.

Tho following is tho timo table for tbo
removal of the remains from Mount Mc-

Gregor, Tuesday , Aug. 4: Leavo Mount
McGregor at 1 p. m., arrlvo at Saratoga
at 2 p. m.; leavo Saratoga nt 2:30 p. in.,
arrive in Albany at 4::i0 p. m.; leave
Albany nt 12 o'clock noon, Wednesday,
and arrivo about 4:)l0 p. m. In Now
York. In tho interval from 4:30
p. in., Tuesday, to noon of Wed-
nesday, August 5, tbo romains will
lie in state at the Albany capitol,
and from the timo of arrival in Now York
on Wednesday nftornoon until Saturday,
Aug. 8, tho body will lio In stato at tho
city hall. Tho publlo obBoqulcB will
tako place on Saturday at such timo ns
tbo civic authorities may arrange, nnd
tho interment will then follow in Contral
Park.

NEW VOHK'8 DID FOB TUB HONOB.

New York, July 24. Tho board of al-

dermen met Mayor Grace Bont
in a communication to thorn, calling at-

tention officially to tho death of Geu.
Grunt and quoting his letter of yester-
day to Mrs. Urant and tho answer of Col.
Fred Grant, llosolutions wero thon of-

fered by President Snngor, rcgrottlng
tho death of Uon. Grant as a national
calamity, eulogizing his record as a war-
rior and civilian, asking the citizens to
closo tholr plaoes of busInoBs on the day
set apart for tho funeral and rofrain
from uuy secular employment, resolving
to utteud the funeral in a body, and
inviting the mayor, offloera of the
city government, the judgos of tbo
courts, tho members of tho national
guard and citizens generally to unlto
with tho uldorineu in tuo ceromonios at-
tendant to tho ocoasion; that tho flags
on tho city hall nnd publlo buildings on
tho sumo day bo placed at half mast, nnd
requesting ship-owne- nnd occupants of

buildings to display their flags

manner. Thoy also cxtond sym-
pathy to the family of the deceased, and
authorize tho proper authorities to offor
a sepulture fur tho body of Gen. Grant
in auy of tbo publlo parks in this city
which tho family of the doceasod may

and suy that the city hall will bo
draped, and tho city hall bo placed nt tho
disposal of the family of tho deceased for
the rocoptlon of tho romains it dosired.
Thoy also provide for a committee to por-fe-

tho fuuoral arrangements, and order
a copy of tho resolutions to bo Bent to the
general's family.

Addresses euloglstlo of Gen. Grant's
career woro made by many of the alder-
men In seconding tho resolutions, which
wero unanimously auoptou. The o

to mako tho nocessary prepara-
tions provided for by tho resolutions was
appointed. A communication was read
from Clerk Turner, who had been sent to
Mount McGregor to confer with tho
family of Gen. Grant in rotation to this
Bopulturo iu ono of tbo parks of this
city. It stated that it was likely the
proposition would bo acceptod. A reso-
lution was adopted empowering tho

mayor in caso tho proposition was ac-

cepted to appoint a committoe to collect
tho quota to be contributed by tho pcoplo
toward n national monument. Tho stock
uxchango committee y reported ap-

propriate resolutions, n copy of which
was ordorcd to bo sont to tho genoral's
family.

BIlrrATUT FROM rilOYIDINOE.

Wetmoro and Mayor Doylo have
issuod proclamations nnnonnclng tho
death of Gen. Grant, nnd directing tho
display of emblems of mourning on the
stato nnd city buildings, suggesting a
suspension of business, and n gcnoral
display of mourning emblems on tho oc-
casion of tho funeral. Ills oxcellcnoy
Gov. Wetmoro this morning sent tho fol-

lowing dispatch to Col. Fred Grant: "I
havo y by proclamation announced
to tbo pooplo of tho stato of Ilhodo
Island tuo death of your father. Per-
mit mo to unlto with them In their heart-
felt grief, and to offer our doopeBt sym- -

pathy to his widow and family."

