Ill CIST THE IIEADH OF TlttllTEEN MC

INTO A TUB OF rOIlK FICKLE.

A new war ship was recently launcbod
In England which was named aftor John
Benbow, a famous admiral of two contu-rlo- s

ago. He was descended from an an-

cient Shropshire family, which was
fortuno by its stanch and loyal

adhesion to tbo causo of Charles I. His
fathor, Col. John llenbow, died when tho
futnro admiral was very young, having
no other provision for tho boy than that
indicated by tho words that ho was "bred
to tbo sea." Bcforo 30 bo becamo mas-to- r

nnd part owner of tho Benbow
frigate, emplojed In the Mediterranean
trado, in which ho would doubtless bavo
acquired a comfortable fortuno bad not
accident brought hlin into the royal
navy. In 1C80 he was attackodi upon
his passage to Cadiz, by a Salloo
rover, against whom, though foarfully
inntchod, ho defended his ship with
horoio bravery. Although tho Moors
boirdod him, thoy wore quickly boateu
out of tho ship with tho loss of thirteen
men, whoso heads Capt. Benbow order. d
to bo cut off nnd thrown Into a tub of
pork pickle. Whon ho arrived at Cadizho
wont ashore and directed his negro ser-
vant to follow him with tho heads of tho
Moors in a sack. Scarcely had bo landod
boforo tho rovonuo ofllcors inquired what
ho bad got In that sack. " Salt provisions
for my own use," curtly replied tho gal.
lant tar. Tho custom houso officials de-

manded to seo them, but Capt. Benbow
refused. He was thou Informed thnt tho
magistrates woro Bitting, and that ho
would bavo to go beforo thom. Ho was
treated with great civility, and told that,
as tho salt provisions woro of no cons-
equent, ho could not object to Bhowtbem,
"Giosar," oxclclmod tho stern old sailor,
turning to his servant, " throw them on
tho tablo) thoy oro very much at tho
servico of theso gentlemen, If thoy like
to partako of thom." Tho Spaniards
woro so struck at tho sight of tho Moors'
heads, and bv the narratlvo of tho action
in whiob their former ownors fell, that a
rennrt of tho circumstances was ilia
patcbod to tho court at Madrid, where
Charles II, then king of Spain, iuvitcd
Capt. Benbow to pay him n visit. His
Oathollo majosty sent tho gallant u

on his way with n letter ad-

dressed to King James II of England in
Ub bearer's favor. On arriving iu London,
Benbow wns appointed to a commission
In tho royal navy, and tho story of bis
action iu tbo Mediterranean becamo so
popular In tho rough times provailing Iu
this and every other country two contu-ric- s

since, that the "Moor's Head" and
tbo "Siracen's Head" soon becamo a
favorlto sign for public houses scattered
throughout tbo length and breadth of
tho Islands. Such Is tho Urst of tho In.
spiring momorlos recalled by "Old Ben.
bow's" name, which typifies tho intimate
and cordial connection which has always
subsisted and never moro than at this
moment botwoen tho royal and

navies of "tho mistress of tho
seas."

THE INCENTIVE IS OONS.

In answer to tho Inquiries of Now
York Tribune reporter, Dormnn I).
Eaton, United Stntcs civil sorvlco com
misslonor, said tho other day at tho Fifth
Avcnuo Hotel i

"I camo hero from Washington to
nn oxamlnation of Applicants for

positions ns clerks and carrlors in tho
Brooklyn postodlco. Tho oxamlnation
was conducted lo.day. Thero woro sixty
applicants. I also had in vlow tho look-
ing ovor of tho customs sorvico In con.
ncctlon with tho chango in tho collector-ship.- "

"How many employes In tho custom
houso aro exempt from removal?"

" Nono aro exempt from removal. But
what you evidently wish to know is tho
mirnhor affected by tho civil sorvico law.
I cannot say exactly bow many, but it Is
all thoso whoso salaries rango from $J(iO
to $2,000, oxcept tho chief clotks. It
ombraccs practically tho entiro clerical
fnren. 'riin fnei tlmt nil irn militant

: v- - ... .:
to removal does not Imply all will
bo removed. If n collector should want
to put Tom Jones out, it would bo for
tho purpoeo of putting Tim Jonos In.
But under tbo civil sorvico law and rules
When Tom Jones goes out, tho man who
passes tho examination and Is best
Sunllfied goes iu, and not Tim

Fo tho inccntlvo to putting
Tom Jones out is gono. I can illustratu
this for you by a caso that recently oc-

curred in Washington. A clerk camo to
mo nud complaluod becauso the rules did
not prevent his removal. I asked bow
many men wero in his division and ho
said 180. I nsked how many had been
removed and ho said live I aBkcd bow
many bo thought would havo been re-

moved ir tho civil service law had not
been in oxistenco, and bo said 180
Thero is n fair illustration of what tho
law is doing. If you can't put your man
in, you don't want to put tho other man
out."

"What about Kollar?"
"He bos rcceivod his placo, la sorvlng,

and Is likely to contlnuo to servo. It Is
perfectly well understood that ho is not
to bo intcrforcd with if ho discharges
his duties faithfully."

" What is to bo dono about tho attack
on him?"

"So far as tho commission is concerned,
nothing moro Is to bo douo. Wo inves-
tigated tho matter as it affected tho rules,
and enforced them. As it affected tho
law wo havo nothing to do with it. If it
can bo proved that thero was n conspiracy
against Kollar, it would bo a criminal
offense I do not wish to oxprcss an
opinion as to whether or not It was n con-
spiracy. It is ovident thnt something
was wrong. But Socrotary Manning
made short work of it." '

"How do you regard tho working of
tho law ?"

"No obstruction is pnt In tho way of
tho commission by any member of tho
administration. Thero bavo beon por-Bo-

put into mluor positions who aro
antagonistic to our work, It is truo, but I
think they aro moro and moro lenrniug
thnt tho President and his entiro Cabinet
iutond to havo tho law enforced."

In speaking about tbo New York col.
lcctorshlp Mr. Eaton oxprcsscd surprlso
that Mr. Hodden should bo away from
his post so soon after taking ofllco. Ho
paid a high tributo to Robert-
son's executivo ability, his frankness and
good judgment as n man, and his strict
adbcronco to civil sorvico reform in tho
conduct of tho ofllco.

Gen. Grant took tho boy
and stood blm up on a chair, stopped
back, doubled up his fists, aud struck an
attitudo, a 2a John Sullivan, challenging
tho boy for n sparring inatcn. ino nuio
fellow bristled up with truo grit,
clenched his tiny fists, and tho fight be-

gan. Pretty soon tho llttlo warrior
planted ono right on tho general's noso,
whqroupon tho general acknowledged
himself conquored, and gavo up tho
fight. Geu. Grant did surrender. It is
not known whether tho lady was Mrs.
Grant and tho children hors and tho
general's, but tho llttlo follow did what
tho gallant armies of tho south, com-
manded by their splendid leaders, wero
unable to do. connuorcd Gen. Grant
I was on the boat at tbo tlmo, but did
not witness tbo incident described, or if
I did, do not now rocall it.
