Ben,' or ‘the erooked hill,' but we eannot
wee how, from this Saxon word, the sur-
name should be borrowed,

name Grant s taken from grand, which
in the lriak issounded short, and thereby
the letter d st the end of the word is
changed into ¢, and thus graod inte
grant.
