It is but just to tny that Now York
has met nil tho requirements ol this great
historic occaslou in a manner that leaves

no ground for censuro, and calls for

nothing but kindly commendation.

Justice also demands, and it is a
pleasuro to give, a word of hearty com-

mendation to Gen. Hancock for tho zeal

and ability he has Bhown in tho manage-

ment of tho great nationul funeral.

This gallant ofliccr, bearing tho scars

of terrible wounds jeeeivod in battle
while defending tho life of the nation,

holds a strong position in tho respect,
confidence, uud atVection of tho Ameri-

can people. It is fitting that his namo

should go into history linked with thnt

of tho peerless soldier to whose remains

tho last honors wero paid by the vast

procession uuder his direction.
All who bore parts in tho grand

street pageant nnd in tho simple cere-

monies nt tho hero's tomb bore them-

selves well; all wore miudful of tho pro-

prieties of nn occasion that has no paral-

lel in our history and the liko of which

'they will never 6oo again.

THE CASE Ol1 PAYMASTER GEN- -

ERAL SMITH.
In n supplemental sheet of this

issuo of I'm: Kepuim.ica will bo
found tho arguments of Hon. Goo. S.
Routwolt nnd JelT. Chandler, esq.,

tho court-marti- convened for tho
trial of Paymaster General Joseph A,
Smith, United States navy. Tho high
standing of tho accused In social nnd
business circles, his recognized ability
as an officer, his brilliant war record,
and the peculiar naturo of tho charges
brought against him all combine to
render this n cause celehre In tho annals
of naval courts martial. It therefore calls
for moro than a passing comment.

Tho charges and specifications, as of-

ficially presented, am too voluminous
for reproduction In these columns, but the
gist of what wo may call the indictment
is that the accused extended tho tirao
for deliveries of articles bought uuder
contract beyond tho timo specified
therein; that ho enlarged contracts
that Is, by bureau order Increased tho
amount of articles named In tho con-

tracts, and that he directed that articles
bought in ouo fiscal year should bo paid
for out of tho appropriations for tho
next.

On theso charges and accompany-
ing specifications Gen. Smith was ar-

raigned and compelled to stand his trial
by court-marlia- It was n court or in-

quiry which formulated tho accusations.
How littlo tho Gildings of such n tri-

bunal may ba depended upon, and how
easily tho simplest and most honest busi-

ness transactions maybe misrepresented
and mado to appear ns serious ofl'enscs,
has been clearly domonstratcd to thoso
who have followed tho courso nt this
trial.

In answer to the chargo thnt the ac
cused officer extended the timo for thu
fulfillment of contracts, increased the
quantities of articles specified therein,
and paid for articles bought in ouo
fiscal year from tho appropriations mado
for nuothcr, sections of tho Revised

Statutes were quoted, which, it is
claimed, cither expressly or by implica-
tion, confer tho power to do any and all
of theso tilings. It was shown that un
der tho law tho chief of a bureau is only
tbo ngent of tho Secretary of tho Navy.
It was further Bhown by tho testimony of
tho of the Navy and by
record ovidenco that, iu all tho cns.es

mentioned in the allegations) he, tho
Socrctary, either tacitly or expressly ap-

proved tho action of the paymaster gen-

eral, thereby adopting his acts and
making them his own.

Mr. W. II. Moore, late deputy fourth
auditor, appeared before tLc court nnd
testified to tome tweuty or thirty cases
of contracts that had been mado by
Smith's predecessors in office where the
time for delivery had been extended or
the quantity increased, and in somo of
these cases bolh had been done. In nil

these cases Mr. Moore testified thnt the
bills had been paid and had been mull-te- d

nnd approved by the treasury
Ho further remarked thut the

number of such cases that ho could find
In the Treasury Department was limited
only by the timo allowed him to look for
thero.

Mr. Doe, rfn old clerk in tho bureau
of provisions and clothing, laid before
tho court a long list of cases taken by
him from tbo records of that office, in
which it appeared that tho articles
bought by contract in one year had been
paid for out of tho appropriation for tho
next fiscal year. Theso cases were all
contrncts made by Smith's predecessors
in office, and tho bills arising thereunder
have all been audited and passed by the
treasury official?

It therefore appears from the records
of tho Nnvy and Treasury Departments
that it was a custom to ex-

tend contracts, to enlarge contracts, and
to pay from tho appropriations of one
year for arllcbs delivered in another
year.

From information given us by old
treasury officials we are warranted in
saying that in every office and depart-
ment of the government It has been tho
established custom and usage to do theso
very things which are now charged
against Gen. Smith ns crimes. And we
may add that theso will continue to ho
dono by tho most honest officials, be-

cause it is simply impossible to apply
inflexible rules to such business mat-

ters.
To bupposu that Gen. Smith will bo

condemned for following not only tho
established custom of his own office
but tho traditional usage of every other
department of the public scrvico would
bo such n supposition ns wo aro incapa-
ble of entertaining.

