Their llrst stop was at Onlwiiy,
whero n lnrgo crowd had nsacmbloil to meet
tl.o new viceroy.

on tho steamer 8. M. Fclton occurred Just
after sho had left her dock on her trip to
Wilmington, Del. As sho wns opposlto
pier 8, 8011th wharves, tlio passengers and
crew wero startled by nn explosion which
shook tho boat from stem to stern, and
when tho smoke cleared away It was found
that tho cntlro forward part of tho vessel
nbovo tho water lino had been badly dam-
aged nnd a number of passengers Injured,
somo of them severely. Tho pilot homo
nnd entlro upper deck was llflod
nnd fell to tho lower deck. Tho
low presented n sccno of completo
wreck. Tugs proccoded nt onco loth" In-

jured vessels, nnd with tho nsslstanco of
tho pollco tug Win. 8, Stoklny, which was
lying ncabby, nt onco piocccded to remove
tlio injured.

1 ho nmbulauco of tho Pennsylvania Hos-
pital soon arrived nud took most of tho In-

jured to that Institution. It seems, marvel-
ous that half tho peoplo on board escaped
ilcntli. say that at tho mo-
ment of tho explosion over) thing became
enveloped in darkness nud tho boat rocked
nslt In n heavy storm.

It wns supposed that no 0110 leaped over-
board, but n man who secured n Ufa

has since en mo nshoro nt Walnut
sticet wharf apparently uninjured.

Thcro were about 200 peoplo on tho boat
men, women, and children when tho

explosion occurred. Tho wrecked upper
woiks took flro and a frightful panic en-
sued. This was speedily checked by tho
ccolncss of a number of men, who drovo
tho women and child aft nud prevented
many frantic women from leaping over-
board, llcsidcs those seriously hurt a largo
number wcto almost or qulto stunned by
tho shock.

An Incident of tho disaster was tho pres
ence of somo bisters 01 Charity, wiio
seemed In no way excited or nlfectcd by
tho tcrrlllc upheaval. They passed quietly
nmong the shrieking passengers, searching
out tho wounded, nml In 0110 caso one of
tho Sisters was seen to make bandages out
of her clothing. Tho promptness with
which assistance camo from all sides, from
passing steamers nud fiom shore, allayed
tho panic nud prevented tho llamcs from
spreading.

Tho passengers wero taken nshoro nnd
tho steamer wns towed down sttcatn for ro- -

Iialrs, Sho was a large,

Cntit. Wiley, Mr. Lawrence, Mr. Mershou,
nnd Mr. Linker mado n careful examination
of the wreck for tho ptmioso of ascertain-
ing tho cause of tho cxploilon. Tho Inves-
tigation established tho fnct that tho ex-
plosion was caused by dynamite. Tho

hod been placed forward, directly
111 front of tho head of tho holler. Tho
stccmcr enmo up from Wilmington nt 8::S0
o'clock nnd luy nt her wharf until 10
o'clock'. Last night she lay nt Wil-
mington In charge of Andrew
Jones, of Urldgcton, N. J. Ho could not
bo communicated with hut Capt.
Wily said that If a stranger had boarded, or
attempted to board, tho steamer last night
tho watchman would havo Informed him of
that fact.
