Tho
loss of scats by tho republicans will lead to n
reconstruction of tho present ministry. It
teems doubtful at this moment whether tho
ministry can gather about It a working ma-
jority m tho new chamber.

Confession by n Husband A Horrlblo
Night.

Ha found that II to
was extinct when no arrived. ir

lng on n wnshstand ilia lindv tho
olllccrs round nu Ivory
handlcdpbckctknifc. Thclargcst bliido. about
lour inciicsiu icngiu, was open nnu coveroii
with blood. Mrs. Dlsquc's baby ami two older
girls aged 3 and 1 years respectively, who woro
playing on tho street, ucro given lu charga of
tlio w Hoof Policeman Desmond who resides on
tho lower floor. This was tho first Intimation
tho other Inmates of tno homo had of tlio trag-
edy. Dlso.uo was arraigned bcluro Recorder
McDonough and mado tho following stato-min-

"My name Is Goorgo Dlsquo. I was born on
Houston street, New Y'ork, and was 31 years
old last February. I am n molder by trade,
but have been In tho liquor business for sovcral
years. My wife was Mlnnlo Klcgmann. Her
lather Is employed at 1'eters's kindling wood
factory on Vlllow street. Wo wero married
tlvo years, and had tbreo children: Aniilo.
used 4 years; Carrie, aged 3, and a baby boy.

nusFotcrwhcnl went homo this nflornoon.
My wile was drunk. As 1 entered tho front
room a man stepped out of tho bedroom and
went don n stairs without speaking to mo. I
asked Mlnnlo w ho he was. and she said ho win
nn agent for tho Provident Life Insuranco
Company. She said that bo wanted to lucrcaso
tho Insurance upon our children. Sho slid ho
went into tho bedroom to look for tho Insur-
anco books. I told her I thoughtsho was lylug.
Mlnnlo went back Into tho bedroom andcamo
out with an open penknife In bcr hand. Dr.
Heifer hero produced tlio knife, which Dlsquo
ldeiullled.l Mtntilo raised tho knlfa nt me.nnd
I struck herwlth my list. Wcstruggled for tho
knife, and I took It from her by farco. Tno
aculllo continued. Wo both full to tbo floor,
and tbo knlfo entered her throat, I threw tho
knife on a withstand and put tho baby boy on
tho lounTe. Then 1 locked tho door and came
to ll'.o police station,"

Ulsquo beforo this Informed ChlefDanoyan
Hint his wile, after tho knlfo had been taken
from bcr, plckrd up a chair to strlka him.
Ihcn tbo scullle was renowed, and bis wlfo
was accidentally stabbed. Dlsquo was re-

manded toavralt examination upon tho chargo
of murder.

County Physician Convcrso found tho fatal
v oimd to bo eight Inches lu extent. The knlfo
had entered below tho left car, and had b:cn
drawn to tho extremity of tho right Jawbone.
There wero no other marks of vlolciico on tho
body.

An oxomlnatlon of tho apartments occupied
by llio family showed that Dlsquo, after killing
his wife, uiut luto a bedroom nnd changed Ids
clothes and wasbed his hands. Tho panta-
loons which ho removed are spotted with
blood In several places. Dlsquo, during tho

ast uvo j cars, has opined several liquorI ns undulations, dlposlngof them as soau
as posslblo to do so to advantage. Ills last ad-
venture was on Garden street, ucar l'lrst, whore
ho established n saloon and resided above It
during Juno aud July. His landlord, Council,
man winjes, ordered him to vacato tho prom-tic- s

becauso of his frequent quarrels with bis
wife and consequent annoyance, to tho other
tenants of the house. Tlio faintly moved to No.
80 Adams street on August 1. Ilcrottho Dos
monds beard Dlsquo nnd wlfo quarreling but
once. Friends of the deceased say that slio
wasofaqultc, Iretlrlng disposition, nnd that
tho family troubles wero caused by Dlsquo's
unreasonable Jealousy. Dlsquo. 6inco moving
to Adams street, has been unemployed. Ho
visited tbo saloon kept by his mother on tho
l'atcrson plank road at tho foot of the hill, and
Is said to havo frequently drank to oxecss.

Horrlblo Tnlo of Murder.
Chicago, Oct. a Tlio strunzo and wild story

of John M. Wilson, who stazgered Into tho
Twelfth street station on Saturday night last,
proclaiming himself amurdorer, Is truo. Tho
following dispatch received last night from
Philadelphia confirms his lalo : "Hold Wilson,
llu Is wanted for murder of Aulliony Daly,
whp disappeared mysteriously about tlio mid-
dle of February, Usl, from his farm In Mont-
gomery county, near Ivy Hill cemetery. F. It.
Kelly, chief of detectives."

In his drunLcn talk Wilson told of tho horrl-
blo manner In which ho killed Anthony Dily,
nlarmcrof Ivy Hill, Pa., In February, IBS).
How niter ho'had worked for him ho asked for
money, and on being refused visited a neigh-
boring village nnd got crazy drunk. Kcturn-ln- g

bo stealthily entered tha sleeping room
or Daly, and plcklngupa meat cleaver, brained
tbo sleeping victim. The details following aro
almost too horrlblo to relate. Tho murderer
deliberately nackedltbo body to plccos, sowed
tbo severed members In n bag and dumped
them Into tho Wissahlcicon river. When suf-
ficiently sobered to realize tho Icrrlblo deod ho
had committed ho lied tho country, arriving In
Chicago after almost two years' waudcrlugs,
Wilson was seen In his cell at tho pollco
station last night. Ho Is a small man, about
'.7 years old, a natlvo of Nova Scotia,
whero his parents and rolallves rcsldo. Hluco
his arrival In this city ho has worked for a
mllkmau on Wcntworlh nvenuo. Ho says that
bo has been nearly franllo ever ilncobu com
mitted tho deed, and has vainly tried to
drown his rcmorso with liquor. About two
weeks since ho met a child greatly resembling
that of tho man ho had murdered. Blnca
then ho has knowu no pvaco of mind, nnd
ou Saturday night got drunk and hired n boy
to lake him to tho pollco station, where ho
mado Ills confession. When told that his story
bad been vcrllled by Ilia Philadelphia de-
tectives Wilson expressed no surprise; If any-
thing, appeared pleased at tho Information.
As to his punishment ho appears somewhat
careless as to what disposition Is mado of him.
IIo would rather not bo hanged, ho says, but
seems to think that will bo his fate.
