Connected Willi
this Institution Is tho Nursery Maids' Freo
Training School, at 0 Eighth street, which Is
substantially n class under lho personal In-
struction ot Mrs. l'ollock, which meets ovcry
Wednesday artcrnoon from 11 to 4
o'clock. Hero mothers, teachers, gov-
ernesses, and nursery maids learn now to
mo tho kindergarten system In tho nursery
boforo tho child is old enough to attcud tho
kindergarten, and whero Instructions aro also
glu'ii on tho physical caro of Infants. Tho
necessary funds for carrying on theso Institu-
tions nru raised by means of a subscription list,
at tho head ofwhlch aro tho names of Miss H.
UClct claud and Mrs. It. II. Hayes. But tho
burden of collecting tho lunds rests entirely
with Mrs. l'ollock. who has tried again and
again to Interest tho school board and com-
missioners, with n view of being relieved of
tho financial burden which rests heavily upon
her. Bho has again scut a request to tho com-
missioners to Includo among tho appropria-
tions a sum sufficient to maintain theso institu
tions, and tecuro freo training to tho kinder-
garten teachers from tho sovcral states each
year, audtbusmako itu national kindergarten
training school.
