Loul Davl
lilcl was executed on tho scaffold at tlio
Inrracks of tlio mounted pollco force, noar
tills city, for lilRh treason nrxalnst the queen
of Great Britain at 8:33 o'clock this morn-Ii-

(mountain tlmo).
Tho scaffold for tlio execution of Kiel

lied Lccn erected within a contracted
lmracdlatelyln tliorearof tlio guard-

house, and tlio only vlow of It vyai tbroujrh
a window Immediately under a ratter. Tho
Inst sacrament was administered to tho
condemned wiUihi tlio puardhouso
Droncr. nnd near tlio oncnlnir, which led to
tlio scaffold. Ho responded to tho Latin
prayers with o full and clear volco wlillo on
tils bended knees. 'When tlio moment enmo
forlilm to rlso to have his arms and bands
pinioned ho looked up, slowly repeating his
projers. Ho then walked through tho
opening anu uovvii iuo narrow siuirnuj,
villi his faco turned away from tho low
civilians ami soldiers who stood about tho
opening. AVlicn ho was about to tako his
jilaco on tho trap tlio deputy sliorlff asked
If ho bad anything to say. Ho turuod to
ins coniessor, rcro Anurc, aim inquircu:
"Shall I not say a few words!" "No,"
quickly replied tlio priest lu Krcuch; "mafco
mis your lost sacruice uuu you win uu

lllcl turned and remarked In
mllsh i " I bavo uothlnc moro to say."

There was somo delay In adjusting tho nooso,
liut Jlloi eiici not rcmarit upon 11, anu as mo
whlto cap closed over him bo wasto bo heard
distinctly repealing his prayers. During tho
night l'cro Andro urged upon lllcl not
to attempt an auurcss upon mo scuuoiu,
nnd suggested that a rcprlovo might still bo
on its way, hut this Idea Kiel strenuously
repelled. Ho said bo know bis hour had
fomt. and that ho was not onlr prepared,
Lut that bo would not havo It any other
wny, n nothing but tlio altcmatlvo of

for llfo awaited him, and to hlin
Srlson was prcfcrablo to tliat.

During tho night bo addressed a letter to
his mother and to his sister which touched
upon tho affection ho boro them. Hoaddod
a couicu to ins win Bpecuyiui; euui. uu

his bodv to bo laid bv tho sUlo of his
father's in St. Uonltaco Cemetery at Wluul- -
peg, which request win uo carneu out.
l'cro Andro will go thero with Kiel's rcmalus
within a few days. His body was Interred

y underneath tho scaffold. Ho prayed
almost continuously uunug iuo uigus,
using tho prayers of tho church, and
then again proving ex tempore In both
French and Kiigilsh. Ho directed a prayer
for his friends hi tho Unltod States, w boro
bo declared most of them wcro aud atraln
for his friends In Quebec. Ho proved for
his lawyers, spcaklugot their efforts In his
behalf, nnd of their going to Kngland for
lilm. 'l no aitcuuiiic priest toiu mm it was
bis duty to pray for bis enemies. Ho rc--
idled : "That Is so," and at ouco began to
pray in Jingiisu lor mo premier oi uunaua,
but in his supplication bo asked that tho
govcrnmuit might soon bo relieved from his
rule.

lllcl psrtook of a light repast nt 11
o'clock last night. Ho ato no breakfast
this morning, which caused lilm to show at
one tlmo somo signs of falntncss, but ho
afterward completely iceovercd from this
weakness, and It appeared to require no ef-

fort In mounting tlio ladder w bleu led to
tho attic of tho cuardbouso on his way to
tho scaffold.

Tbcro was barely a quiver as tho drop
fell, and Kiel's death was pronounced an
easy one.

iiiulug tho early hours oftho morning ho
gatbcicd up. all his papers whleh covered
his desk, embodying supposed visions bo
had seen and his prophesies, and asked tho
privilcgo of tbo officer of tho guard to de-

stroy them. Tliis was allowed him and
gathering them together ho carried them to
an open stove- iiro and thrust them In,
watching them until tbo llamcs bad de-

voured them. Ho then returned to his cell
mid his devotions.

The executioner of Kiel was a man named
Jack Henderson, who was a captlvo of
Kiel's in tbo rebellion of 18T0.

