Tlio Servians cap-
tured 1,000 prisoners.

Vienna, Nov. 17. l'rlnco Aloxandcr of
Ilulgarla has sent a nolo to tho powers, as
follows: "Bttljjarla, after espousing tho
Itoumellan causo, did her utmost to comply
with Ibo decision of tho nmhassnbors and
prevent agitation. Sbo sees now a Servian
Invasion without Scrvla sending through
the portc, tho only competent channel, an
ultimatum In conformity with In-
ternational law. Will Europe, who
Is anxious, and Turkey, who Is Jeal-
ous for tho Integrity of her empire, permit
Scrvla to Infrlngo on tho prlnclplo of that
Integrity on which they laid stress In tho
case of Ilulgarla under a clrcumstauco of
much less gravity? 'I ho powers know
vhenco tho aggression emanated. Bulgaria
ns a vassal Is unablo to dcclara war and
has addressed tho sultan directly on tho
matter without getting a reply. She has
ordered M. TzanolT, her special envoy at
Constantinople, to demand a reply from Said
l'asha, tho Turkish minister of foreign af-
fairs. Bulgaria has not violated tho

of Turkey, because Bulgaria and
lioitcrn Itoumella belong to Turkey, while
Scrvla Is an Independent state, and violates
tho Integrity of Turkey for territorial
aggrandizement at tho expense of Bulgaria
to satisfy Servian ambition and egotism.

Wo hold that
Judaism presents the highest conception of
theUoil Idea as taught In our holy Scriptures
nnd developed nnd spiritualised by tho Jewish
teachers In nccordaiico with tho moral nnd
philosophical progress nT their respective ftjes.
Wo maintain that Judaism preserved nnd de-
fended midst centennial struggles nnd trials
nnd under enforced Isolation tho Dad Idea ns
tho central religious truth Tor tho human race.

?. Wo rccognljo In tho lllhlo tho record or
tlio consecration of tho Jewish ocoplo to its
mission as priest of tlio one God, nnd vnluo It
as Iho most potent Instrument of religious and
moral Instlucl Ion. Wo hold that tho modem
discos cries of scientific researches lu tho do-

mains of naturo and hlstnryare not antago-
nistic lo tho doctrines or Judaism, tho lllhlo
icllccllng the prlmltlvo Ideas or Its own ago,
nnd nt times clothing Its conception of lilvlno
l'rotldcneo nnd Justice dealing with man In
miraculous narratives.
