IIo only sees in tho room what is
actually crawling and rioting lu his own
brain, l'.vcrv tlmo vou tako stroncr drink
you swallow theso maggots, and ovory tlmo
tho Imbiber of alcohol In any shape fools
vertigo or rheumatism or nausea, it is only
tlio jublico ot thoso maggots. Efforts aro
being mado for tho discovery of somo gcrml-cld- o

that cau kill tho parasites of alcohol-Is-

but tbo ouly thing that will ovor
tbcm Is nbstlucnco from alcohol aud
