EMBLEMS OP MOURNING-SCEN- ES AT

3rcnt Masses of l'ooplo Paying Horn
Uro Distinguished Visitor from
IVnslilngton and Kisowliero Congrcs-nlon- nl

Oftlclnla 111 In Church.

IswANAroi.18, Dec. 1, TIio mortal
of Thomas A. Hendricks, the fourth

Vico President of tlio United States to tlio
during Ills term of ofllco, were conveyed to
tlio tomli Tlio event was mado
mcmorablo In many respects by tlio pres-
ence- of a tremendous concourso of people
from All parts of tlio nation to witness tlio
simple rites which preceded their Interment.
The prcsago of Inclement woathor on tho
doy of his funeral which was given yester-
day was verified only to tlio extent of a
wintry leaden sky and a thick atmosphcro
during tho early hours, unusual to this lati-
tude. 'J ho sombcrncss of tho heavens was
reflected oven mora deeply In tho nppcar-nnc- o

of tbo city which witnessed tho develop-
ment of his career.

Uno of tho central points of attraction
for tho visiting multitude this morning was
tho modest homo of tholato Vico President,
on Tcnnessco street, a plain y brick
structure, facing tho etato capltol building,
now In process of construction. On tho
front door of tbo homo was a black rosette,
from which was pendant a strip of black
cropo, which constituted tho only outward
emblem of mourning. On tho etrcot In
front of tbo house gathered a largo but re-
spectable crowd, which grow In numbers ns
tho forenoon advanced.

and memorial Moral dcslgus wcronthand
everywhere. Over a largo painting of tho
dead Vico President In tho back part of tho
mansion was flung a soft drapery of whlto
Chlncso silk, and near it stood tlio splendid
banner presented during tho recent national
campaign, containing tho faces of Presi-
dent Cleveland and tbo deceased.

During 'tlio morning tho arrival of addi-
tional floral designs caused a clmngo In tho
arrangement In tho parlors. Perhaps tho
most thoughtful and touching trlbuto was
aslmplo wreath from tho llttlo village of
Fultonham, Ohio, whero 5lr. Hendricks
was born. It was placed on tho casket,
and alougstdo woro cast tho moro raro and

Iho interior of tho church and chancel
was brilliantly lighted. Instdo tho chancel,
lu addition to tho ofllclatlng clergy, wero
touted other clergy of the Protestant Epis-
copal church lu their robes.

When tlio casket hid boon
placed In front of tlio rhaneel rail the choir
saugtho anthem, "Lord, Let Mo Know the
End."

To
their left was seated tho committee from
tho Uultul States Sctnitg and Houso,
w taring Iluwlng sashes of white
over their light shoulders, closed
at the loft sldo with msettis
of black crape. Iu their roar wero tho ofll

ccrs of tbo Unllcd Stales army In full uni-

form. On tho north side of 'ho church
wero tho governors of tho states present
with their stalls, Tho bells of all churches
began tolling when tho remains were taken
from tho house, and continued their peal-
ing during tho rites and whllo tho pro-
cession was on Its long march to Crown
Hill Cemetery. There was very llttlo y

in tho movements of tho columns when
tlio peoplo who had composed tho church
audfenco had been assigned their carriages,
lis formation had been completed during
tho progress of tho services la tho catho-
dal. Tho column was prcccdod by n
mounted pollco escort, who wero followed
by tho Columbus barracks band and tho
Iflclinrdson Zouaves, who Immediately pre-
ceded tho hearse. Tho latter was drawn by
six black horses wearing tlio black

which noun the remains of oen. orant
to tho grave. On cither sldo of tho
hcarsowas a guard of tho Indianapolis
Light Infantry carrying their guns at tho
ficsltlon of "reverse arms."

Tho first division
was lu Hue ready for tho forward movement
when tho casket was carried from the
church. It was composed of stato military
companies marching Independently, all of-
ficers dismounted. Tlio Busch Zouaves of
St. Louis were tho only company nppoarlng
In tho lino from outsldo tho stato. Iu tho
second grand division, following tho hearso,
camo a carrlago containing Mrs, Hendricks,
Mrs. 8. W. Morgan, nnd Mrs. Fltihugh
Thornton. Tho succeeding twelvo carriages
contained relatives and near friends.

Hayes occupied tho noxt
carriage, nnu was followed in reg
ular orucr oy memoers or. mo
Cabinet, United Htatcs.senators and repre
sentatives, governors and stalls, United
States judiciary, States senators
and representatives, United States military
ofllccrs, stato ofllccrs of Indiana, folloVcd
by tlio presidents and faculties of universi-
ties and colleges, and mayors of cities aud
other civil officials.

