patcd and natural revival of tho revenue
lias been oppressed and retarded by tho un-

favorable business condition of thu country,
of which tho postal scrvlco Is a faithful In-

dicator. Tlio gratifying fact Is shown,
low over, by tho repoit, that our returning
piosperily Is marked by a gain of &iSO,OUU
in ILo i cvenuo of tlio latter half of tho Inst
venr over tho corresponding period of tho
jjictedlngycur.

Tlio diHtigo lntho weight of first-clas- s

matter which may bo carried fornslnglu
rato oi potmgc, mini a nan oinieo to an
cuncc, and thu i eduction by one-hal- f of tho
lalo of newspaper postngo which, uudcr
iceent legislation, begun with tho current
itnr, wiliimcrntoto restrain tho augmen-
tation of leeelpts which othcrvvlso might
hnto Icen expected, to such a degree tint
tbo sculo of expense may gain upon the
revenue nnd causo uu iucieascd dutlcleucy
to Lo shown nt Its closo. Yet utter uo loni:
period of reawakened prosperity, by proper
economy It Is confidently anticipated, til it
eveu tho present low rates, now ns favor-nll- o

ns any country nllonls, will bo
to sustain tho cost of tho scrvlco.

ThO operation of tbo l'ostolllco Depart-
ment Is for tbo convenience and bcnollt of
tLo people; and tho method by which they
pay tho charges of this useful arm of their
public service, so that it bo Just nnd Im-

partial, Is of less Importaiico to them than
ll.o economical expenditure of tho means
they provide for Its maintenance, and tho
duo Improvement of Its agencies, so that
they may enjoy Its highest usefulness.

A proper attention has been directed to
tho prevention of wasto or extravagance,
and good results appear from tho report to
have already been accomplished.

I approve' tbo recommendation of tho
rostmustcr llcnernl to reduce tho charges
en domestic money-order- s of five dollars
and less from eight to II vo ccuts. This
ehauco will mntcilallr nld thoso of our
people who most of nil avail themselves of
this Instrumentality, but to whom tho cle-

ment of cheapness Is of the greatest Im-

pel tnnce. With this reduction tho system
would still remain

Tho frco delivery system has been ex-

tended to l'J additional cities during tho
cnr, fiu ITS now enjoy Its conveniences.

lxpericnco has commended it to thoso who
cujoy lis benefits, nnd further enlargement
of Its facilities Is duo to other communities
to which it Is adapted. In tho cities vvbero
it has been established, taken together, the
local postngo exceeds Its maintenance by
nearly one million thrco hundred thousand
dollars. Tho limit to which this system is
now coullucd by law has been ucarly
icnchcd, and thu reasons given Justify its
extension, which Is proposed.

It was dccldod, with my approbation,
cftcr a sufllclcut exnmliiatlon, to bo

for tho rostofllco Department to
contract for carrjlng our foreign malls un-

der tho additional authority given by tho
lust Congress. Tho amount limited was In-

adequate to pay all within tbo purvldw of
tho law tho full lato of CO cents per mile,
nnd it would havo been unjust and unwise
to bnvo given it to somo nnd denied it to
others. Nor could contracts havo becu lot
under tho law to all at a rato to havo brought
tho aggrcgato within tho nppropilatlon,wlth-ou- t

such practical prearraugemcut of terms
ns would liavq violated it.

Tlio ruto of sea and inland postage, which
was piollcied tiudor anothcrstatuto, clearly
appeals to bo n fair compensation for tho
dtslrcd service, belnc thrco times the prlco
ncetssniy to secuio transportation by other
Mssels upon uny route, und much Loyond
the charges maifo to prlvato persons for ser-
vices not less burdensome

Seine or tho steamship companies, upon
tloiefusal of tbo Postmaster llcncraf to
ittcmpt, by tho means provided, tho dis-
tribution of tho sum npproprlated ns nn ex-
tra ci mpensntlon, withdrew tho services of
their vessels and thcicby occasioned slight
Inconvenience, thouch no considerable In-

jury, the malls having been dispatched by
other means.

