"Why ilo Women In Germany Make no
Demand for Suffrage!"' was tho text for an
nbloand exhaustive nddrcst delivered by
Mudum Clara Norman beforo tho Woman
Suffrage Convention Thursday. It Is given
below In full s

As I liavo often como beforo you n direct
ndvocoto of woman suffrORO and bnvo ex
tnessed my convictions nt various times
Ibnt woman's equality beforo tho law Is tho
next step to bo taken In American liberty, I
may bo allowed to swervo In tho be-

ginning from this specific themo and speale
to rou about woman's status In (lermauy.

'ilicro nro so many (lormaus In this coun-
try who nro cither Indifferent or opposed to
our reform that an exposition ot their early
training mar lead to a better understanding
of their peculiar aversions.

In understanding moro dcflnltclv whv
German women stand aloof, and what nrb
tho natural causes of their backwardness,
we In this country may gain a stronger con-
viction ot tho propriety, Importance, and
uecesslty of our reform. Circumstances
alter cases; our circumstances havo all been
favorablo to this grand agitation, while tho
position and developments of Germany have
been averse to It.

It has been my prlvllego this last year to
visit again tho old fatherland, to look with
tnaturcr Insight Into tho condition and

of German women. In using this
universal term German women I mean, of
course, only tho comparatively small class
of thinking, progressive women, who, 1 am
sorry to say, form In all countries, and es-
pecially In Germany, only a small percent-
age ot tho women ot tho country. Tho
nvcrago woman of every country Is not

li thoughtless, dull, apathetic.
Jlany of them aro Interested solely In tho
adornment ot their own persons, differing
lu degrco only from tho Indian sriuuw, who
paints and bedecks her body with bright
colors. Others tako prldo also lu tho adorn-
ment of their houses, which Is an Improve-
ment upon savago living, hut the greatest
number nro so absorbed In work, lu getting
their dally bread, that from them no Inter-
est lu new Ideas, In now modes ot thought.
In woman BUlTraeo can bo expected. And
It Is on account of this dullness and apathy
that wo must hold conventions, stir up tho
public mind, and daro not rest until we havo
tho majority on our side.

"Tho fow,''says Stuart Mill, "whoso Ideas,
If adopted by others, would bo au Improve-
ment on established practice, aro tho salt
ot tho earth. Without tho human lift)
would beconio a stagnant pool." Through
ngltatlou and education tho few becomo
many; and then tho few again go on to fur-
ther works and progress, lllght hero let
mo 6oy why tho woman question In Ger-
many Is not so far advunccd as It Is bore
In England.

llccauso public agitation Is considered
odious lu Germany, It Is condemned by
public opinion ami suppressed by tho state
authorities. Thocausoof this aversion to
public speaking and practical agitation Is
not dlfllcult to trace. It lies In tho pecu-
liarity of Germany's political development.
The German people, until of late, havo not
been noted for political Independence and
political sagacity. Their reputation was
that of being excellent scholars, artists;
steady, quiet, faithful workers.

'the characteristics, which aro developed
by national contest and party strlfo found
uo Held of action In Germany beforo tho
lato wars.

It Is only since tho martial spirit ot
and tho Kmpcror Wllhclm has

aroused and stimulated tho ambition
ot tho German pcoplo that political life has
becomo of paramount Importance. Hut de-
prived of nubile nuclides to cnlltrhteu men
and women, let us sco what means German
women havo employed to rid themselves of
tho thraldom of ages ot oppression; let us
us sco In what way they overcome tho
prejudices, tho wrotig conceptions of woman
and her sphere They bad to use different
tactics. They commenced at tho oppotito
end; lustcad of speaking about rights, they
took upon themselves larger duties; lu-

stcad of agitating In public, thoy worked
In prlvatc;by thoslow process of education,
by making women moro competent and
pecuniarily Independent they hope to ob-
tain their emancipation.

I concede tthat this Is a hard, laborious
way, and our 6lstcr workers need all
tho help and sympathy we, lu our advanced
position, can glvo to them. Inch by Inch
they havo to gain their ground, but this Is
tho German manner. They never Jump at
conclusions, but urrlvo thcro by a slow la-

borious roundabout way of reasoning. They
never accept facts on presentation; theso
facts havo to be tested from all sides, for
tho Germans aro born skeptics, and hypcr-crlca- l.

