Thoso
who uso (also books and Invoices will bo
gltd that this decision Is rendered, for they
may havo two sets of Invoices mado out,
ono (or tho usoot tho government, another
for their own books, and thcro will bo no
means of proving their falsity." Another
sold! "Since tho repeal of tho moiety act
thcro has been no seizure of books and
papers, but merchants havo been compelled
to produce them when necessary. Tho
law, as stated In tho recent deci-

sions, makes these uapcrs and
books prlvato property not liable
to be called (or by tho appraiser. It Is not
consistent with tho principles of a freo
country that a merchant's business should
bo upset by tho compulsory removal ot his
books and papors,ct the government must
havo somo means (or determining tho valuo
of dutlablo property. A specific duty
would be best."

At tho office of the appraiser It was said
that tho many decisions recently mado havo
so confused tho department that' It Is dllll-cu- lt

to say what Is to pay duty and what
not, how tho duty shall bo appraised, or by
what means. Hy the tlmo tho olllclals havo
becomo used lo this lost decision thoy say
another will bo mado upsetting tho wholo
thing.

valuo lu money. No pcoplo had ever
striven harder than tho people of tho south
to foster education, or had given raousv to
education with moro liberal band. Mr.
Call was utterly utiablo to seo the forco of
Iho nlco distinction attempted to bo drawn
by tho opponents ot this bill between money
In the treasury resulting from taxation and
money resulting from sales of nubile lands.
Over 5300,000.000 had been paid by tho peo-

ple ot the I'nltcd States for tho publlo do-

main, and by Iho proceeds of sales ot that
domain Iho general government had always
aided education In tho states. Mr. Call
recognized the constitutional power oftho
general government to aid tho states with
their own consent and tho constitutional
power of tho states to aid tho goncral gov-
ernment. Such aid had been recognized as
constitutional from the foundation of tho
government. Tho south was not without

Mr. Call said. Its people had
already taxed themselves lo tho utmost;
hut thero land was not a readily convertible
asset.

tion.
