The stockholders of tho Eleventh IJulld.

.leg Association at their annual meeting at
GoddartVg Hell, la Georgetown, Thursday
night camo to tho conclusion th.it the
financial condition ot their association was
In a most dcplorablo stato; that their money
bad disappeared without any accounta-
bility, As John V. Lumsdcn,'now of New
York, hut formerly of Georgetown, and
whoso namo figures In tho manipulation ot
stock to an extent amounting to over $30,-0C- 0,

was present, It was thought that somo
of the confused transactions would bo ex-
plained, and tho real status ot tho associa-
tion established. It ut when tbatgentlomaa
did come forward to make his statement
what ho said mystified matters mora than
before, and lead many to bcllovo that ho
knew moro about tho doubtful dealings In
shares In which bis namo had been used
than bo cared to tell. Ho had a remarkably
forgetful memory, which even did not per-
mit him to tell tho number of original
shares of stock taken out by him Individ-
ually, and as an explanation what ho said
entirely failed of Its purpose.

Immediately after win. Clabaugh, tho
president, hail called tho meeting to order
ho read n letter from Mr. Wm. King, who
had Iccn acting secretary. Ho stated that
It was Imposslblo for htm to furnish tho re-
port as promised. Whon bo assumed tho
duties ho thought It would bo but a short
time beforo tho secretary could relievo blm,
but his ryes wcro lu such a condition that
all hope must bo abandoned for tbo present,
lie said ho bad examined tho books and
found them In such a stato that It would bo
amost necessary to open now ones and run
up almost entirely now each Individual
account. In consequence of his Increased
prlvato business and an affection of tho
eyts ho bad been compelled to abandon tho
work. With tbo return of Ferdinand
King's sight ho thought much of tho con-
fusion lu tbo accounts might bo set right.

Mr. Jobn T. I.cetch wished to rnako an
explanation beforo any business was trans-
acted for tbo benefit of tho stockholders,
and then proceeded to show howtheflnanco
committee had examined tho accounts of
the secretary and treasurer.

Whtlo lu the midst of tils explanation the
president had taken up tho check book and
was engaged In running a pen' through his
signature to a number of blank checks In
tho book.

"I object to tho president tampering with
books wbllotlio association Is In session,"
sold Mr. Small, who discovered what tho
president was doing.

Mr. Goddard did not understand what
Mr. Small objected to.

"I object," said Mr. 8moll, "to tho presi-
dent marking out his namo to a number of
blank checks In tho book. I want the
books to stand as they aro."

"I thought 1 was doing right to do It,"
said Mr. Clabaugh.

"Then what did you sign them In blank
for," flrcd back Mr. QoJd ard.

"I don't think thcro bos been a prcsldont
of a building association In Gcergctown,"
replied Mr. Oiabaugb, "who did not do It
and havo to do It."

Mr. Lcctch, getting a chance to go ahead,
said that tho Unanco committee mado their
reports from the records as they found
them, but tho fact was tho books wero
changed after theso reports wcro made. Ho
showed how tbo association, In tho account
of J. W. Lumsdcn In 1883, hod been de-
frauded out of $3,400 by charges, and later,
In the sama manner, out ot $1,380.

"It strikes mo that this Is forgery," pat
In Mr. Clabaugh.

"I am not here," said Mr. Lcctch, "to
cay what it Is, but to stand by the roports
of the committers made."

Ho then took tho cheek book and showed
how J. W. Lumsdcn, by Ferdinand King,
trustee, had gotten out of tho association
$40,071,83, and with King's personal ac-
count, allowing for all which had been paid
In, tbo two accounts together wero short to
the association $31,000. If this money had
Iccn properly used, tho 373 shares of stock
now outstanding could bavo been can-
celed at this tlmo, with tho allowance
of S per ocnt. Tbo accounts of King and
Lumsdcn wero largely in arrears, not hav-
ing paid anything in slnco August, 1883,-bu- t

slnco that tlmo King bad bought
thousands of dollars of of shares.
In September, 18S4, King, as attorney,
paid In $750 to tho credit of Lums-
dcn, and the records showed that
slnco then ho has drawn checks through
King, as trustee, for oyer $13,000. Tho
commltteo had been asked why they had
not found out this troublo long ago, and
that could easily bo explained. When they
Inquired bow loans wero secured, they were
told by the secretary by stock lu other asso-
ciations. Tbo commltteo asked If this stock
was paid up, as they had no right to ex-
amine tbo books of another association, and
tho secretary, who was also secretary of tho
other association, would tell them that It
was all paid up.

"And not ono dollar ot tbo stock paid
for," Interjected Mr. Mclntyro.

"Who determined on the validity ot these
securities!" Inquired Mr. Goddard.

"That was tho work ot tho board ot di-
rectors," answered Mr. Lcctch.
."But who did It," said Mr. Goddard.
"Wo don't know wbodid it," replied Mr.

Lcctch.
"That $13,000," called out Mr. Lumsdcn,

"drawn Out In tho namo of John W. Lums-
dcn; what became ot it. Whcro did that
money go?"

"Walt until I get tbo check book and I
will tell you." quickly replied Mr. Lcetch.
(Ho got tho book.1 "1 And that on Jan, 31,
168-1- , a check to Ferdinand King, attorney
for J. W, Lumsden, for $350, was drawn
and paid. There are several others all liko
mis, ami an went wo same way."

"What was the indorsement on these
checks I" asked Mr. Lumsden,

"They tfro not hero to show," was tho
answer,

C, P. Williams inquired about tho caso ot
Miss Fannlo Lowry, and when bcr namo
first appeared ou tbo roll book, and was In-
formed In tho year 1833.

"How much money docs tho book show
that she got ?" ho asked.

"Two thousand two hundred and fifty
dollars, and that sho noverpald in but $00,"
eald Mr. Lcctch.

13, 1SS5, a letter was received by a gentle-
man in which Ferdinand King said that
"statements bavo appeared lu tbo dally
papers of this city with regard to Miss
Lowry's affairs in the Klovcnth Building
Association which aro, through somo mis-
take, entirely erroneous, oho has ten
sburcs In tho association, baa never received
any monoy in advauco, and has every month
since sho purchased her shares nromntlv
paid hor dues to tbo association."

Mr. Lcctch took tho books and showod
where Miss Lowry was charged with a loan
ill ?.,uu.
