Ibo subjects In tho meantime with
which thcro nominations Ivvero In somo
degrco connected, had undcrgono a full and
clnborato discussion lu tho Senate. Tho de-
cision, therefore, was well calculated to sat-!f- y

tho President (bat tho Senato entertained
decisive objections to tho confirmation of theso
four persons; and tho Journal, of which tho
rrcsldrut usuall) sees n copy, could not fall to
show thatcoch and ever) ono of them was re-
ject ctl by a clear majority ol tho wholo Senate.
Thopreclsochornctcrof tho objections taken
by each and every member of this majority,
or even tho general character of such objec-
tions, It would be prcsumptlous In the commit-
tee to attempt to ascertain. They cannot bo
expected to go Into prlrato conferenco with
members, ami lo Intcrrogato either Ihoso of tho
miijorlt or minority, upon this or nnv other
question, ns lo tho reasons of their votes. It
must bo obvious that, Irom tho constitution of
tho Senate, Irom tho manner of lis proceed-
ings, from tho absoluto right of every member
tovotoforor ngalnst particular nominations,
for rensons of his own, whether others concur
with blm In those rensons or not, tho grounds
of tho votes of Individual members can never
bo set forth, nor authentically known. The
commlttco ennnot undcrtalto any Inquiry Into
such grounds of Individual opinion, nor do
they know of nnj form In which tho Sonata
Itself, II It were so Inclined, could compel Indi-
viduals to stato tho reasons of their votes. Tho
committee, therefore, do not supposo It proper
for Iho Senate, by any proceedings to bo
adopted on Its part, to to set forth
tbo rensons of mombers for rejecting these

It Is enough that the Senate, lu tho exer-
cise or unquestionable constitutional right, has
refused Itsadvlco and consent to tho nomina-
tions This has been oniclnllyccrtlllodlotbo
President, and tbo commlttco think thcro Is no
ground for further inquiry.

Tho President disclaims, Indeed, In terms,
all right to Inqulro into tho reasons or tho Sen-
ato for rejecting any nomination, yet tho e

immediately undertakes to Infer, from
fuels and circumstances, what thoso reasons,
which Influenced the Senato In this case, must
hnvo been, and goes on to argue, much nt large,
ngnlnst tbo vnlldlty of such supposed reasons.
Tho committee lsot opinion that If, as tho Presi-
dent admits, ho cannot Inqulro Into tho reasons
of tbo bcnalo for refusing Its assent to nomina-
tions, it Is still moro clear that theso reasons
ennnot, with propriety, bo assumed and mado
subjects or comment.

Tbo President nets upon his own views of

satisfied in these particulars, tho President
submits his name to tho Senate, whero the
samo inquiries arise, and Us decision should be
presumed to be dictated by tho samo high

those which govcrutho President
In originating tbo nomination.

Tho commlttco do not deny that a right of
rcnomlnatlon exists, but they aro of opinion
that In very clear and strong caS3s only
should the Senate re verso decisions which it
has deliberately formed and olllclally com-
municated to tho President. In

to diplomatic appointments tho question
may ijcthups sometimes turn notou tbo illness
of tho person nominated, but ou tho propriety
of nny appointment, or or any such mission as
Is proposid. If new Information should bo
i:iv en, shedding now light sattirac.orv to the

Tbo Senate Immediately rejected tho
nomination, tho President promptly sent It
In n third time, and, for Ibe third time, tho
Senato again tcjected It, tho last tlmo by an
almost unanimous vote.

Almost simultaneously vv Ith tho foregoing
proceedings President Tyler met with al-

most Identical experience in the matter ot

Iho subsequent proceedings Intbocaso
of Mr. Ciishlng wero similar to thoso In tbo
enso 6t Henry A Wlso both vvcro tbrco
times nominated and three times rejected.

Vi lillo I can-
not recognlzo Ibis call, thus mado on Iho head
of a department, as consistent with tho comtl
tutlonal rights of the Senato when acting In Its
cxccutlvo capacity, which In such caso can
only properly hold correspondence with tho
President or tho I'nlted states, nevertheless,
from an anxious destro to lay beforo tbo Senate
nil such Information ns may bo necessary to
enable It u Uh full undemanding to act upon
any subject which mny bo beforo It, I here-
with transmit communications which havo
lioen made to mo b) tho Secretaries of W ar and
Navy Departments, In full answer to tho reso-
lution or the Senate.

Coming down to tho period of the John-
son Stanton Grant-Thom- Imbroglio, all of
tho records, public and confidential, havo
been carefully scanned, and tho material of
that time will bo extensively draw n upon.

Tho cxccutlvo records show that on Dec.
12, 1607, President Johnson ecut to tho Sen-
ate the following messago :

On the mh of August last I suspended Mr.
Stanton from the exercise of tho oillco of Sec-
retary of U nr, and on tho samo da) designated
(Jen Grant to act as Secretary or War ad In-

terim.
Accompnnjlng this messago wero copies

Mr. Stanton.

Illshop Mndo preached lu the Metropoli-
tan JI, E. Church yesterday morning
Kvcry scat In tho cdlflco vvas occurjlcd ami
a lorgo tiumbcr were unable to get admit-
tance becauso of tho crowd. Tho text ot
tho sermon was taken from tho Gospel ot
St. Peter, aud boro upon Christian belief.
If ho wero to ash each of tho members) of
the attdlenco present If they believed lu tho
Lord Jesus Christ It would not occasion
surprlso If the universal auswer would bo In
Iho affirmative. The truth vvas, there aro
some words In tho lllblc which are termed
Biblical or theological, since they illITer
quite materially In their apparent meaning.
Tho word "bellcvo" vvas a marked Instanco
of this. Man) pcoplo radically accept as
tho truth tho fact that Jesus Christ Is a
historic personage and that his deeds aud
words nio given us with substantial ac-
curacy. Yit they mav bo very Indifferent
to those words. The) bellovo Leiitise they
are compelled bv tbo law s or belief.

There vvcro others, however, who do not
only assent to theso facts, but take them as
n rule of guidance They not only be-
lieve what is recorded of Christ, hut they
do Infinite!) more, they embrace hint os
their personal Saviour. It wasavory pain-
ful fact that there aro man) In tho world
whose knowledge of Christ's name Is only
connected with a curse. Then there nro
many who know something ot Christ whoso
conceptions of his nature aro radically un-
sound. "Should not Unitarians," It vvvs
somitlmcs asked, "who aro professors ot
Ibe Christian rillglon, and cximpliry In
tliclr lives, bo admitted to full fellowship ,
In tho Methodist Church, and Invite 1 tu
speak In tho pulpit)" Tho speaker's an-
swer vv as the Unitarian's Christ was uot his
Christ.
