thie President of the United States consider
to be confidential and private communioa-
tions, when the Benato of the Unlted States
cannot, and that (s the pdvantagze that that
senulor has over the body of which be Is o
member; and that {8 the advantage which
the ndmintstration considers to be, as all
the Democratic senators do, I presame, an
undoubled sdvantige, Buot what the sena-
tor from Kentucky gets, it appoam the
Hepote cannot got.  What the Benate neked
for, and what it only asked for, was s re-
port of officlal papers and documents on
fie In the Departmunt of Justicg reapecting
the conduct and  moongoment of an ofMce
covering o perlod of time embracing six
months of a suspended oMeoer and  slx
months of the officer whom  we ary naked
to appoint—In order that the Benate might
eee how Lthis ofMee bod been managed by s
respective focoupants, whother money had
been embezzlod, whether false ndictments
bad been brought, and whether the oflloe
had, under both or elther of thoem, been
well or honestly administered."

IT it were true, My, £dmunds continued,
that Duskin bsd been u bad ofMeer, It was
of the Bighest importunce not only that the
Fenato, but the Hoose of Repreaontatives
should know b, ind what his misconduct
lad been. How nﬁ‘pnpar stating miscon-
iduet in a publle office could be m private
apd confidentin)  communleation which bo.
longed to the Presldent alone, Mr, Ed-
munds was quite unable to understand.

Mr, Beck sald he had not seen any paper
in the Attorney General’s office ralatiog to
Duphin, nor bad be ever asked 10 see one,
por had be ever spoken to the President
regard to Duskin. “And ns to my howpor
and my outh," eontioued Mr. Beck, I hope
It s oo sncred ns that of tho senator from
Vormont. If it was not at lesst ns good as
bis 1 would not have ns much reganl for
myrell as 1 bave now. I propose Lo stand
upon my Integrity as a man and & scnator;
