at first sight.

"Tho mechanics of any other class, might
bo Ignorant or neglectful of duty without
subjecting themselves or their omployors to
any danger or much Inaonvenlcueo, but

or neglect of duty on tho prt of
an engineer might at any tlmo result In
great destruction to life and property.

"Steam bollors arc," ho continued, "tho
most Important, in ray juugment, lor e,

lheyrcnulro constant caro and at-

tention, though whon In of careful
and Intelligent engineers aro pirfectly sifo
when well constructed; but when their
management falls Into tho hands of reck-
less and Ignorant men they becomo a sourco
of constant danger to their owners and tho
public. Any engineer who may offer to
take chargo of a boiler and cuglno ought to
bo a man ablo to show that ho fully under-
stands tho duties and responsibilities In-

volved, and not afcllow who simply knows
how to open or close a valvo. Tho
engineer should bo conversant with all
tho details of construction, use, and man-
agement of steam boilers and machinery.
Hut, abovo all, ho should bo a man of uoo.l
sound senso and Intelligence. Time, study,
and oxpcrlcnco Is necessary to nciiulro a
fund of Information thatrwlll qualify him,
If mialiricd will his Intclllgcnco bo appreol
atcd and his services bo rcuurucrated by
steam tiecra? Undoubtedly they will, as
thcrocctms to bo a steady and Increasing
demand for skilled workmen In Ihls cotin
try In every branch of mechanics, and lu
none moro so than In steam ctmlnccrlng.

, "Perhaps thcro may bo somo stoim users
wliodonot deslro tlio services of a goad,
competent engineer for tho reason that they
think lie might Intcrposo an Intelligent

perience and Intelligence aro of so much
valuo and Importance os In tho caro and

of steam boilers and ma-

chinery.
"My brethren, wo may rrcqucntly hear

lie assertion of steam users thatagreit
many engineers are lucapaule.tlicy forgetting
tho fact that tho samo thing might be eild
of tho members of any other trado or pro-

fession. Hut It can said, without fear of
contradiction, that engineers In general nro
as capablo and Intelligent as any other class
ofmcehanlLS. Even if tho abovo assertion
Is true that a great many engineers aro In-

capable It might bo pcrtlnont to tho ques-
tion to ask, Aro they wholly to blatno, or
noes somo 01 luo rcsponsiDiiity rest upon
tho ow ncrs of etcnm boilers and machinery
who havo been for jcars encouraging Ig-

norance and Incapacity by cmploiin,;
Incompetent men from motives of falsi)
cconouiv? Under such circumstances It is
not to bo wondered at that ngmtinmy
errors havo found their way into tho
business; but tho remedy for nearly all of
them Is within reach of tho engineers
themselves, moro particularly tho
joung men. They must edu-
cate themselves, so that their
opinions on all questions concerning steam
engineering will glvo nmplo evidence that
they fully understand tho principles and
practice of their profession; then their opin-
ions will command respect, and their ser-

vices bo correspondingly remunerated.
They must remember that ft Is uot tho trado
that elevates tho man, but It Is rather the
man that dignities tho pursuit or calling,
and that muscular power, though good In
Its place, is not tho essential requisite of an
mglnccr. Cultivation of the mind Is tho
first and important step toward cmluenco
In any trado or profession. Modern writers
on steam engineering seldom, if over, call
public attention to tho Importaueo of edu-
cation for tho engineer, progress in tho ac-

quirement of knowledgo connected with
their business has been very orodltablo
within tho past low jcars, yet thcro
remains ample room for Improvement on
tho part of both engineers aud emplojors,
and that a change tor tho hotter will soou
como there Is littlo reason to doubt. Im-

provements In boilers and machinery
moro ablo management, aud Intelli-

gent steam users nro beginning to sco that
the most Importautjossentlals tojthoeconom-lea- l

working of tho steam boiler and ma-

chinery aro care, skill, and Intelligence,
and tbeso qualifications will liberally repay
all tho money expended In securing them.

Tho bill transmitted
puts tho entire chargo of dcstltuto alien
Immigrants In tho caro of Immigration com-
missioners, appointed officers of tho United
States, and leaves thein in no state to tho
chargo of etato officers, to bo treated Indis-
criminately with other poor over whom tho
stato exercises supervision. If tho govern-
ment takes tho caro of alien Immigrants In
distress, It should not dlvldo that super-
vision with stato authorities."
