"Oath" tind lidmund llurlco.
In last Friday's letter from tho omniscient

and nblqultous correspondent to tho Cincin-
nati Enquirer appears a passago which will
be nowa to tho public. Writing about
scldlltz powders. Jay Gould, Fred Doug-
lass, labor, and Queen Victoria, Oath goes
Into English history as follows: "dladttono
has hitherto refused titles, In strong con-
tradistinction to Disraeli, who was tho
llrtllsh successor of llurko. Burko was a
bought man from tho commencement of his
career. Tho English bought him away
from bis own raco and pcoplo, and when
they had Involved him lu debt to an enor-
mous amount they used him to resist the
spirit of tho French rovoltltlon. A rhetor-
ical prostitute, ho possessed not ono trait of
Independence, and, atlas t,Rurkoremalnstho
high-wat- mark of tho literary Irishman,
wttuovcry opportunity to bo patriotic, yot
yielding to ovcry mercenary tempta-
tion." This Is such an extraordinary
imilctiTcmtnl of facts that ono scarcely
knows how to meet tho statement except
by publishing Itf our columns the cntlro
me oi tuo great statesman. Dlsraoll was
a successor of Burko In exactly tho same
senso that "Gatli" Is a successor ot Benja-
min Franklin; ho was nu English states-
man and camo later In tho order ot time
than Burke, just as "Gath" Is In somo way
connected with newspapers and lives about
a century after tho tlmo ot Franklin. Here
the parallel ceases, unless wo accopt tho
Welshman's argument about tho river In
Macedonand tho rh or In Monmouth, and
the salmons in both.

In every characteristic that goes to the
maklDg of a man no two men havo over
been moro diametrically opposed than
liurkcnml Disraeli. In prlvato Ufa Burko
was simple, grave, earnest, and sincere;
Disraeli was cynical, mysterious,
and contemptuous. As a statesman Burko
was learned, profound, passionate, and
reverential In nls respect for existing Insti-

tutions, wbllo tho man who "dished the
Whigs" was shallow and flippant, a great
phraso maker and defendorof paradoxes,
who prided himself upon tbo fact that ho
knew nothing about books, and whoso
strength such as It was consisted solely
In being ablo to play upon human naturo
as upon a flute.

Wo acknowledge that Disraeli was a man
ot genius, but It was tho gonlus ot Cagllos-tr-

wbllo Burko's was tho genius ot Aris-
totle. How did tho English pcoplo buy
Burko away from his own people! In no
other senso than tboy buy any otbor man,
bom In Ireland, who finds In England a
larger field and richer reward for tbo exer-
tion of great abilities; lu tho sense that all
tho great Irishmen who havo alornod tho
senate, tbo bench, tho bar, tho church, tho
army, tho navy, science, art, and lltcraturo
havo been bought; In tho senso that "Gath"
might bo sold to havo been bought If, alter
working for ten dollars a wook on a paper
In Ohio, bo should accept an offer ot flvo
hundred n week In New York! Ireland has
always been only too proud ot her sons who
havo legitimately distinguished themselves
In England or any other country, and no
Irishman that tho present writer overheard
of has accused Burko ot distinguishing
himself by illegitimate methods, or thoso
antagonistic to what he considered and
Burke's considerations wcro pot
formed at tbo best
interests ot his natlvo country.
"Dr. Johnson," said Boswell, "I hear peo
ple comparing Burko to Cicero." "Thoy
aro wrong, sir," said tho doitor. "They
should compare Cicero to Burke." Yet,
tho "Gath," In his scldlltz-powde- r

letter, dcscilbcs Burko as "u
rhetorical prostitute." Perhaps "Gath"
v, ould describe Johnson himself as somo
otberform of prostitute tho most con-

venient word In tho dictionary to fling at a
man when ono knows nothing about him
so wo shall tako another opinion upon
Burko. Rcfus Choate, writing to Charles
Sumner about an article ot tho latter to be
published In tho North American llcuicw,
said, "Bo suro and glvo Burko a hundred
pages. Remember that ho was the fourth
greatest Englishman; Shakcspearo first, Mil
ton eccond, Bacon third, Burko fourth."
Choate then went on to state the number ot
Peels, Macaulcys, Russells, Pitts, Foxes,
and others that might bo cut out of Burke,
leaving as much behind as "would mako a
greater man and statesman tban Fox and
Pitt put together;" 'and llufus Choate knew
as much about honor, morals, brains, char-
acter, nnd Irishmen as even tbo incompara-
ble "Oath."

