That Jt was tho duty of society, through
tho agency of government, which Is the
creature of society, to enact nnd enforce
all laws which, wbllo protoctlng-tb- o Indi-
vidual In tho full possession and enjoyment
of his Inallonablo rights, would tend to
promote tho general wclfapj. Wbcnovor
that walfaro was Impaired or thrcatonod by
tny exlatlng or Impending ovll It was tho
duty of society to enact and onforce laws
io rcomci or ucsvoy that evil. No law
could promote tho general welfare that de-
prived au Individual ot aninallcnablo right
when tbat right was properly defined; but
society bad Inallcnablo rights as well as In-
dividuals.

Mr. Blair then proceeded at conalderablo
length to discuss tbo question somowbat
broadly. In Ita legitimate as well aa Its
economic and moral aspects. Concluding
his remarks, Mi. Blair said ho bad on this
occasion spoken partly as a Itepubllcan; but
bo did this only becauso ho believed that
thus did bo speak, most as an American nnd
most as a man, That party, with all its
faults with all its failures to reach Its
Ideals was tho groat agency which, under
God. had saved tbo republic. That party
would yet, from tho law of Its superior
being and unfinished mission, concentrate

Wo wore In the midst of depres-
sion, yet all pursuits must be laid uudor
contributlon.Bo tbat full dividends shall bo
declared by railroad companies on watered
stocks and fraudulent, bonds; grain, beef,
and pork might bo reduced ono-ha- lt In
price, yet thoro could bo no nbatement in
freight charged.

The strong arm of labor, Mr. Van Wyck
added, bad1 always protected tho nation In
tho day of peril. Thoro need be no fear to
tho republic from tho oreanlzatlon ot labor.
Tbo ranks of tbo Onion rmv hod boon re-
cruited from tho men who had been delving
In mines.

Mr. Stanford then addressed tho Senato
pn, tbo bill, It purported, ho sjibl, to
Lo anact to regulato commerce between
tbo states. Ho hod road It with n,
gooddcal of care, but 'did notilnd any-
thing In It that regulated commerce.
Lvcrj Jhlug In It waa ns to tho carrier only.
"Commerce" had a well defined meaning.
It meant trade, barter, Interchange of com-
modities matters with which tho carrier,
In tbo transaction of bis legitimate business,
bad no concern whatever. Ho therefore
thoucbt tho tltlo ot tho bill ought to bo
stead of being called "a bill to regulato
commerce') it should bo "a bill to rogulate
carriers." If It were n bill to regulate ship-
pers and owners, whose material tho carrier
moved, the tltlo would bo mora appropri-
ate.

It there was anything In this argument It
could not apply Cere In Comrrosa,, as Con-
gress had nothing whatever to do with cre-
ating was on
tlrclyby vlrtup ot stato laws, and uudcr.
tbuo. laws tho right ouly to operate within
tbo Jurisdiction of tbo state. Of courso.he
cxccpieu some i acjuo roaua.

It was pertinent to Inquire Into tha wis-

dom of this kind ot legislation, assuming
that tbo authority for It existed. Thcfrlgtit
of association was a natural ono, laud it
was tbo duty ot tbo national and stato
legislatures to aid tbat natural right; aud
that, ho contended, was what tbo legisla-
tion of tbo various states, In providing for
tbe Incorporation of railroad compmlca,
bad done. Tbo Incorporation was mado by
Individual Incorporators, as much so as a
peitpertbtp between Individuals was es-

tablished by tbo partners themselves. Tho
character ot railroad Investments
as compared with othera waa set,
fm tli by tho fact that states
could and did oxerclso tho ricbt ot emi-

nent domain In ordor that railroads might
bo constructed, Tbo stato could not oxer-
clso this right for tbo benefit ot tho rail-

roads. It only oxcrclsed It booauso tho In-

vestment was of that peculiarly benollclal
character to tho public that It might bo said
to be a public good. Tho rulo waa, more-
over, that the railroad companies must pay,
individuals deprived oi tuo control ot tueir
property under tbo right of eminent do-

main whatever might bo tho valuo of that
property.

Now, it tbo investment lu railroads was
so beneficial to tha public, why should not
tbo lnvutori bo permitted to reap tbo samo

Besides, Inasmuch as labor entered very
largely into tho construction ot railroads
and continued In their operation, any at
tempt on mo pari oi uongrcss vo ux mo
rates ot railroad compauloa tended to fix
the prlco of labor.

Further, In all theso efforts at regulation
Mr. Stanford fouud no protecttou to tho
lallroad companies, no guarantee against
Impairment of Income. It legislation In-

panies absolute lose. It the low rate for
Iho longer distance meant a reduction for
tho shorter, the carriers must submit to a
loss from tho usual rales on the ahortor dis-
tance, or elso abandon tho business at tbo
competing points.

Under the forco of competition carriers
wcro often compelled to tako business oyer
Ihelr roads long distances at a lower rate
than they would receive for shorter dis-
tances. No railroad company would do this
If tho rate to bo charged was a matter under
Ita control.

For this reason rates were often below thn
avera co coat of transportation, nn.l fridirht
of a low valuo la the market was often
moved at less than averogo cost. Low rales,
If they paid anything abavo tho direct ex-
penses consequent upon movement, aided
io sustain Uio railroads and better enabled
thcui to movo tbo traftlo at
points. Kalroad companies could not Ig-
nore Uio various circumstances that estab-
lished competition, much of which depended
upon tl;o geographical condition of tho.
country. Tbo shipper for a short dlstanco
waa not charged more, but tho ablppor for
a long distance was charged less, because
tbo carriers couM not help themscivos.

No legitimate cntcrpriso should bo dis-
couraged, least of all thoso that added most
to tho convenience and comfort ot tho poo-- ,
pie, ond to tho wealth, strength, and dig-
nity of tho nation.

guaranteed to euro all tho ills humanity la
lit Ir to and a great mauy more. Under the
benign influence of his cordial dead men
arose aud shattered humanity became whole.
To Intersperse Iho explanation ot these vir-
tues bo performed sleight of hand tricks
which made eyes and mouths open wldo
with astonishment.
