A Itemnrknble Letter.
The following has been received from tho

high Chlncso mandarin by
Blgnor Cclso r Moreno t

Tientsin, March 0. 1880 Jy Dear
Moreno: Your letter, dated Capltot Hill,
Washington, 23th Decombcr, 18S5, reached
mo alter our last overland courier had
started, so I was compelled to lay It asldo
till tho first steamer goes. I was very glad
to sco your handwriting again, and to llnd
jou still remember your old and truofrlond.

You would havo Interested mo tho mora
had you given mo an accouut ot your ovont-f-

llfo slnco wo ceased correspondence.
For my part, I had been abroad tho wholo
year of lbS3 first to Europe and afterward
to South America. I would havo extended
my journey to tho United States, whero I
had lots of friends to see, had I not been
summoned by cablo tolcgram to return to
China. Ou my return to tJhanghal I fouud
tho French difficulty still pcudlng, with no
prospect of Coming to a fair settlement.
Capitalists had commenced to call In their
rnonoy, and thero was a regular panic In
tho money market in Bhanghat and In tho
coast ports. (Ircat fear nrovallcd for tho
safety of thoCblncso merchants' fleet. Tho
steamship company lost its credit, and tho
tllrcctoishad to mortgaeo tho company's
godowns to frco themselves from lmmcdlato
embarrassment. You can form no Idea what
diniculty I had to keep tho company up
till It was transferred to tho Amcrlcau firm
of ltussell & Co.. after which I retired from
tho steamship company, hut I bad to square
up all tho old business, which took mo
twelvo months to do. I left Shanghai Juit
beforo tho season closed to como up to uko
chargo ot tho Chlncso Engineering and
Mining Company In China started, you
know, by myself. This company Is doing
well. It Is capablo of turning out 1,000
tons of coal a day, but wo havo limited tho
output to TC0 tons dally, soiling 400 toss
to tho country pcoplo and 800 tons to
Tientsin to supply tho and mer-
chant steamers and the arsenals.

doing back to 1883 1 must say I havo hod
so end of pleasure abroad, and especially In
your charming and classic Italy, cradlo of
great men and of groat things.

Now, comlog back to your letter, I noto
the of ourcouutrymon In tho
United States tho first Independent nation
In tho world. It was only tho other day a
long telegraph messagowas received at tho

n (ministry of foreign af-

fairs) In l'cklng, complaining of somo
ctrlous riots against tho Chlncso In tho
western states. Hut what can China do
when she, as you say, "Is surrounded with
enemies and no truo friends." Indeed, I
oprco with you that sho docs not know
"who aro her enemies and who nro' her
friends," and consequently apt "to rownrd
he r enemies and mistrust her friends." De-

cides, Jealousy takes a deeper root In China
than lu any othor country. Naturally
so when I seo everv one Is worklnir for him
self and not for his own country. Even
such an enlightened and groat man as
whoso name 1 need not to mcution, as you
know It too well ho hates to sco othorinon
taklngfa lead of any enterprise, lie likes
foreigners telling him that ho Is tho only
man of progress In China and giving him
full credit for everything great, bold, and
good dono In China. Ho Is that sort ot man
who Hkcs to Indorso other men's Ideas and
to claim tho full credit for himself it thoy
come out In flying colors a natural ambi-
tion for a great man.

ViAi havo traveled all over tho vast Chi-

nese emplro and cama In contact with most
eit tho prominent men of ours, and with
your keen observation of men and ot af-

fairs, you can judpo If my assertions arc
correct. I fear that our country
will not be ablo to mako Ita headway, so
long assucha stato ot things exist, and Jeal-
ous and selfish mcu aro at tho helm.

As you often, years ago, spoke aud wroto
to me about railroads in China, undoubtedly
you must have lately heard and read a good
deal on this subject, but tho present gov-
ernment havo inado up their mind to allow
no foreigners to havo any Interest lu tha
matter or to admit any foreign capital, and
its Chinese merchants and capitalists uro
going away from them Instead ot coming
near them, you aro ablo to judge for your-
self whether wc will havo railroads soon or
not.

I eo by your letter that you said soma
severe truths In regard to the missionaries
In China. 'While admitting that somo mis-

sionaries were really at tho bottom ot
and troubles to China and to tho

governments ot tholr native countries, yet,
nt tho sarnotl.no, I dlsagreo with you In
having taken hold of I lev. Chester

as a proper typo for all classes of
missionaries.