FniLADEU'niA, Pa., July 21. To-da-

tho municlpalty, through its legislative
authority, voiced its sorrow for the death
of Gen. Grant, and offered condolence
to tho horo's boreaved family. This for-
mal expression of regret, coupled with n
full mood of praise, befitted tho solemnity
of tho hour, but it could not roflect tho
deep nnd universal fooling which tho
nation's loss lias inspired. Wherever tho
oye could turn this morning It fell upon
somo manifestation of sorrow, great or
small. Tbo business marts wero buried
In tho trappings of woo, flags nt half
mast or reefed in bands of crapo trembled
dolefully in tbo wlud, and tbo ono topic
of discussion in ovory clrclo was tho gen-
eral's llfo and death.

Telegrams were sent this nftornoon,
signed by Mayor Smith and Joshua T.
Owon, chairman of n joint committco of
city councils, to Col. Frod D. Grant.
Gon. P. II. Sheridan, and Maj. Gon. W.
S. Hancock, as follows: "'lho city of
Philadelphia requests tho honor of pay-
ing tributo to tho remains of Gon. Grant.
Will yon indicate whon tho remains aro
expected to pass through our city, and
wnetner tno resolutions or councils to
havo tho samo lay in stato in Indepen-
dence Hall can be granted?"

ttr Bays tho death of Gen. Grant will bo
honestly felt as a national affliction all
over tho wide Union without rof crenco to
section or party. Every man has his
faults, nnd Gon. Grant had his. Now
that ho has gono wo will remember" him
at tho south ns tho gallant old soldier
who was generous to n fallen foo. As to
his civil llfo. lot it bo swallowed up in
tha llfo and services of tho great chief-
tain who lod tho northern armies through
soas of blood to final victory. Let ns
all remember Gen. Grant from that
standpoint from which most admired
him, that of a truo soldier and
a generous foo, without any oxperionco
whatever ns a civilian. IIo was neces-
sarily misled. Now that ho has gouo tho
south will recall only tho fact that ho
issuod rations at onco to the beaten con-
federates and as far ns possible gener-
ously administered to their comfort. Wo
nt tho south shall all ever bolievo that if
Gon. Grant had followed his own natural
instincts it would have been reserved for
no other man lo bridgo tbo bloody
chasm. Ho of all Americans could havo
most effectually dono it, and thoso who
thwarted this good purpose, which wo
know tho old general at ono timo had at
heart, havo deprivod an illustrious namo
of that splendid dood, which would havo

Gov. Thompson y ordered tho
flags to bo displayed at half mast on tho
capltol out of respect to tho memory of
Gen. Grant. Tho flags on tho United
States court building and tho department
of agriculture are also half masted.

Atlanta, Ga., July 24. At a callod
sossion of tho olty council hold y to
tako appropriate action on tho death of
Gon. Grant It was resolved that on tho
day appointed for the funeral of Gen.
Grant tho bells of tho city bo tolled
for ono honr, nnd that n general
suspension of business in tho city bo
recommended and tho citizens requested
to assomblo nnd engage in such publlo
exorcises and services ns may bo appro-
priate in honor of tbo distinguished doad;
also that the flags on the publlo build-
ings be placed at half mast and the coun-
cil charnbor bo draped in mourning for
tho spaco of thirty days; ana lurtuor,
that tho city clerk furnish a copy of
thoBO resolutions to tbo family of Gen.-
Grant.

The announcement that Contral Park
In New York city had been selected for
tho last resting placo of Gen. Grant was
received hero last ovoning with great dis-

satisfaction, and among the soldier ele-

ment with indignation. It was not
that tho soloctlon was n national

ono, and tho action of Col. Fred Grant
in making such a soleclion caused much
comment. Somo soldiers Bald that Gen.
Grant was too fond of Washington to
havo indorsed tho selection of any other
place, had ha been consulted. A mem-bo- r

of tho Grand Army of tho Itopubllo
said it was a shame to havo tho body of
tho great wauior put In Central Park.

"Just making it," said ho, "llko tho
othor attractions there. Central Park is
New York's great pleasure resort, nnd to
havo Gen. Grant's body placod thero for
tho same purposo as the zoological por-
tion and tha uig lakes is an evidenco of
unworthy motives "

Among tho cooler beaded the selection
met with Instant opposition.

"Here," said a high officer in tho
Grnnd Array, "wo havo tho Soldiers'
homo. Placing tho body thero would
not only havo been tho proper thing to
do, as it is nt tho capital of tho nation,
but it would havo added significance to
that institution. It la tho homo of sol-

diers. Bravo and good men nro burled
there. Why should not tho greatest of
tho ago?"