So necessary is it in business some-time- d

to modify contracts that tho off-

icer who temporarily succeeded Gen,
Smith in tho charge of his office has

found himself compelled in two
instances to extend tho tiuw for delivery
under contrncts. Thus wo hnvo Iho
strangu speclaclo presented of Gen,
Smith being tiled by court-martia- while
his successor in office, Commodoro
Schloy, is doing the tamo thing. Yet,
in doing this no ouo doubts that Schley
acts, us his predecessor did, for what
ho deems tho best interests of tho
government, nor is it boliovcd that ho is
in danger of being

It has been shown during tho trial that
Gen. Smith advertised much moro than
his predecessors had been in tho habit of
doing; that tbo prices paid by liim wero
a good deal lower than his predecessors
had paid; that losses by deterioration,
handling, &o,, wero reduced under his

administration to what they
had been under his predecessors.

In fact, in ull respects, tho administra-
tion of tho pay department under Gen.
Smith has been shown to havo been ex-

ceptionally successful.
The light has been turnod on, and It

has revealed nothing inconsistent with
tho high character which the accused
official has always borne, Happy would
it bo for our government If all Its officials
wero able to bear scrutiny as this officer
has borne it,

There Is no part of the life of this offi- -

I cer that will not boar inspection, Ho
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Is a tialivo of Now England, and tbo
best blood of lis oldest families niun iu
his veins, llut ho owes his success In
life to his own efforts, being pre-em- i

nently a solf-mnd-o man. When the
Kearsargo sunk the Alabama, Paymaster
Smith, then a young officer, commanded
n division on tho victorious vessel. This
ii n samplo clipping from a war record
that his country should bo proud of a
war record that his children's children
will cherish as a priceless heritage.

Tho most valuable of all earthly pos-

sessions Is n man's 'character. Courts-marti-

can impair tho value of this In-

estimable treasure. Such wrongs have
been inflicted in tho past, and may bo
again. Moro than one good officer has
had his lifo warped and discolored by
tho unfair finding of a court-martia-

Dut wo can recall no caso in which
an officer whose motives havo not been
Impugned by the evidence, and whoso
conduct of tho business in his chargo has
been shown to ba successful, has been
convicted becauso of informalities com-

mon In all branches of tho servico nnd
generally admlttod to bo unavoidable.

U. S. Grant's appointment as colonel of
tho 21st Illinois volunteers was not with-
out strong opposition in high places.
Il came thero early after hostilities be-

gun, served n few days at a desk In tbo
adjutant general's office at $3 per day,
and then was placed in chargo of a camp
of rendezvous, but yet mado no marked
impression. Tho 21st regiment was first
organized as stato militia, under Col, G,
S. Goodc, u civilian, who soon lost all
control or respect of tbo 1,020 men
under him. Tho boys becamo wild iu
their new vocation, and wero tho terror
of chicken roosts aud the like. Tho
regiment was mustered into tho
United States service, with Col. Grant,
Juno 10, 1S01, at Mattoon, and soon
were oi acred to yuincy, on the Missouri
border. Transportation by rail was pro-
vided. Gov. Yates and other officials
went out to ascertain when the train
would bo needed, and to their supprise
met tho regiment already en route, the
colonel preferring, as ho said, to givotho
boys somo wholcsomo discipline before
meeting tbo enemy, and ho marched
over the hundred miles across tho
country, at times with scvcrul of
tho most unruly lieu up to tno wagons-Th- o

other officers of the regiment were :

Lieutenant colonel, Gcorgo W. Peck;
major, Warren E. McMakeu; adjutant,
C. 1). Steele; quartermaster, John E.
Jones; surgeon, Carl Munz; chanlain,
Elias D, Wilkins. Grant's successes ut
Belmont and lort Donclson soon ex.
cited tho jealousies of cronkors,
mugwumps, and even of officials
in high position. Tho attempt to
degrado him on tho ove of Shlloh, In
connection with the first day's retreat,
furnished good opportunity to vent their
spleen: his opponents until then under
cover becamo emboldoned, and charges
of incompetency and dissipation wero cur-
rent. Tho sarao tactics obtained higher
pitch during the siege of Vicksburg, his
removal even demanded, and his suc-
cessor selected, but Lincoln's estimate of
Grant was strengthened by the charges.
He was retained, and his hands were up-

held by President Lincoln, backed by the
loyal masses of tbo north, and the result
culminated at Appomattox.

Sherman and Gen. Sheildau nt too
Riverside tomb yesterday, the spectators
beheld a visible proof of the completo
and inadmissible reunion of tho United
States of America. That scene was a
fitting closo to the two weeks of mourn-
ful ceremonies in which the whole coun-
try has joined. It was n scene well
suited to end the history of Gen. Grant,
iVei York Hun.