Kov. Charles H. McWilltams, who assisted
Father Andro In his attendanco upon Kiel
during his last hours, and.was a chussmato
of tho rebel at Montreal Collego in 1800,1s
II i m In tho belief that Klol was insauo, and
so expressed himself to tho representative!
cf tho Associated l'rcss In this
belief ho addressed a letter last Monday to
tho governor general of Canada citing his
firm couvlctlou, and saying that whilo bo
deemed Kiel a dangerous peisou, and
ono who should bo confined for
llfo, oxprcsscd tho view that
if tho sentenco of death was carried out his
blood would ho upon tho head of bis excel-
lency Lord Lansdowuo and bis lmmcdlato
ndvlscrs. He addressed a similar document
to Sir John A. Macdonald, primo minister
of Canada. Tho Itov. Mr. McWHllams has
in bis possession a series of letters written
by Kiel within tho past ten days, which
serves as a partial inuex co uis cuuriicier,
and bis clulin to being a patriot and like--v

Iso a piophct. Kiel's handwriting Is bold
and modoratcly regular.

All letters aro signed Louis "David"
Kiel, tho word David invariably being
quoted. Tbo following letter was wrltteu,
tho reverend gentleman said, wbllo Kiel
was laboring under excitement s

ItEfliKA Jail, Nov. V, 1683. l'or assisting to
nllelatotbo wrongs of my countrymen lam
to bo , but I will notxsay It. l'or having
ilouo nil I could to better tho condition of tlio
Xcoplo at largo as nn aboriginal, as au Ameri-
can, and as a prophet, will I loso my temporal
liter Louis IMwd Kiel.

Twenty minutes beforo ho went to tho
scaffold ho wrote tho following lu French,
of which a closo translation Is given.

Ho also rxcomnicndcd that
a universal wnlco bo adopted for marrlago
and funeral ceremonies, and strongly repre-
hended tbo practice now lu vogtio of each
s noKOguo having its own forms aud cere-
monies. In reference to tho readlnnof tho
bcrlptures, bo recommended that thoso por
dnns t,A flimliintpil from tho Pentateuch
which referred to certain subjects not lit to bo
read In publlo or placed In tho hands of chil-
dren.

TONQflN AND MADAGASCAR.

l'Ams, Nov. 10. Primo Mlulster Brlsson,
lu accordanco with tho programmo an-

nounced on Saturday, mado a statement In
tho chamber of deputies y of tbo In-

tentions of tbo covcrnmont. llo said tho
government would not hesltato to adopt
fresh measures of taxation, If It wcro neces
sary to cover ueucus in t'lonnauco depart-
ment arising from commercial depression
and military expenditures. Ho hoped tho
French protcctorato over Annam would
shortly show cood results, and permit tho
recall of a portion of tho French troops In
that country In tho coming spring. A resi-

dency general will bo established at Hue,
tho capital city, aud an administration
adopted for tho government of tho country
similar to that of Tunis. Tho cabinet
will shortly ask tho chamber to vote
fresh credits on accouut of Madagas-
car when tho government would furnish
further details thereon. Hcgardlng tho re-

ligious question, M. Brlssou siTd: "It ap-

pears certain that despite tbo attltudu of
tbo clergy a majority of Frenchmen do not
favor tho separation of church nnd state. It
is necessary that tho wholo question should
bo thoroughly discussed at tho noxt session
of tbo chambor. Mcanwhllo tho govern-
ment will Insist on tho clergy respecting
tho law and will support obligatory mili-

tary 6orvlco for all." Ho concluded ns fol-

lows: "Appearances Indlcato that all polit-
ical parties uphold Franco as a republic."

M. Brlsson said that tho cost of tho ox- -
edition to Tonqulu and Madagascar has

Eorno too onerously upon tho finances of
tho government, and it behooved Franco to
abandon her former policy, having, how-
ever, duo regard to tho national Interests
and the honor of the country. It was pro-
posed, therefore, to establish a system of
protection at IIuo which should radlato
throughout Annam and Tonqulu nud at
tho samo tlmo carefully avoid everything
that might lead to tho ovontual annexation
of thoso countries. was also lutended
to form an army consisting of Anuamcso
troops, paid by tho Mug of Anuam,
and of Touqulnese, paid tempora-
rily by France, to protect tho Tonqulu
frontier. Tho king of Annam would ad-

minister tho government of tbo wholo coun-
try under tho guldauco of the French resi-

dent.
With regard to Madagascar M. Brlsson

said tbo government recognized tlio fact
that tho present stato of affairs there could
not continue.