Tho third division was composed of all
organizations. It was preceded

by tbo local n organizations,
followed by tho marching political tlubs
which had taken part In tho recent presi-
dential campaign.

Tho fourth division was mado up of local
organizations, including tho flro depart-
ment, with their steamers heavily draped.

Tho column took up its march at 12:18,
but its progress was rctardcdln tho business
district, owing to tho blockading crowds,
which outnumbered the moving column. It
proceeded slowly through

on Washington street, tho military organ-
izations attempting to march with their
company in front, but woro rcpoatedly com-
pelled to break into columns of fours and
move by tbo flank. Tlio carriages wero
drhcntlirco abreast. Tho movement was
slow, tho bands playing dirges, making tho
progress at times almost Imperceptible, un-
til tho column merged upon Meridian street,
n broad and very hnndsnmo avenue, leading
to tho cntranco to tho Crown HIU Ccmotery.

THE SCENES AT THE OnAVE

wero Iroprcsslvo, Thcro was no special re-
straint upon ndmittanco to tho cemetery,
ond several hundred persons had gathered
about tho gravo beforo tho funeral party
nrrlvcd. Iho body of tho procession had
disbanded after passing beyond tho city
limits, and only tbo military with tho
mounted escort entered tho cemetery.
Iho spaco reserved about the gravo had
only been defined by placing a lino of
plantsand cYcrgiccn twigs, which wasquito
sufficient to protect it from Intrusion,
Just beforo tho head of tho column camo
up Iho ciowd was ordorcd back still further,
to gtvo amplo room to tho friends who
wue ncslguid to tho sldo of the gravo from
whence tuo column approached. This or-
der wns cheerfully observed.

When Mrs. Hendricks, leaning upon tho
arm of Mr, Morgan, stepped upon tho
matting placed along tho grave, aud beforo
tbo casket was removed from tho hearse,
she paused to look down into the last rest-
ing placo of her dead. Then sho turned to
tho grnv o of her child, w hlch bad been
covtrcd with smllax and flowers nnd read
in letters of whito his baby name, "Moi-glc- ,"

and on tbo top of tho gravo on a
field of white, iu purplo letters, tho sen-
tenco : "And a three-fol-d chord shall not
bo broken." Tbo tender lovo which sho
discerned In this treatment of her treasure
by sympathetic friends seemed to glvo her
courage for tho last oidcal. Her glanco
then caught tho monument w Ith its drapery
of the national flag cm eloping a llfo-llk- o

portrait of her husband facing the gravo,
and sho turned with tlio bravery of heroism
to witness tho last rites.

Vv bile tho scrvlco was read tho congres-
sional committee, members of tho Cabinet,
and other distinguished visitors stood upou
tho other side of tho gravo. Tho words of
tlio clergy were now nnd then drowned by
tho sound of tho mlnuto gun, which Kept
firing until after tho Interment was over.
When tho cofllu had been lowered Into the
milt by tho four colored assistants of tho
undertaker Mrs. Hendricks and tho friends
of iho family passed by tho still open, but
not rcpcllant, giuvoandtookthclrcurrlagcs.
Thoptoplo vvbohad waited so respectfully
then flocked to tbo gravo to get it nearer
view. Tho military order "Forwurd
march I" started tho soldiers homoward,
tho carriages rolled away, and tho distin-
guished dead was left alone,

Tbo members of tlio Cabinet left on their
special tialn over tlio Baltimore and Ohio
road to

at 0 o'clock, departing almost Immediately
upon their return from tho cometory. Tho
Scnato aud House committees, accompanied
by the Supremo Court justices, left at tho
sumo hour In their special over tho Pennsyl-
vania road. Special trains left this city
over nil tho roads early iu tho evening,
carrjiug away tho greater poitlon of tho
visitors. A close railway estimate shows
that 80,000 peoplo arrived In tho city within
tho twelvo hours preceding tho funeral,
whieh taxed tho capacity of tho hotels be- -j

ond their natural limit.
Wlieu tho arrangements for tho interment

wero being perfected it was suggested that
a military guard should bo placed at tho
tomb, at least for a time. The directors of
Crown Hill Cemetery declared that this
would boiecdlcss, as their watchmon were
efficient against any posslblo vandalism.
This lew was also taken b tho family and
no special guard was placed over tho grave.
The death of Vico President Hendricks
lean's his widow In one scuso entirely nlouo
so fur as tho possession and keeping up of
their homestead In this city Is Involved. It
Ispiesumcd, however, that sho will for n
tluiomako her homo with tlio family of S.