Whatever may bo thought of tho policy
of sulsldlzlngnny lino of public couvcyanco
or travel, I oin satisfied that It should not
to tlrno undercover ofnn oxpcndltuio In-

cident tothu administration of ndepartmcut,
nrr should there bo any uncertainty us to
tho recipients of tho subsidy, or any discre-
tion left to nu cxotutlvo olllcer as to Its

Jfsuchglfts of thopubllcjnonoy
uiotobo madofor tbo purpose of aiding
any enterprise, in tlio supposed interest of
tho public, I cannot but think that tha
umount to bo paid, nnd the beneficiary,
might better bo determined by Congress
than In nuy other way,

I urn sat-
isfied that some progress may bo noted In
their condition ns a result of a prudent ad-
ministration of tho present laws and regula-
tions for their control,

liul It Is submitted ttiat thero Is a lack of
a fixed puiposo or policy on this subject,
which should bo supplied. It Is useless to
dilate upon tho wrongs of the Indians, and
r.s useless to indulge in tho hoartlcm ballot
that because their wrongs nro revenged In
theli own atrocious manner, therefore they
should Lo exterminated.

They oio within tho care of our covern- -
incut, and their rights are, or should bo,
protected from Invasion by tho most solemn
obligations. Tbcy mo properly enough
called tho wards of tho government; and It
should ho borne In mind that this guardliu-shi- p

Involves, on our part, offorts for tho
improvement of their condition and tho

ment of their rights. Thero 6cemi tp
lo general concurrence In tho proposition
that tho ultimate object of their treatment
should bo their civilization and citizenship.
bitted by these to keep pace In tho march of
progress with tho advanced civilization
liuuu, (uvtii, uiuj Mill luumij uootumtiiu nnu
tho mass of our population, assuming tho
responsibilities ami receiving tho protection
Incident to this condition,

The dlftlciilty appears to bo In tho selec-
tion of tho means to ho at prescut employed

. Our Indian population, exclusive ot thoso
'" Alaska, la reported nsnumhcrlng 2,10,000,
vcariy nil being located on lands set apart
'or their use and occupation, aggregating
over ono hundred and thlity-fou- r minimis
of acres. Theso lands nro Included lu tho
boundaries ot ono hundred nnd soventy-ou- o

reservations of different dimensions,
scattered in twenty-on- e states and tcrri-toile- s,

presenting grcnt variations In cliinato
and in tho kind and quality of their soils.
Among tbo Indians npon these several reser-
vations thero exist tho most marked differ-
ences lu natural traits and disposition aud
In their progress toward civilization. Whllo
eonie nro lasy, vicious, nud stupid, nttiora
aro industrious, peaceful, and Intelligent;
whllo a port on of them aro
olid Independent, und havo so far advaucod
lu civilization that they mako their own
laws, administered through ofllccra of their
own choice, and educate their children in
schools of their own establishment nnd
maintenance, others still retain, In squalor
aid dependence, almost tho savagery of
heir natural state.

In dealing with this question tho desires
manifested by of tho Indians should not bo
Ignored. IIeic,ogalu, woflud a groat diversi-
ty. With somo tbo tubal relation Is cherished
with the utmost tenacity, whllo Its hold
upon others Is considerably relaxed; tho
love of homo Is strong with, nil, and yet
there nro thoso whoso attachment ton par-
ticular locality Is by no means unyielding ;
the ownership of their lauds In severalty is
much desired hj some, while by others, and
sometimes by tho most civilized, such a
distilhutlon would bo bitterly opposed,

Tho variation of their wants, grow lug out
of and connected with tho character of their
several locations, should bo regarded.
Somo aro upon reservations mast fit for
grazing, hut without flocks or herds; and
seme, on arable land, havo no agricultural
Implements : w lillo somo ot tho reservations
aro doublo tlioslzo necessary to maintain tho
number of Indians now upon them, lu a few
cases perhaps, they should bo enlarged,

Add to nil tills tlio difference in tho ad-
ministration of tho agencies, Whllo tho
ennio duties nro devolved upon all, tho dis-

position of tho agents, nnd tho manner ot
their contact with tho Indians, liavo much
to do with their condition und welfnro,
Tho agent who porfuuctorlly performs his
duty and slothfully neglects nil oppor-
tunity to ndvnueo their moral and physlcnl
Improvement, and falls to inspire them with
n dcslro for better things, will accomplish
nothing In thodircctlon of their civilisation;
whllo he who fcols tho bunion ot mi impor-
tant trust, nnd bus nn interest In his work,
will, by consistent cxnmpto, firm jet

treatment, and nld
und encouragement, constantly lead thoso
under his charge toward tho light of their
enfranchisement.