Another characteristic of theirs Is
their ovcrcau tlousucus. Thoy fear to run any
risks, and Just seo what great risks thoy
would run lu extending to women tho samo
privileges as to men. Who knows what
will becomo of It? May not men bo obliged
to tako caro of the babies, to stay at homo
and cook tho dinners, spend their evenings
In mending their clothes Instead ot sitting
lu tho barroom, beer saloon, or club houso
tmoklng their cieiirs and havlug u good
easy tlmo among "themselves. Just con-
sider all theso changes. Why tho wholo
creation would bo reversed, and man, hith-
erto tho lord of creation, would havo to
tako n rear scat In this great theater ot life.
This is actually tho fear ot those petty men
and women who cauuot look further than
their church steeple, who are so Indifferent
that they will tako no pains to gain aclearcr
Insight, and are too to listen
to truth and common sense, which would
free them from this bugbear. Septal privi-
leges fo women mean simply an extension
ot their present duties and opportunities,
to thoy can usa and develop all their God
given faculties and lunate qualities of
heart, of Intellect, and soul.

And whence comes this opposition to an
enlargement ot woman's sphere of action ?

It comes from thosu men whoso senso ot
stole duty Is circumscribed; being them-
selves unaspiring and unpatriotic In tho
tiuoscuso of this word, thoy cannot seo
why woman should not bo satlsllcd with
her limited sphere of action.

Show mo n man who Is Imbued with tho
truo icpubllcan spirit, whoso Instinct ot
freedom Is kceuly developed, who believes
lu tho sacrcdncss of human rights, and It
will take veiy llttlo to mako him a warm
defender and a zealous In
woman's enfranchisement. Most all the
men who havo aided our causo were cither
men ot superior minds, ot larger hearts, or
ot nobler charactcis; their keen Intellect
realized tho Importance; their high senso of
Justice and theirlovo forhumanlty, saw tho
ilghtcouiucss of ourdemand, Agood head
and strong beait lira essential to becomo a
good and truo woman suffragist. And It
ion hear a man or woman argulug against
It you may cither doubt the ono or tho
other. Tho principles upon which ourcauio
icstsaro Ihofo which every American born
youth ought to havo learned lu school ;
they aro based upon equity, universal Jus.
lice, civil i berlv. ami enuai minis. Ticro
Is no oxeuso for tho autagoulsm of tho
American-bor- n citizen to our reform,
Kltlicr universal euffrago Is wrong and has
Injured our growth, or It Is right and has
raado our nation what It Is today. Tho
Atnerlcau pcoplo on the whole aro so sure
ot Its benefits, and stand so Arm ou their
feet, that It can test Its soundness In the
further practlco ot woman suffrage.

This Is tho country for political experi-
ments. Wo havo tested many and have
succeeded, and wo will succeod again, for
Justice, this and supremo god-
dess. Is on our 6ldo. If unjust It wllfnot
And harbor for Itself or contlnuo to luvo
footlug In tho unlvorse; for Justlco was
ordained from tho foundation of tho world
and will last with tho woild.und longer,
And becauso wo trust so Implicitly to this
higher goddess, we aro not concerned It wo
should fall at llrst, for every great succoss
has been achieved through n scilcs ot fail-
ures. Wo mo not unhappv or moitlllcd If
wo mako mistakes. Tho Germans, ou tho
contrary, aro veiy fearful uud easily dis-
couraged. They do not enter upon any re-
form until they mo sure that they havo
chosen tho rlghl course. They do not caro
to mako n step forward until they are con-
vinced that they havo not to rotraco It again.
This has Its benefit only
In this, that whenever anything Is adopted,
and Is ran led through successfully and
ardently, there Is no Mich thing as failure

R If once begun. Since the year lSltt the re- -

foim work of tho German women has
steadily advanced, has gained larger Infill-enc- o

every year, and has shown tangible
remits.