But as wo aro on tho subject ot moral
character lot us have another witness In
Mr. Porko Godwin, who compares Webster
with Burke: "Webster possessed talent,
but Burko posscssod genius. Burke, there-
fore, was tho superior In Imagination, In
culture, In earnestness, and in moral tcnti-llliti- j.

A an ofator, Webster's
greatest defect was tho want of a thoroughly
profound moral sensibility" with much
moro to tho samo effect, And this is said
oi ine man wxiora wr, "uatu" cans a
rhetorical prostitute, yet surely Mr. Ood.
win Is as good a judge of morals and
patriotism as Mr. "Gath," and would not
havo shirked tho duty of a candid critic It
Burko had been as Ignoble a humbug as
Mr. "Gath" describes him, and as tho lineal
political ancestor of Disraeli ought to have
been.

One witness moro and wo shall havo fin-

ished with " Gath" and his omniscience for
the present; John Richard Green, In his
" History of tho English People" the most
liberal, critical, and Impartial ot EugltsU
histories writes "It was amid tho strlfo
with America that Adam Smith regenerated
our economical, Gibbon our historical, and
Burke our political literature." Yet It is
this man, bracketed with Adam Smith,
whom "Oath" describes as "not possessing
ono trait of Independence," us a "rhetorical
prostitute," as tho "British ancestor of
Disraeli."

"Gath" evidently derives his knowledge
ot Edmund Burko from somo man he met,
In tho strcot, as ho derived bis Information
about Fred. Douglass's spooch from a man
In a street car, and some oxcuso may bo ex-

tended for knowledge thus caught upon
tho wing. But, all allowances, made, tho
retort obvlons to such commenU as those of
Mr. "Oath" upon a colossus llko Edmund
Burke Is summed up In tho poet's reply to
Lord Lytton when posturing as a "Modern
Tlmon"; "Bo oil, you bandbox, let him
rest."

Iloxlo nnd the Tunnel,
Tbo subcommittee ou District appropria-

Hoxlos criticism upon tho management ot
tho waterworks tunnel and his alleged plan
tosavo several hundred thousand dollars In
tbo construction ot the samo.

Casey
and Cralghlll and Ma). Ludlow, ot tho
engineer corps, by dlroct examination, be-

sides obtaining oxprisalous of opinion from
somo other ofUcers of rank and oxperlenco.
Tho result has boon, as tbo Repuulioam
pointed out recently a total isola-
tion of Capt. IIoxlo and a universal con-

demnation ot his scheme
It could not havo been otherwise, because

he flew squarely In tho face of all tho re
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ceived knowledge, approved oxperlence,
end sound theory known to mining engin-
eering at largo. It Is really difficult to
comprehend how an officer of engineers of
nearly twenty years' standing, presumably
tenacious of bis professional reputation,
could havo committed hlmsolt to a achemo
to utterly Impracticable and untonabloas
that embodied In Capt. Uoxlo's letter to
Hon. Samvcl J. Randall.

It Is known that tho strictures ot somo
ot the distinguished officers called In con-
sultation by tho commlttco wcro very

upon Capt. Itoxlo's project, and tbo
comment In engineering circles la to tho
liTict that his professional reputation lias
suffered severely. Tho most Important ad-

vice given to tho commlttco was doubtlosj
that of Col. Thomas Lincoln Casey, who
stated that In his judgment tho only site
plan would bo to lino tho tunnel from end
to end and with a moro perfect and costly
system of masonry oven tban that proposed
by Maj. Lydccker. Col. Casoy'? sug-
gestion was that solid nlbblo masonry
should bo substituted for tho
packlDg contemplated In tho present plan.
It Is worth wbllo to noto that tho Now
York tunnel Is being lined throughout with
brick masonry which Is butted clear up to
tho walls of tho excavation, no packing ot
any kind being allowed.

It Is, in short, clearly apparent that tho
unvarying tendency of modern tunnel work
Is towards tho solldcst and most costly
modes ot construction Instead ot towards
tho "Cheap John" system. Somo englnoer
officers seem to imagine that It thoy can
evolvo a cheap plan for any public work
they wl'l thereby meet tbo vlows of Con-

gress Irrespective ot tho character or value
ot tbo thing when done. This Is particu-
larly true ot tho younger officers. Tho de-

liberation ot the commjttce has delayed tho
work now nearly three, months, whereby
considerable damage has rcsultod from cav-

ing In of portions ot tho rock besides re-

tarding tbo completion of tho work. It
would seem as If all posslblo objections
wcro exhausted, and unless somo now crank
should come to the front with a proposition
to pay tbo government something for tho
prlvllcgo of completing the tunnel wo o

tho necessary appropriation will now
bo made.