Many thanks for your promise to send
mo a conv of Your memoirs wlioii minted:
but I rather wished you would not glvo
mo too much credit for what I havo
done for my country for In China full
praise must not ha given to tho horse that
wins tho race, but to tlio man who keeps
tho stables. Tho nioro you say of mo tho
more contempt I will rccclvo from tholr
looks, and being vexed, they will look at
Its author with the same light. How Is
3 our trans-l'nclfl- c cablo enterprise!

I n m afraid I havo occupied too much ot
your time, and must therefore closo with
my best regards.

TIIK UMtT IUVOUCI5 CASE.

Snuiuel Jnokson Convicted of Ierjnry-
Ilnttlo Minor's Trial Itegun.

Tho trial ot Samuel Jackson, charged
with committing perjury la tho llelt

suit, was resumed In tho criminal
court yesterday morning, and closed about
noon with a verdict of conviction. Mr.
Henry Wise Oaructt was tho first wltnoss
examined, and identified a photograph as
una used at tbo sitting of tha commission,
and being a ptcturo ot Mrs. licit, also tho
ono showed to Jackson, and which Was tho
lady ho sworo to haying socn at Mrs.
Wysong's house.

W, 8. Hurley, formerly n lieutenant on
tho pollco force, and was In chargo of tho
precinct lu which 1700 I. street Is located, at
ono time, testified to Jackson coming to
blm and attempting to get an admission
from him that MrB. Wysong's houso was
uicrcpuiauio.

Mr. John M. Carson, ot
tbo Philadelphia Ltdycr, and residing at
1708 1, street, testified to being acquainted
with Mrs. Belt (Mrs. (lodfroy), and In 1870
ho thought sho lived at the Arlington, and
ha met her In connection with nor sister
and her brother-in-la- Congressman Wil-
lis. Mr. Carsou also know Airs. Wysong,
but bad no knowledge ot Mrs. Belt ever
having resided with her, Tho dcfcnlant's
counsel admitted that ho had no doubt
about tho houso being respectable.

Mrs. Wysong was examined for tho pur-
pose of showing that Mrs. Belt had novor
occupied rooms lu her houso, and with this
testimony tho government rested tha caso.

Mr. Shllllngton moved tho court to direct
tho Jury to return a verdict ot acquittal on
tho ground that tho testimony given beforo
tho commission was not material to tha
issuo being tried.

Tha cnuit declined to grant tho motion,
saviiiL-- that tho charco mado was that Mrs.
Belt was a dlssoltito woman and living In It
dlssoluto houso and, therefore, there was,
taken with tho other testimony, great
materiality In that given by tho defendant,
mora especially after tho effort mado by htm
to draw the lieutenant Into tho Job was con-
sidered.

Samuel Jackson, tho defendant, took tho
stand and admitted giving testimony beforo
tho commission. Ho said that ouo of

men cama up to him oua morn-
ing and asked It tho witness know where
Mrs. Wysong lived. Ho was then approach-
ed several times by Ferguson and Cunning-
ham, who represented that tho Wysong
houto was dlsrcputablo and that Mrs. Bolt
was ah Inmato of It. After this, ouo night,
he met who said ho wanted to
ptovo M rs. Wysong's house a bed house, and
that Ber;t. Burgess bad told him

that tho witness knew all ubout It,
anu ino witness ucmcu Knowinz anvimnir.

When Cunningham sent for him tho wit-
ness went dowu and testified beforo tho

and testified to just what Cun-
ningham told him to, hut did not bollevo
tbo story when ho testified to It. Ho only
went down and testified to catch Cunning-
ham, and find oat what tho man was doing.
This closed tho evidence

Bilct arguments were mado to tho jury,
who In seven minutes agreed ou a verdict
of "gull v as Indicted."

Notlct wao given ot n motion for a now
trial, and scntcucu was susponded. Tho
case ot Battle Minor, also Indicted for per-
jury given In tho Belt divorce suit, was
next called for trial, and a motion was
mado for contlnuanco on tho ground that
tbo testimony was almost Identical with that
given In tbo Jacksou case, and tha entire
panel ot Jurors had beard tho evtdcnco and
tho counsel did not think an Impartial
tilal could bo bad. As an additional ground
for It was desired to havo
tho ruling ot tho general term on tha ex-

ceptions taken la tho Jackson caso for
guidance.

Tho district attornoy resisted tbo motion
and tha court overruled It. Tho trial was
then entered upon and not concluded when
tho couit adjourned for tha day.