QEN. LOOAN'S SUGGESTION.

Gen. Logan, when tho subject of a
proper burial placo for tho hero's re-

mains was broached on Thursday, said
that thero was one site in tho heart of
this eity which would bo eminently fitted
for tho final resting placo of Uen. Grant.
"I moan," said ho, "that space between
tho whlto houso and tho Washington
monument. Tho centor of it would bo
the very place, for then every ono could
boo the gravo of tho soldiers' Idol and tho
horo of tho civil war."

Thero was some talk last night of tho
Grand Army sondiig a formal protest to

Col. Frod Grant against tho selection of
Central Park.

Tho citizens who woro Interviewed
expressed ns much surprise nnd regret nt
tho solcctlon as tho comrados. Thoy nil
thought that tho Congressional Cemetery,
or either Arlington or Soldiers' home,
or tho Bite proposed by Gen. Logan,
was suitable nnd appropriate.

A VIBIT TO MOUNT VEHNON
AND I'lCNIO THEltfl,

The Addresses by Visitors and Hosts
Mcxloo's Borrow Expressed for den.
Oram's Death Tho Soldiers' Home
Visltod.

Tho programme for tho cnterlalnmont
of tho Mexican editors for yesterday was
carried out by the reception and enter-
tainment committees. At 0:30 o'clock
carriages woro taken nt tho hotol nnd tho
party proceeded to tho wharf of tho Cor-

coran nnd steamed for Mount Vernon.
Tho sail down tho rivor was enjoyed,
although only n light wind pro vailed.
On arriving thoy visited lho tomb nnd
mansion, closely examining everything.
wniio tnoy were thus cnaaaed tables
wero set under tho great shado trees west
of tho houso and an excellent luncheon,
with wines, provided, aud chairs placod
in position, ana wnon Air. wnru

everything in readiness tho visi-

tors wero soon doing justico to tho
dishes placed beforo thom.

When tho npuctltes of all had boon
appeased Mr. U. W. Fox, chairman of
tho reception committco, called for their
attention. Iu addressing thom ho inado
a brief allusion to tho surroundings, tbo
tomb of Washington, paid a glowing
tributo to tho memory of Gon. Grunt,
nnd concluded with tho following ad-

dress of wolcomo to tho Mexican press,
which It had been Intended to deliver nt
tho banquet s

Gentlemen or the Mexican Pnxss,
Ladies, and Fellow.Citizpns i A few
years ago tbo oxecutlvo department of
the government of tho United States
took the initiatory steps to assomblo in
this capital a congn bs representing the
nations of the westorn'hemlsphero. Its
objects woro pence, personal contact, and
lasting friendship ; tho establishment of
more direct communication, tho forma-
tion of reciprocal troaties that would in-

crease tho exchange of tho products of
tno peopio ot diucrent latitudes.

The tragia fato of the lamented Gar-
field occasioned delay in tho consumma-
tion of this grand concoption.

Tho pross of tbo world works faster
than its governments. By its energy,
power, and well directed effort, It creates
n wise publlo opinion, both as regards
commercial enterprises, national and in
ternational policies.

To tno patriotic impulses and intelli
gent efforts of n gontlemnn of tho press
of the northwestorn metropolis, who
honors us y by his presenco, tho
sister republics of North America nro in-

debted, in large degroe, for tho mutual
benent tnat will How from tuo personal
courtesies and acquaintanceship Incident
to this International greeting of tho
brethren of tho press.

Who can say that tho splendid success
of this undertaking may not avontuato in
an international congress of the repre-
sentative mombers ot tho press of thn
nations on the western hemlsphoro.
The permanent valuo to tho peopio
of such a congress would far exceed,
In influences calculated to promoto mora
intimate nnd extended commercial and
social relations, nil tho cood that miabt
reasonably bo cxpocted to come from n
congress of statesmen or government
officials.

That tho American people and their
government coraprchond'tho Importance
nnd approciato the honor of your visit
is apparent from the cordiality of the
greeting oxtondod by commercial bodies,
municipal gnvernmonts, tbo authorities
of RtatcB, by tbo President of this republic,
nnd by your highly esteemed minister,
who bo ably represents the ropublio of
Mexico.