Tho history of all tho progress which has
been mado lu tho civilization ot tho Indian,
I think will dlscloso tho fact, that tho

has been religious teaching, fol-
lowed by or nccompnnj Inc. secular educa-
tion, vAhilothe and pious
men and women who havo aided in this
good work by tholr independent ondoavor,
havo for their reword tbo boncflccut results
of their lnbor and tho consciousness of
Christian duty noil performed, their valu-
able services should bo fully acknowledged
by oil who, under tho law, nro charged with
Iho control und management of our ludlau
w nrds.

What has been said Indicates that In tho
present condition ot tlio Indians no attempt
(.hould bo mado to apply a fixed nnd un-
yielding plan of action to their varlod nud
varvlug needs audclicumstauccs,

Tlio Indian bureau, burdened as it Is with
their general oveislght nnd with tho details
of tho establishment, can hardly possess Itself
of tlio mlnuto phases of tho particular cases
needing treatment; and thus tho propriety
nf creating an Instrumentality auxiliary to
thoso already established for the caro ot tho
Indians suggests Itself,

This, plan contemplate tho selection of
persots for commissioners who nro inter-
ested lntho Indian question nnd who hivo
ptoctlenl Ideas upon tho subject ot their
ticntmciit.

Tho expeuso of the Indian bureau during
Iho Inst llecnl ear wes mora than Jel.BOO.OOO.
1 believe much of this expenditure might
bo saved under tho plan proposed; that Its
economical effect would ho Increased with
its continuance; that tho safety ot our fron-
tier settlers would b? subserved under It
operation, and that tho nation would bo
raved through Its I csulls from tho Imputa-
tion ot Inhumanity, injustice, nnd mis-
management.

In order to carry out ttio policy ot allot-
ment of Indian lauds In suvcrulty, when
deemed expedient, It will bo necessary to
havo survcj completed of tho reservations,
ond I hopo that provision will bo mado for
tho prosecution of this work.

In May of the present year n small por-
tion of tho Chlrlcnhua Apaches on tho
Whltn mountain reservation In Arizona,
left tho reservation ond committed n mini-- 1

e r ot murders and depredations upon
tcttleis lu that neighborhood, Though
prompt and energetic action was takou by
the military; tho renegades eluded capture
and etenped Into Mexico. Tho formation
of Ihe country through which theso Indian
passed, fhdr thorough acquaintance with
thu tame, Iho speed ot their cscapo, nnd tlio
mnnuer In which they scnttcrcd nnd con-
cealed themselves nmong tho mountains
near thu stcno of their outrages, put our
tohlleis at n great disadvantage lu their
cflott lo enpturo them, though tho expec-
tation Is still entertained that they will bo
ultimately taken and punished for their
crimes.

'Iho threatening and disorderly conduct
of tho Cliejennia lu tho Indian tcirltory
early last summer caused considerable alarm
niid uneasiness. Investigation proved that
their threatening nttltudo was duo In a groat
mrnsuro to tlio occupation of tho land of
I heir reservation by fmmensohcrdsot cattle,
which their owners claimed wcro rightfully
theto under ccrtalu lease mado by tho In-
dians. Such occupatlonappearliigiipon ex-
amination to bo unlawful, notwithstanding
theso leases, tha Intruders wcro ordered to
removo w lib thclrcattlo from tho land of
the Indians byKxeciitivcproclamatlou. Tho
enforcement of this proclamation had tho
effect of restoring peaco nnd order nmong
the Indians, and they aro now quiet and