Tho movement abroad Is restricted to
educational measures. Hut do not think,
friends, for n moment that the German re-

formers rest content with theso restrictions.
I havo met them personally, and I know from
their own expressions that they aro sad at
heart and often despondent; only necessity
could mako them submit to this onesided
reform. In that department, however, won-
derful progress has been achieved, In every
town Industrial schools have been estab-
lished, societies havo been formed for tho
asslstauco and encouragement ot women
workers ; philanthropic and benevolent
measures arc Instituted and Introduced by
and through women, and their activity Is
tcmarkablo when wo consider tho press-
ure under which they work.

new organizations spring up,
which show clearly that ecu tho German
woman docs no longer limit herself to her
homo sphere nlouc,lut gradually assumes
her rightful placo lu tho humanitarian work
going on outside, and which man can uo
longer master himself.

lint, though ho accepts her help, ho docs
notbcllcvo in tho compensation, and still
restricts her In everything but lu hatd, un-
remitting labor.

Tho German women do not enjoy tho
benefits and advantages our women do pos-
sess already, and jet tho most civilizing
work of our ago tho new method of edu-
cation expounded by Frocl.cl Is principally
lu the bauds of women. This new method
Is slowly working a revolution in tho school
room, and gives a new sanctity to tho holy
ofllcc of inothcihood and to tho responsibil-
ity of her position.

Although the facilities for public discus-
sion are very fccblo and few, the Inllucncc of
tho German women I havo every whero ob-

served. A distinguished woman lu Merlin,
who basn high admiration of what we are
doing here, said to mo; "Volt havo com-
menced to build the roof first. Wo begin
with tho foundations; lu tlmo wo shall
meet. Wo havo to learn from you and you
will have to adopt somo of our measures."

And so It Is. Whllo wo havo tho educational
measures and methods Germany possesses,
they lack tho Independence, the frco Insti-
tutions which have inailo us so powerful
and great, lint If Independence has mado
America so powerful and great, Is It not safe
to prophesy that a further extension ot It
will mako It still greater and more power-
ful? For, If llfo has a meaning at all, It
means progress, evolution, advancement.

America has from Its start been famous
for Its frco spirit, Its lovo for Innovation, its
adbcreuco to the principles of Justice. Will
you, then, nt this early date, go back upon
your traditions and say: "Thus far we havo
believed In freedom In suffrage, but wo no
longer havo faith In Its principles. Woman
must remain fettered, dependent, unrcpro-scntcdr- "

No; you cannot thus betray tho
sacred trust bequeathed to you by your
noble forefathers, who havo freed nod con-
quered this continent for you. No

American, no liberty-lovin- g man
con utter or think such thoughts. You will
open wide tho gates of American freedom
and ask your wives, your sisters, your
mothers to come In and take their placo at
your side, neither nbovo nor below, but
right beside you.

Tho difference, between the German and
the American Is simply this: That Ger-
mans believe In monarchlsm, In tho rulo ot
the emperors and l'rlnco lllsmarck, while
Americans believe lu the government of
al 1 the people, high or low, rich or poor.

You have confuted the blessings ot free
citizenship upon the negro; you Invite the
humblest, the lowest man to cast his vote,
you mako them feel that they nro sovereign
human Icings; you placo those men nbovo
tho most virtuous Intelligent women: vou
set them above your own daughters. Yes,
your own child, If boru a girl ou this frco
soil, Is not free, for sbo stands outsldo tho
pale of the constitution, sho and only she
Is deprived of bcr rightful heritage.

Oh sharoo upon the shortsightedness, tho
delinquency of American statesmen, who
will quietly look on and suffer such au In-

justice to exist. JSowbcro In tho world Is
woman 60 highly respected as In frco Amer-
ica, and nowhero docs sho feel so keenly
and deeply her degradation. Tho voto
you know It full well Is tho Insignia ot
power, of Influence, of position. Aud from
this position tho Arnerlcau woman Is still
ucearrcu.