Mn. rnmiiRNT: My august sovereign, bis
majesty tho emperor of China, having rccallo.1
me, I have now tho honor to dollverto your
excellency n cony of tho Imperial edict sum
moning moio e;iuna. mj mission as n

has been made most sgrcoablo to mo by
tho cordial welcome and hospitality which I
havo met with on every hand. I doslro to ex-
press my slnccro thanks for this, and cspccl-all- y

for tlio unvarying kindness and courtesy
which I and the members of my legation havo
received from jour excellency, and tho hlgU
ointcrsof tbo United States government re-

siding hero. Thcso tokens or good will havo
given mo much pleasure, becauso or ray con-
viction that they were given to mo ns tho

emperor and trovernmont of
China, and that they Indicate n dcjlro to main-
tain tho ties or friendship existing betweou
China and the United Slates. This reeling Is
most earnestly reciprocated by tho govern-
ment ol China. And now lu taking my Dual
leave, permit me, Mr. President, to offer to
you my slnccro wishes for your health and
happiness, and for tho most abundant prosnor-tl- y

of tho great pcoplo over whom you preside.
Tbo rrcstdent replied!
Mn. Ministfh: It Is always n sourco of rcgrat

when tho klndlyoltlclal and personal relations
which havo grown up between this govern-
ment and tho representative of a friendly sov-
ereign aro turned Into n now channel by his
retirement. But tho regret I feel In receiving
from your bauds the Imperial edict summon-
ing you back to China, and lu bidding you
farewell, Is msdo deeper by tho recollection or
your high personal qualities and tho unvary-
ing spirit of courtesy aud good will you havo
infused Into the relations between your mis-
sion and this government.

Tho vast dlstanco that separates China from
tho United Slates, together with tho remark-abl- o

diversities In language, laws.cus'oms.nnd
traditions or tlio two governments and tholr
people, havo not unnaturally mado It moro
inmi usuaiiyaiiiicuii 10 create aim maintain as
all times that clear, mutual good understand-
ing to essential In International Intercourse
And no cue moro than yourself Uas recognized
the fact, or sought moru faithfully toovurcomo
tho dlfllcultlcs which havo grown out of raco
Jealousy and tho conipMllloas and rlvalrlosof
labor. I recognize aud thank you for lourearnest cflbrts to crcalo that good feeling be-
tween your country and my own, which I
trust will contlnuo to bear Its good fruits to
both nationalities.

When you return to your own shore, accom-
panied by tho most cordial respect and sympa-
thy or ihoso who havo known you during your
stay with us, I beg that you will assuruyour
sovereign, and cause your
to know, that I and my constitutional advisors
truly represent tho great body of our country-
men in professing tho most cordial and friendly
sentiments toward China, a'ld doslro to

reliances toumutually
satisfactory and beneficent end.

Tlio Caso nf dipt. Ilawgnto.
Representative Anderson, of Ohio, yester-

day submitted to tho Houso tho rcport.of
tho commlttco on expenditures In tho War
Department as to alleged Illegal and un-

authorized expenditure of monoy by tho
cblel signal officer.

Tbo rcnort savs that tho commlttco find
that whllo the signal scrvlco was created
for certain purposes named, tho law has
always been silent as to tho manner ot
conducting tho details of tbo operations In
(his branch of tho servlco and tha legisla-
tion requiring tho duties named to bo per-
formed Is and lias been so meager and em-
braced In such general terms that many
disputes havo arisen In construing them.

Tho commlttco find that In attempting to
secure tho object of tho law, to wit! "To
furnish an accurato forecast of tho
weather," it became necessary for tho chief
signal olllcor to establish and put la mo-

tion, without precedent or guide, n system
inaunvoivcu no email lauor. iuo com-
mlttco are unanimously ot opinion that
whatever construction may havo bcou given
to tbo laws, that they wero mado In good
faith with the view of reaching tho end In-

tended by Congress. Whllo tho commlttco
do uot concur In tho constructions given to
many ot the statutes, nor llnd lu tho letter
ot tho law authority for all tho expendi-
tures made,- and whllo ot oplnlou that
proper economy has not always boon ob-

served, yet It Is unable to find uny Instanco
whero thero was a corrupt or fraudulent
misapplication ot tho public moneys.

Tho commlttco except from the foregoing
statement about $.200,000 expended by Capt.
Howgatc, of which It declines to talto
cognizance for tho reason that tho wholo
matter Is under tha Jurisdiction of tho

of Justice
Tbo commltteo concludes Us report with

a recommendation that additional legisla-
tion bo enacted mora fully defining tho
duties and prescribing tho scopo ot tha sig-

nal service, and thus prevent tho extrava-f;anc- o

nnd erroneous construction ot tho
In tho future. It Is especially recom-

mended that there ha somo legislation
moro definitely epcclfvlug tbo manner of
presenting and verifying tha accounts of
mo signal service.