"I answer tha brilliant apooch that has
been addressed to you by Mr. Fox, telling
you that we doploro with all our heart
tho sorrow of this groat nation at tho
death of tho hero of ltlchmond, Gen. U.
8. Grant. Wo had tho honor to seo him
at Mount McGregor. He is tho brightest
glory tho military history of your country
registers. Wo don't deplora selfishly his
death, for bo was ono of the host frionds
Mexico ovor had, but ns benefactor of
tho wbolo word, ns ono of tho greatest
Americans. Mr. Fox has offcrod us tho
opportunity to visit Mount Vernon, tho
humblo homo of tho liberator of tho
United States of America; we have folt
tho deepest fibers of our, heart moved,
and moreover wo consldor It as ono of
our duties to visit this placo. Washing-
ton is not only n great figure of tho wbolo
ot America, but ono of tbo greatest fig-

ures of humanity, and n foreigner
couldn't deprive himsolf of tho right to
bow is brow beforo the ashes of the great-
est man of tho last century, tho friend of
tho peopio, llborty that ns ho broko the
chains that tied America to Eng-
land nt ono stroko, ho mado tho
freedom of nil tbo nations of this conti-
nent. I havo bocii iu Enropo tho grand-
est monuments to tbo memory of Its

Superba In Italy, Charlottonbcrg
In Germany, Saint Donis in Paris, Lack-e- n

in Belgium, Escurial lu Spain. I can
easily describo all what I flaw thoro, but
1 never folt so deeply as In tho presence
of Washington's tomb. In those monu-
ments I saw the wonderful art expres-
sions in marble, truly grand, but nil to
cover the misery, the corruption of
thoso men. What a contrast with that
of Washington 1 In tho simplicity of his
monument you seo transparent his great
deeds. Men such ns Alexander, Ciesnr,
and Napoleon, who lived by conquest
aud rapine, devoted to brutal pleasures,
ana wuoso oniy god is success, are com-
memorated with monuments that only
speak to the soubos. Thoso who sacri
ficed everything to n noblo cause, who
sacrificed tholr lives to tholr country, for
tho llborty ot a nation, desorve eternal
greatness, and aro commemorated In
monuments that speak to the heart.
Napoleon was tho fugitive star, Washing-
ton tho sun, of tho liberties of futuro
generations."

Tho secretary of tho association, Sonor
Arroyo do Anda, in response to tho toast,
"tho Moxicnn Ladios," said: "Ladles and
gentlemen: The scat upon our lips caused
by tho doath of Gen. Gran has only bcon
broken at this placo whero wo consecrate
a fow moments to tho memory of Gon.
Washington. Tho chairman of tho

committee has montioned tho
Moxican ladles, and dolegated to mo tho
honor of answering the toast. Tho
memory of horoes Is always united with
the idea of woman. As n mother sho
forms tha heart, and as a wife gives
hnpo nnd lncentivo in tho glorious path
of heroism.

"The Amoricnn pooplo havo under-
stood it iu this way by pnttlng sldo
by sldo tbo tombs of Gon. aud Mrs.
Washington, honoring both by tho samo
monument."

Chairman Fox then introduced Mr. E.
II. Talbott, remarking that to overlook
on this occasion tho great servico ho had
rendered both republics in organizing
and conducting this excursion would in-

deed bo inexcusable
Mr. Talbott responded, saying that ho

had regarded it as honor enough to
theso ladios nnd gentlemen to

tho pooplo of tho United States, nnd to
thus bring tho two great republics closer
togethor, socially and commercially,
without doing any Bpoaking on this long
journey. Uo bellovod that what the
peopio ot this country most wanted was
to boo and hear tho Moxican editors, and
that what the Moxican editors most
wanted was to bco nnd hear tho pcoplo of
the United States, and that neither eared
to boar from him. IIo would Bay, how-ove- r,

that every nttontlon shown by our
people to theso ropreseutntlves of tho
Mexican press was shown to gentlemen
of ability, of high personal character,
nnd of merit In every respect. Thoy
camo to seo and to learn, and after thoy
hava seen and learned they will return
to their homes bettor and truor frionds
of this country, and hotter and truor
frionds of our institutions, our pcoplo,
our customs, and our commerce

It bolng nearly time to rcturu, the
party walked leisurely toward tho wharf,
Wlioro thoy mot tho boat, and started for
tho city, where thoy nrrivod nt i o'clock,
nnd half an hour later wero landed
safely at Willard's. Whllo homeward
bound tha visitors spoke in tbo highest
praiso of tho attention thoy had received
whllo hero from tho press and citizens;
tho publio buildings, drives, streets, and
parks, and were confident that no por-
tion of tholr trip would bo remomborod
with greater interest than tho visit to tho
national capital.