lly an Incentive order Issued on Feb. 27,
lEtfj, by my predecessor, a portion of tho
tract of country In tho territory known ns
tho Old Winnebago and Crow Creek res-
et votlous was directed to bo restored to tho
public domain ond opened to settlement
under tho land laws of tho Uultcd States,
and n large number of persons entered upon
thoso lands. This action alarmed tho Sioux
Indians, who claimed tho territory as be-
longing to their reservation under tha
treaty ot 1HJ8. This claim was determined,
uftcr careful Investigation, to bo well
founded; nnd consequently tho I'.xccutlvo
order referred to was by proclamation of
April 17, 1W-- declared to bo Inoperative
aud of uo effect, and all person upon tho
laud wcro warned to leave This wnrnlug
ha been substantially compiled with.

Tho public domain had its origin In ces-

sions of laud by tho states to tho general
government. Iho llrst cession was mado
by tho stato ot Now York, nnd tho largest,
which In area exceeded all tho others, by
tho stato ot ATrglula. Tlio territory, tho
proprietorship of w blch beenmo thus vested
In tho general government, extended from
tho western lino ot Pennsylvania to tho
Mississippi river. Theso patriotic dona-
tions of tho stutcs wcro Incumbered with
no condition, except that they should bo
held nud used "for tho common benefit of
tbo United States." lly purchase, with tho
common fund ot nil tbo people, additions
wcro inedo to this domain '.uitll it extended
to tlio northern lino ot Mexico, tho I'uciflo
ocean, aud tho Polar sea, Tho original
trust, "forthocommonbenelltof tho United
Stater," attached to all. In thu execution ot
that ti list the policy of many homes, rather
than largo cstatcswas adopted by tho trovorn-incu- t.

That theso might no easily obtained,
ond Lo tho abodo of security aud content-
ment, thu law for their acquisition wore tow
cosily understood, and general In their char-
ade r. Hut tho pressure of local Interests,
ccmblncd with a speculative spirit, havo In
which marred tho harmony of tho general
inouy Instances procured tho passago of laws
plan, and Incumbered tho system with a
uiultltudo ot goncral and special enact-
ments, which render tho laud laws compli-
cated, subject tho titles to uncertainty, aud
Iho purchasers often to oppression and
wrong. Laws which wcro Intended for tho
"common benefit" havo been perverted so
that largo quantities ot land aro vesting In
sltiglo ownerships. From tho multltudo
ami character nt tho laws, this consoqiionco
ec cms incopablo of correction by mcro ad-
ministration.

It Is not for tho "common benefit of tlio
United Btatcs" thata largo area ot tho public
lends should bo acquired, directly orthrough
fraud, In tlio hands of a single Individual.
Tho nation's strength is in tho people Tho
nation' prosperity Is In their prosperity.
'I lio nation's glory Is In tho equality other
Justice Tho nation' perpetuity Is in tho
patriotism of nil her people Ifenco, a far
cb practicable, tho plan adopted In tho dis-
posal of tho public lands should havo in
view tho original policy, which oncouraged
many purchasers of theso lands for homos
nnd discouraged the massing of large areas.
Kxcluslvo of Alaska, about thrco-ll- f ths ot
thu national domain has been sold or sub-
jected to contract or grant. Of tho remain-
ing two-fift- n considerable portion Is
cither mountain or desert. A rapidly In-

creasing population create n growing de-
mand Tor homes, nnd tho accumulation of
wealth inspires an eager competition to ob-
tain tho public land for speculative pur-
poses. In too future this collision of In-

terests will bo more marked than In tho
post, and tha execution ot tho nation's
liust In behalf ot our Bottlers will ho more
difficult. I therefore commend to your at-
tention tho recommendations contained In
tho report ot tho Secretary ot tho Interior
with reference to tho repeal and modifica-
tion of ccitaln ot our land laws,

Tho nation has mndo pilncely grants nnd
subsidies lo a system ot railroad projected
us great national highway to connect tho
I'aelllo stntcs with tho cast, It has been
charged that theso donations from tho peo-pl- o

havo becu diverted to prlvuto gain nnd
corrupt uses, nud thus public Indignation
has been aroused nud suspicion engendered.
Our great nation doc not begrudge It
generosity, hut it abhors peculation and
fraud; nud tho favorablo regaid of our peo-

A number ot convic-
tion liavo been secured for unlawful cohab-
itation, ond In some coses nleas'of culltv
havo been entered nnd n slight punishment
Imposed, upon a protulso by tho accused
that they would not acalu offend against
tbo law.'nor advise, counsel, aid, or abet, lu
any way. It violation hy other.