Do you wonder at the low estimate ot
American politics? Tho exclusion ot women
means tho exclusion ot your best mcu.
Not beforo tho husband can tako his wife,
tho brother bis sister, tho father bis daugh-
ter to tbo primary meeting, to tho political
assembly, and to tho polls will ho himself
becomo interested and fulfill his duty as a
voter aud a citizen. At present ho must
see that bis neighbor who keeps tho grog-
shop deposits his opinion In the shape of a
vote, but his daughter and
bis accomplished wlfo havo uo such pre-
rogative. When ho realizes that the Influ-
ence of tbo meanest, dullest man lu tho
district Is moro potent than his, his own
Interest lacs, and ho turns his back upon a
system which Is In Itself so unjust, so Irra-

tional, aud so unwise. You will, uo doubt,
refer mo to tbo remonstrants who openly
dcclaro that they do not dcslro that
which by right and Justlco bclontrs to
tbcm,whu oppose It on tho ground that they
do not need to bo burdened with newdutles
and obligations. They would rather leave
these obligations In tho hands ot tho rum-tell-

and tho party schemer. They would
rather that the Ignorant emigrant, tho

negro, should govern the coun-
try thau that they should bo burdened with
the unlntcicstlng affairs of politics. I ask
you, friends, do these remonstrants repre-
sent the spirit of tho fathers of this coun-
try? Is their opposition In sympathy with
that noblest of documents, tho declaration
of Independence? They rather coincide,
with tho conservative German notion that
subordination to an established power Is n
normal and healthy stato ot existence. In
Germany tho remonstrants might bo appre-
ciated and understood; hero their action Is
simply unpardonable, out ot harmony with
tlio past, tho present, and tho future If
all women would adopt the views of the
remonstrants wo would surely rcturu to tho
stato ot barbarism out ot which we havo
slowly and gradually evolved.

Throughout the civilized world tho Idea of
head and mastership Is falling Into disre-
pute. Tho one-ma- n mle, tho man power In
tbo stato Is no longer accepted by thinking,
progressive minds. llatber do wo favor
the poet's Idea:
Two heads lu council two besldcstho heart)
Two In tho tangled business of the world,
'1'no lu the liberal olllccs of life;
Tho plummets drout, lor one to sotiud tho

ubybs
Of science and tbo secrets of tho mind,
And ever yw hero tho broad and bounteous earth
Should bear a doublo growth ofthosararo souls
Whoto thoughts enrich tho world.

If tho world Is to bo enriched by woman's
participation In public life, why then did
tho founders ot this republic mako uo pro-
vision In tho constitution they drow up?
llrcauso tbo tlmo for It had not come, tho
conditions were unfavorable, aud tho women
of that period mado no such demand. Iu
tbo early days of tbo republic the progres-
sive, thinking Women had other work to do;
they bad to encourage and nsslst their hus-
bands lu tho great strugglo for Independ-
ence; they had to enliven their spirits and
their courago to holdout during tho days
ofadveislty; besides thoy had to toll from
curly morn until lato ut eve, for tlicro wero
then no machinery, no such facilities for
doing tho work lu tho home, In the field, In
the factory. Then thcro was tho education
ot their children; without Kindergartens,
district i ehools, or nurses, the mother had
to do nil that licreclf. When and how
could she laid time to glvo expression to n
reform measuro so deep lu Its bearings, so
broad lu Its principle, so sweeping lu Its
changis.

A gieat amount ot luxury uud comfort
has to bo obtained before woman's emanci-
pation can bo thought of. With luxury
mid eomfoit woman gains tlmo for thought
and for reading, Civilization softens tho
manncisof man, and woman Icarus to as-
sert her rights and to mluglo her voleo with
tho voleo of men.

Iu thi military stago her Interposition
would hinder the objects to bo attained,
but lu the Industrial ago her sympathy, her
senso of right, her gentleness and kindness
ot heart nro necessary and essential for tho
good of the wholo. With tho decrease of
Flio coercive clement lu society tho porsua-- t

Ivo power of woman assumes n larger pro-

portion, To mako her persuasion sweet,
healthful, strong, sho miibt bo clothed with
the responsibility of her position, with full
and direct power for good, with the right
of her opinion, aud the freedom to express
it In public.