After dinnor carriages wero again
brought Into roquisitiou, and tho com
pany wero taueu to tuo uoiaiors Homo,
which thoy much admired.

A OnANT MEMOBIAL MEETTNO.

During their absence and at tholr
their parlors had been draped in

mourning out of respect to tho memory
ot Geu. Grant. On getting back the o

party assembled in the parlor, whero
memorial sorvices wero hold.

President Paz delivered a most elo
quent aud feoling tributo, alluding to
uon. urant s great friendship lor .Mex-

ico. IIo was followed by Senor Itafaol
do Gnldana, who spoko at length and iu
most eloquent terms. Honor Manuel It.
Portugal also spoko very foolingly. So.
nor Manuel Oaballcro road a beautiful
poem in memory of tho dead horo, whioh
thosa familiar with tho Spanish language
pronounced n remarkable production.

Senor Uianchi followed with anotbor
poom of great raorlt and beauty.

President Paz closod tho ouromouies.
ITo stated it was but just that Mexicans
should griovo ovor tho doath ot Gon.
Grant, who had boou a warm and sincere
friend of Mexico: but ns this would bo
his last opportunity to address tho press
of Washington, ho desired to say that
tho members of tbo party felt that al-

though thoy hud suffered this great loss
they had made many new frionds during
tholr trip through tho United States. He
hoped nnd behoved theso now friouds
would provo as sincere in their friend-
ship for Mexico as did Gen. Grant, nnd
would use their Influence for bringing
about tho samo closo social aud commer-
cial relations between tha two sister re
publics that Gen. Grant bo earnestly ad-

vocated.

Accompanying tho Mexican delegation
Is the Maun lloudolr car "Fro DlaV-olo- ,"

which in Its arrangemont nnd con-
veniences is peculiarly adapted to tho
requirements ot a party llko that of tho
Moxlcans. Tho interior of the car is
finished lu polished cherry and embossed
leather. Tho car Is dlvidod Into four
four placo und threo o rooms, all
of which are furnished with baggage
and umbrolla racks, having for tho day

time nicoly curtained sofas, which nt
night nro transformed into sleeping
berths In each room thero is an sloe-tri- o

annunciator. In one end of tho car
thero is n library of 100 volumes, froo to
tho passengers. In tho other end thero
is n buffet fully equipped with n goodly
supply of eatables nnd drinkables. Tho
lavatories furnish both hot aud cold
water.

Tho system of ventilation iu lho 'Tro
DIavolo" Is excelUnt. Tho air Is fur-
nished from a funnel located ou top of
tho car; It then passes througt a box
packed with "Excelsior," and then
through TOO pounds of Ice. Doing thor-
oughly cooled It Is passed through n box
which runs tho entire length of the car
and is discharged through registers oppo-slt- o

each room. Tho foul air Is with-
drawn by means of "exhaust" ventilator
in tho roof of each room.

Tho appcaranco of the car, with tho
hand baggago of tbo excursionists neatly
packed away, gives ench room inoro tho
look of n hotel than n traveling car-
riage

Tho Moxlcans wero enthusiastic in
their praiso of tho "Frn Dinvolo."

EDITOH TALHOTT8 TALK.

THE CHAfEItONE OT THE Mf.XJOAN TAnTY

TELLS AUOUT THE OIIEAT EXGUMSIO.N

Mr. E. 11 Tollott, of tho Iialhtay Age,
who Is in churgo nnd trntcliug with lho
Moxican editors' excursion party, was
found in parlor No. 10 at Willard's last
ocnlng by n reporter for The Kxrcn- -
LIOAN.

"Whntistho objoct of this extended
trip?' was asked.