Oho Utah commissioners express tbo
opinion, based upon such Information as
they uro oblo to obtain, that but few polyga-
mous marriages havo taken placo In tho'tcr-rllor-y

during tbo last jear. They further
report that whllo thero cannot bo found
upon tho registration lists of voters tho
nama of a man actually guilty of polygamy,
ond whllo none of that class uro holding
nfllco, yet nt tho last election In tho terri-
tory, nil tho officers elected except In ono
county, wcro men who, though not actually
living In thu practlcu of polygamy, sub-
scribe to tho doctrine ot polygamous a

ns n divine revelation nud n law unto
nil, higher nnd more binding upon the con-
science than nny hiimnii law, lncnl or
lintlonul. Thus Is tho strange spectacle
presented ot n community protected bv n
republican form ot government, to which
they on a allegiance, sustaining by their suf-ro-

ii prliiclnlo aud n bellot which sets at
iiaughtthat obligation of absolute obcdlcuco
to tho law of tho land, which lies at tho
foundation of republican Institutions.

Tho strength, tho perpetuity, and tho
dcstlnv ot tho nation rest upon our homes,
established by tho law ot (lod, guarded by
parental care, retaliated by parental au-
thority, nnd sanctified by parental love

Theso arc not tho homes of poljgamy.
Tho mothers nf our laud, who rule tho

nation ns tbcy mold tho characters aud
tho action ot their sous, llvo accord-n- g

to God's holy ordinances, nnd each, se-
cure nnd hoppy fn tho cxclustvo love ot tho
fnther of her children, sheds tho warm light
ot truo womnnuood, liupcrvcrtcd nnu un-
polluted, iqion nil within her puro nnd
wholesome family circle.

Theso nro not tho cheerless, crushed, nud
unwomanly mothers of polygamy.

Tho father of our families aro tho heat
citizens of tho republic. Wifo and children
niu tho sources of patriotism, und conjugal
nnd parental affection beget dovotlou to
tbo country. The man who,undeflIed with
Jural marrlago, la surrounded In tils singleIicmo with his wife and children, has a

stake in tho country which inspires him
with rccpcctfor Its laws nnd courage for
Its defense

Theso aro not tho father ot polygamous
famines.

Thero is nofcaturo ot this practlca, or tho
system which sanctions It, which is not op-
posed to all that is ot value lu our Institu-
tions,

Thero should bo no relaxation in tho firm
but Just execution of tbo law uovv In opera-
tion, and 1 should ho glad to approve such
further discreet legislation as will rid tho
country ot this blot upon Its fair fame

Since thopeoplo upholding polygamy In
our territories ore by immlgra
Hon from other lands, I recommend that a
law bo passed to prevent the Importation ot
Mormons Into tho country.

Tho agricultural interest nt tho country
demands Just recognition and liberal encour-
agement. It sustains with certainty and
unfalllmr strcmrth our nation's nrosncrltv bv
tha products of Its steady toll, and bears Its
full share ot tho burden of taxation without
complaint. Our agriculturists havo but
slight personal rcrcscntatlon In tho councils
of tho nation and aro generally content with
tho humbler duties of citizenship and will-
ing to trust to tlio bounty of nature for a
reword of their labor. Hut tho magnitude
and value of this industry Is appreciated
when tho statement la mado that of our total
annual exports more than s aro
tbo product ot agriculture, and of our
total population nearly ono-hn- nro exclu-
sively engaged In thatoccupatlon.