That eternal vlgllanco Is tho price ot
llbertj ,s ...most forgotten. And wo know
no other remedy thuu that otmaklm: woman
the nirtmr of man, not onlv In hU pleasure,
lu his v. rks, but also lu bin highest duty
toward the state. A Joint Interest of both
texes wlllievlvopolltlwfium the dearth In
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which it has fallen. It Is not good for man
to bo alone. Never was a truer word
spoken; ho remains barbarous when left to
hlmsclt. Tbo sentimentality ot woman 1

tho best offtet to tbo vulgarity of man-Loo-

ut tbo election farces, tho bad taste,
and tho coarso languago used, Listen to
tho speeches, nothing but words, phrases
to prick tho cars. If you want to hear truo
patriotism you havo tocomotothowoman's
Biiffrngo conventions, for hero It Is whero
tho eternal principles of Justlco and right-
eousness aro again expounded. And It Is
tbo success of our causo which will, In time,
mako American politics tho noblest occu-
pation of tbo noblest minds,

l'olltlcs, now tho occupation of scheming
egotistical, unprincipled men will becomo
tbo llfo work of morally Inspired men, and
women; of persons who will look upon
this occupation as being sacred, Intrusted
to thtm not for their own bencllt or ag-
grandizement, but for tho good aud tbo
welfare of the community. That politics
has n moral bearing upon the community,
and that the whnlonatlon will becomo con-
taminated If tho source from which It
draws Its llfo Is Impure this truism has to
be reiterated tlmo and again until It It dif-
fused ond understood by all tho voters
and alt the applicants. It Is high tlmo In-

deed that our best, our ablest men should
again tako part In public debate, lu Con-
gress, lu the state legislatures. It Is high
tlmo that clmroctcr, fitness, rapacity,
morality should bo considered lu tho eleva-
tion of nfllccrs.

Friends, of what concern Is It to the Im-
provement and welfare of tho people how
a man stands In his party; how much

bo .exerts: how many votes ho can
poll? Hut, nlas, these aro tho measures of
Ids ability, tho moro subtlo his character
tho better ho understands tho business of
treating and drinking; the moro friends ho
can make In tho barroom, In tbo slums, tho
surer Is ho to bo appointed and elected.
There Is no moro disgusting affair lu this
llfo than the manner aud methods by which
men arc ushered Into tho political arena.
No wonder that educated men keep away;
uo wonder that they feci an abhorrenco of
having their wives mixed up In such a
crowd. Hut will wo follow tho rough,
coarso ways and manners men havo Insti-
tuted and try to perpetuate? Will wo not
mako a clean sweep of all tho dirt and
filth that lias accumulated? Do you not
trust women with tho power and gift of
making alt theso places clean, healthful,
orderly, decently, and even beautiful?

What Is this continuous prattlo wo hear
so often repeated of woman's moral In-

fluence If sho cannot carry It with her
wherever sho goes? It icems to mo that
those who are so anxious that woman might
loso her peculiar attractiveness havo llttlo
faith In it. That which Is a part ot my own
nature I can never lose; lu fact, opportunity
will bring It forth moro distinctly and
beautifully. Tbo spirituality of woman is n
dlvlnoglft, and no earthly power can rob
her of this possession. American men may
boast that they possess wealth, Immense re-
sources, energy, and many worldly goods.
Hut, alas, they cannot boast of their honesty,
their Integrity, not even of their wisdom lu
thoso who represent their Interests.

Now, I am as good a republican as any
mau or woman born iu this country. I

lu freedom; I havo faith In democracy,
In our Institutions; faith In tho eovcrnment
of tho people, by tho people, and for tho
People. Hut I havo an equally strong faith
lu the aristocracy ot talent and tho aristoc-
racy of character. Mcu nro not equal In
theso uttrlbtites. Wo aro not born equal In
talent and ability, and wo must cboso our
representatives, our responsible ofllccrs,
fiom tho highest nrlstocracy. Woneed men
who are learned aud wise; who havo largo
si mpathles; who aro generous, and yet bare
tbo heart to 6ay no when duty demands It.
Keep up tbo inlschlovoui policy ot

of favoritism, of bribery, ot lobby-
ing ns it exists and In a hundred
yea is fiom now our republic must bo
doomed. No nation can prosper for any
length ot time which docs not consider
morality, strict conscientiousness, an In-

tegral part of tho body politic. No nation
can bo saved from ruin when tho voleo of
conscience Is stilled and tho claims ot honor
are Ignored.

Look to (icrmanv. Notwithstanding the
despotisms under which tbo pcoplo groan
and suffer, sco bow thoy prosper and gain
new laurels every year.