" Thoro cxisti a mistaken Idea In re-
gard to this excursion," ho said. "Many
of tho nowspapcra havo published Btato-ment- a

wholly incorrect iu regard to it;
that thoro was somo financial Bchomo
back of it, or other object than a mere
party of excursionists. Iu this thoy
havo boon mistaken.

"Tho fact is I conceived lho Idea nt a
bnnauot which I ntlondod in tho City of
aioxico last spring, l thought it would
bo a good thing If somo of tho Mexican
pcoplo could travel through this couutry,
soo our pcoplo, tho factories, and re-

sources, aud tho mannor of doing busi-
ness ; nnd that it would benefit tho busi-
ness interests ot both countries nnd
cnlargo tho social relations."

"What steps did you tako to inaugurate
tho movement r" '

"I BuggOBtod that somo thirty men bo
soloctod mon of Intelligence, quick of
perception, broad In their views, nnd
impartial in their criticism to mako
a tour of this country. I prom-
ised, in order to reduco tho expenses,
that they should travel nt half rutos
1'ho proposition wns nccepted. You enn
seo that tho men aro abovo tho avoroge.
Two of them nro mombers of congress,
rtomo of them havo written books lulu-abl- e

works. Others aro nnd have been
Boldlora. Many have suffered for opin-
ion's sako, and wero compollod to lloo to
the mountains for their lives.

"I havo dono moro for them than I
I havo succeeded in securing rail-

road passes for them nearly all over tho
country, far moro than thoy can ubo, nnd
tueir reception lias ooou nn ovation from
tho timo thoy passod under tho arches nt
El Paso down to tho present. Instead of
tho half rates at tho hotels
promised them thoy havo not been
permitted ovou to pay that aud
found it impossiblo to pay for nnythlng,
excopt purchases they may have mado.
I bavo been notified by tho committco
here that tho oxpeuscs of the party here
havo all boon provided for. Tho roccp-tio- u

has been wonderful."
"I suppose thoy havo mot many proml- -

neut peopio ?''
"Yes, thoy havo bcon received by die- -

nitaries, city officials, men high in power,
ana every courtesy lias uoen shown
them. Senor Ilomero was sa) iug to mo
that he has watched tho papers closely
as tho excursion party huB moved along,
aud concluded that theso pcoplo had re-
ceived as a party moro attention than nny
that had over travclod through this
country."

"You havo several ladles lu your
party?"

"les, nnd thoy enjoy tbo trip very
much, the only drawback being that
somo of them caunot speak English.
Tho ladles nro far above the medium
Most of tho married ones havo traveled a
great deal in foreign couutrles, aud thoy
aro nil highly educated.

"The twodaughtuis of Senor Pnz re-

cently graduated with high honors from
a collcgo in tho City ot Mexico, and the
papers at tho timo spoko, l'ery flatteringly
vt their noromplishmrstaT.''

"Has tho party boon uuitod or Ipvo
you some discontents among themr"

"Thoy doservo creditable meatlon for
tbo thoroughness of thoir organization.
They will not permit any separation or
dividing of the party, hut Insist that they
must all go together, and what commit-
tees suggest they will accept."

"What aro thoir habits; ura thoy tem-
perate f"

"Whllo all of them drink wino, still
tlisy will not poruiit themselves to In-

dulgo too freely, and so far not a aiuglo
member ot the party has dono tho
slightest thing out of tha way."

"What, If auy, is thn business connec-
tion of this pleusuro trip'?''

" Looking nt tho matter from a bus
iness standpoint there is much to be
said. These pcoplo havo undergono a
most astonishing chango of Ideas in re.
Bpect to our pcoplo aud their ways.
Thoy aro highly improssed with what
thoy havo soon, and will ruturu homo
greatly enlightened. Tho trip will re-

dound in great good in tho intercourse
bctweon the two countries in both
tholr social and business relations.
Those peopio roprcsont tho pross of
Moxlco; they havo tholr press association
like your Associated Press bore, and
roturniug homo Btored with tho informa-
tion thoy havo received It will be disscm-inate- d

throughout Mexico aud bo ouo of
tho moaus of bringing tho two republics
closer together nnd ndvanco tho interests
of both.

"Hut they have not waited to rotum
homo to bow the seed of tho benefits of
this long journey.