Tlio department of agriculture was ero-

ded for tho purposo ot acquiring and dif-
fusing nmong tho pcoplo useful Information
respecting tho subjects It has In chargo, and
aiding In tho cause of Intelligent aud pro-
gressiva farming, by tho collection of sta-

tistics, by testing the valtio and usefulness
of new seeds and plants, and distributing
such as aro found deshubla nmong agricul-
turists. This and other powers and duties
with which this department Ia Invested nro
of (bo utmost Importance, nnd If wisely
exercised must bo of great benefit to tho
country. Thu aim ot our beneficent gov-
ernment Is tho Improvement of tho pooplo
In every station, nud tho amelioration ot
their condition. Surely our agriculturists
should not ho neglected. Tho instrument-allt- y

established lu aid of tho farmers of tha
land should not only bo well equipped for
Iho accomplishment of its purposo, but
those for whoso bcnoflt It has been adopted
should bo encouraged to avail themselves
fully of Its advantage.

Tho prohibition of tlio Importation into
several countries ot ccitaln of our animals
and their products, based upon tho suspi-
cion that health Is endangered lu their uso
aud consumption, suggests tho ImporUnco
otsuch precaution for tho protection ot
our stock of all kinds against diioasod as
will disarm suspicion ot danger nud cause
tlio removal ot such an injurious prohibi-
tion.

If tholaws now In operation arclusiiniclciit
to accomplish this protection, I reeoiuuiond
their amendment to meet tho necessities of
the situation, aud I commend to tho consid-
eration of Congress tho suggestions con-
tained In tho report ot tho commissioner of
agriculture talculutcd to Incrcaso tho
voluo nnd efficiency of this department,

'Iho teport of iho civil sorvlco commis-
sion, which will bo submitted, contains an
account of tho manner In which tho civil
scrvlco law has been executed during Iho
last yenr, and much valuable Information
on this Important subject.

I am Inclined to think that thero I no
sentiment more trcncral lu tho mind ot tho

oi our country, man a conviction oi
ho correctness ot tho tirlucliilotinon which

tho law enforcing civil scrvlco reform Is
based. Iu It present condition tha law
regulates only a part of thu subordinate
public position throughout tha country
It applies tho test of fitness to applicants

rallies seem in uo ncccssiry, nnd win
long continue to exist; nor can It bo mm'
denied that thero nrulcgltlmato ad vantages,
not disconnected with olllco holding, which
follow paity supremacy. Whllo partisan-
ship continues bitter nud pronounced, und
supplies so much of motive to sentiment
nud action, It Is not fnlr to hold public offi-
cials, lu cluirge of Important trusts, respon-
sible for tho best result lu the performance
of their duties, nnd yet Insist that tlioy shall
rely. In confidential nnd Important places,
ui on the woik of thoso not only opposed to
them In political affiliation, but so steeped
lu partisan prcjudico nnd rancor Hint tlioy
havo nolo) nllty to their chiefs and no de-
sire for their success. Civil scrvlco reform
docs not exact this, nor docs It rcqulro that
thoso In subordluato positions who fall In
Jleldlng their beet scrvlco, or who aro In-

competent, should bo retained simply
they uro lu placo. Tho whining of a

clerk discharged for Indolence or Incompe-
tency, who, though ho gained hi place hy
the worst possible operation of tho spoil
svslem, suddenly discover that belsentl-tl.- d

to protection under tho sanction ot
civil sen Ico refot m, represent an Idea no
lets absurd than thoclamorof tho applicant
who claims the vacant position us Ins com-
pensation for Iho most questionable party
work.

Tho civil scrvlco law doc not prevent
tbodlschatgo ot tho Indolent or Incompe-
tent cleik, but It does prevent supplying
ins piaco wnn tno iiiiui paity woricer.
'I bus, In both theso phases, Is seen benefit
to tbo public service And tho people who
e'esho good government having secured
this statute, will not relinquish Its benefits
without protest. Nor nro tlioy unmindful
of tho fait that its full ndvnutngcs can only
bo gained through tho complete good faith
of thoso having Its execution In charge
And this they will Insist upon.

I recommend that tho salaries of tho civil
service commissioners bo Increased to a
sum raoro neatly commensurate to their Im-
portant duties.