Do j ou know tho secret ot this seemingly
unwarranted success? It Is tho Integrity
und honesty which Is raado a rulo through-
out tho administration of tho government.
Ills tho scrutiny with which public ofllccrs
aro chosen, tho scvero task they nro put to,
tho rigidity mid soverlty of the discipline.

Tho emperor and tbo chancellor nllko
conform to tho strict dlsclpllno of their po-
sitions, and a high senso of duty directs all
their actions. Tho German believes yet In
tho old proverb: "Opportunity makes
thieves." Consequently tho state watches
closely over Its olllclals. Temptations aro
put out of their way,aud strict obcdlcnco Is
everywhere exacted. You probably havo
no faith In honesty so closely guarded. I
myself think not well of It, for wo lu
America do no longer believe In n military
regime, lu n brutalizing, coerclvo obedi-
ence.

Obedience, restraint, control thcro must
be In every government. In (lermauy tho
restraining power Is tho crown; I no police
In fice America. It must como through
tho power aud iullucuco of woman; It Is sho
who represents tho conservative clement lu
Iho state. Woman moro than man Is
ndantcd to conserve, to keep Intact that
which Is good and puro. It Is she who has
tho courage to ralso her voleo against that
which Is bad, pernicious, and destructive.
Look at our women suffragists, bow their
forces Increase with every year, how thoy
havo moused by their oxatuplo tho noblest
and purest women ot tho country, Aud
thus will our foremost women, when onco
In the porscsslou ot tho suffrage, uso all
rightful means to guldo and Instruct their
less apt and educated slstors to uso their
ballots nobly and well. Thoy will Inves-
tigate our present system and by their active
experience they will learn Its defects and
how to remedy them.

Thcro Is ono vast dlffercnco which ex-
plains tbo different nttltudo between Ger-
man and American women fully, The Ger-
man girl Is brought up from early child-
hood with tho Idea that she Is Inferior to
her brother. While she Is restrained Iu all
her movements and actions, ho Is frco to go
and travel about wherever bis fancy takes
him, whllo sho Is mado conscious all tho
while that she Is tho lesser of tho two. Sho
learns to rato his Importance constantly
higher, whllo his educational advantages
nro superior to hers. Tho gulf widens. For
him no sacrifice is too great to afford him
a thorough aud substantial education: tor
her the meicst trash Is good enough. Thus
habit, public opiulnn, Institutions all work
together to couvluco tho girl that sho Is by
nature designed to bo man's subordinate.

Tbo American girl receives different Im-
pressions, bho has everything better
than her brother. Whllo ho must go out
early to work and earn money, she Is In-

dulged lu all her whims aud fancies. Iu
many lustanccs sho has n better edu-
cation, longer jcars for study, and grows
up to find herself when sbo Is 'J I years ot
ago tho superior of her brother mid her male
friends.

Now tho distinction commences. Tho
state, tho law, steps lu aud says: "All your
training, your superior knowledge counts
for naught henceforth. You nro by statute,
by tho laws of tho United States, tho In-

ferior, tho subordinate of your brother ami
of every other man In the couutry. Ho and
thoy will decide for you In ever thing that
pertains to your happiness," You say you
nuvo no faith lu their Judgment; that they
cauuot represent your wishes uud your
Ideas, "Well, you may flatter, you may
bribe, you may coax, you may begullo them,
jou may uso threats, vou may uso your
sweetest smiles everything Is allowed and
pardonable. Ouly tho simple expression of
your couditilou candidly, openly at tho polls
wo must deny you, for this Is against the
letter of tho constitution, and ot the wishes
of Mrs. Grundy aud her host of admirers."