It is a source ot considerable and not un-
natural discontent that uo adequate provis-
ion has yet been mndo for nccommodatlug
tbo principal library of tho government.
Of tho vast collection of books and pam-
phlets gathered at tho capital, numbering
some seven hundred thousand, excluslvo of
manuscripts, maps, nuu incjprouiicu ot tno
graphic nits, nlso of great volume ami
value, only about thrco hundred thousand
volumes, or less than half ot the collection,
ore provided with shelf room.

posit of books uudcr tho law relating to
copyright, mako manifest tho necessity ot
prompt action to lnsuie Its proper accom-
modation nud protection.

My attention ho been called to a
which "has niisen from tho con-

dition of tbo law relating to railroad facili-
ties in tho city of Washington, which ha
Involved tho commissioner In tho District
in much annoyance nnd trouble I bono
this difficulty will bo promptly settled by
nppioprlato legislation.

Tho commissioners represent that enough
of the revenues ot tho lHstrlct nro now on
deposit In tho trensury ot tho Uultcd States
to repay the sum advanced hy tho government
for scvicr Improvement under tho net of
June SO, 1884.

Tliis subject has repeatedly been considered
bv Congress, hut no rcsulthas becu reached,
Tha iceent lamontublo dcuth of tbo Vice
President, und vacancies at tho same tlmo
lu nil nlhcr offices tho incumbents ot which
might liumedlutoly oxcrclso tho function's ot
tbo presidential office, has caused public
anxiety, and a Just demand that a recur-
rence of such n condition of affairs should
not be permitted,

In conclusion, I commend to tlio who
caro and thoughtful attention ot Congress
Iho needs, thu welfare, and tho aspiration
of on Intelligent ami generous nation. To
subordluato tbesa to tho narrow advantages
of partisanship, or thu accomplishment of
selfish uluis, Is to vlnlnto tho peoplo's trust
nnd betray tho peoplo's interests. Hut nu
Individual senso of responsibility on tho
part of each of us, nnd u stern determina-
tion t a perform our duty well, must glvo
us placo among thoso who havo added in
their day and generation to tho glory and
prosperity of our beloved land.

clear. Hatred und Jealousy thus exercised,
n man of nny nationality whatever may
carry hi capital ot bruin, or money, or
both, into uny country, nud compete with
tlio sous of tho sollwltiioutlctorliiuilruiicu,
nnd without fear ot detrimental prejudice
History give numerous Illustrious exam-
ples of statesmen who, for depth of thought,
breudth of conception, loitlness ot their
scheme, nud eximuso of their philanthropic
patriotism, were fur lu advance of tho ngu
in which they lived, Of such wero Solon,
the (lrncelil,and Simon do Moutfort. First
sneered nt by their contemporaries ns more

islouorle or Utopian dreamer, nnd then re-

garded ns madmen nnd disturber ot tho
public weal, they generally (all ns martyr
to tho Jealous blindness of their rivals. To
posterity reverted tho honor of recognising
their turrit, their and
tho divinity of their sclf-s.ic-rl flee, and ot
assigning to them riches In tho temple of
fame, nud of wreathing their immortal
brows with Imperishable laurels.

Hut what shall bu the verdict ot both con-
temporaries and generations to come oil tho
statesman whoso obdurate Jealousy und nar-
row Iguornnco lead him to stand up lu tho
national houso of representative and pub-
licly throw obloquy on thu foreigner,

to deduce from tho fact that "ho
comes poor and leaves rich," that ho must
perforce bu a rogue. Who shall persuado
such a subtle logician that sophistry llku
this onlv defeat Its own purpose, nud
proves instead tho superior Intelligence, tho
greater Industry, nnd the steadier sobriety of
tho object ot his detraction. Another logi-

cal Induction produced an ovldeuco ot tho
foreigner's wile wos tho (act that ho gen-
erally succeeded In Intermarrying with tho
beet families (I), and hero ngalu tho saga-
cious orator only succeeded in ousting nu
Implied reproach on his own country-
women for their supposed lack ot percep-
tion nnd taste, at tho same tlmo triumph-
antly proving that tho hated forelcner pos-

sessed more graces whereby to wlu hi way
to tho heart of women.