I ask you, friends, daro you bring such
flimsy arguments beforo tho tribunal of Jus-
tice? A gentleman, physician with whom
I spoke tho other day about tho woman
question, said to mo: " our demand Is Just
enough, but look bow bold our women aro
In comparison to your German women, how
pernicious tbelrductrlucs that women ought
to do tbo same woik us man, Look at the
homes of tbo wealthy, or even ot the largo
middle class: what shallowness aud nro- -

teuto among the women; how they shrink
f i oni the responsibility of motherhood; how
they spend their days lu Idle gossip, lu hol-
low iimust incuts; how they witsto their
bonis lu frivoltles; seo what extravagant,
unhallowed lives they lead!" Bad and truo
enough! For there Is no utlstocrucvso

us u moneyed aristocracy. 'Photo Is
in woman so dangerous us she who has
i.iivlUps uud no corresponding duties.

nothing so hniinful n&power
mid the gilts, mid powers of

our wealthy, well-to-d- women are wrong
fully directed,

They arocmploycd In thelntercst of vanity,
of worldly ambition, of public display, ot
tense gratification. And from whence arises
this misdirected ambition? Tho harm Is
caused by the falso standard man holds up
to woman. Would men no longer admire
the shallowness of such women they would
undoubtedly aim higher. Woman craves
for sympathy and admiration, nnd as long
as men bow beforo a beautiful, heartier
coquette, so long will wo havo them, On
the ono side man subordinates himself to
woman's whims and caprices, nnd on tho
other sldo sho Is made conscious nil tho
whllo ot her dependence and subordination
In all that pertains to the higher Interests
of life. And, whllo bo makes a Blava ot
her, she revenges herself and makes a slave
of him. Seo how theso women hold men
down to their own low level; for women
who have no blnher nsnlratloiis than their
own Immediate plcasuro will Induce men
iu uu mo same, lucre is an
Justlco that rules this world. For ovcry
wrong society permits to exist, socloty
must suffer. Look what fools men nro
mado of by foolish women; women who
were brought up with the Idea that they
must be ornamental, a beautiful toy for
man to play with. 8co how they turn
around and mako n toy ot him, an Instrument
to play upon at their leisure.

What wo ask In placo ot all this In-

dulgence Is simple Justice, a recognition of
woman's higher endowment, In giving
hcrhlghcrdutlcs to perform, nobler alms to
accomplish; lu making her a responsible
human being you will not onlv benefit her,
but regenerate tho manhood of America.

Woman's Influence upon man Is moro
potent than she herself fathoms, and when
tho law has clothed her with the regal
power of suffrago for this Is tho only regal
power In ourcouutry sho will devoto her-
self to tho sterner duties ot life, and, hand lu
hand with man, sbo will tear away the
parasitic form that seems to keep her up,
but drags bcr down.

To make our suffragists responsible,!) this
physician has done, lor the sins ot Ameri-
can women, Is simply atrocious. For It I

from theso that every reform for and
among woman has stattcd; It Is they who
search aud preach and provide simplicity,
purly, devotion, and who would gird nil
womanhood with tho armor of
and true womanliness.

What a snd spcctaclo our country would
represent If It were not for the moral inspira-
tion, tho ardor, tho enthusiasm, tho deep
abiding love for all that Is Just and puro
among our suffragists.

Tho examples of Mrs. Stanton, Miss An-
thony, Lucy Stone, Mrs. Howe, nnd others,
has collected n type of womanhood broader
lu their sympathies, grander In their nsplra-tlon- s,

nobler In their deeds than the most
heroic women of antiquity.

That such women havo to como before
tho public, beforo the legislatures aud pray
for such rights as aro freely given to every
unlnstructcd and unenlightened foreigner
is a burning shame, and reflects badly upon
the Intelligence, the righteousness of our
legislatures and our people.

If German women would petition, tho
German parliament would bo Justlllcd In
sajlng: "l'rcparo yourself and then como
ugalu, nnd wo will consider your claims."
Hut no such answer will do for American
women, for they aro often bettor prepared
than the malo voters, and tho nvcrago in-

telligence of woman stands on a par with
man.

Thus Justice, reason, common sense, tra
dltton,liihciltaucc all consplro together to
convlucu us that wo must movo onward
with American alacrity. Other nations
havo taken tho lend already, and yet tho
proclamation of man's rights a llttlo moro
than a hundred years ago created n uow
hopoand faith throughout tbo civilized
world. Mako that hope complcto In pro-
claiming tho rights of woman, and a civili-
zation such as tho world has never seen be-
foro will rlso on our horizon, aud wo may
then sing with the poet:

Hall! great republic of tbo world,
Which reared hercinplrolu the nest.
