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READY FOR A "LOCKOUT,'

THE TEST OF TIIK "EIOlIT-nOUIl- " MJLE

Tlio Men to Ittport for TTork This
Mornlnn Not (o Strike, lint Ila

Loclted Out" About 0,000 District
Workmen Interested The Jllovoment
In Other Cities.

Saturday night found many ot tho work-lngm-

lu tho District "locked out." This
was accepted by them as a matter of course.
When told by tholr bosses that they need
not return to work unless on a ten-ho-

basis tboy wero not surprised. Tho
Carpenters' Union held a meeting Saturday
night at Grand Army Hall, Seventh and I.
streets, that was attended by nearly 500
men. and resolved, It Is said, to hold out.

Wborevcr worklngmcn wero seen yestor-ds- y

they wero found to bo talking In a joy-
ous and oxpectant tono. Thoy aro deter-
mined to bavo eight hours or nono. No
compromise will bo heard by them. Tbey
deny that they aro on a strlko. Thoy aro
willing to work. To-da- all of them will
go to their shops as usual, and they will
ask, "Aro wo to get eight hours!"

If a refusal Is given them thoy will quietly
leave It then tbey aro torpult work, ft
will bo because tbo bosses aunounco a
"lock out." Tboy will go to work at 7:30
a. m., and quit at 4 p.m., It thoy are al-
lowed tbo eight-hou- r rale. They will not
Interfere with any man who endeavors to
got work under the ten-ho- law. Tho ob-
servation committees of tho various trades
bavo reported to their assemblies thatwhllo
a great number ot inon might bo found
to tako tbo places ot the men "locked
out;" tboy could not fill tho places on ac-
count ottbelr Indifferent workmanship, and
tho bosses would not hold them very long.
Tbo worlclngoien nro awaro that tho best
mechanics aro connected with tho unions,
and therefore feci assured that tho
"bosses' " ultlniatlms will fall. Tho n

havo canvassed tho matter ot Iho
"lockout" for tho past two months, and la
their meetings havo discussed the difficul-
ties that thov would bo confronted with to
day. Tbey wero counseled to provldo for
themselves against contingencies. In many
Instances they bavo complied with tho
warning, nnu not a low or mora navo savcu
money. Should tho strlko last, tho assist-
ance fund will bo used. It It comes to n
pinch, married men can bo given $9 nnd
slnglo men $0 per week to llvo on. Ar-
rangements havo boon mado with outatdo
organizations to lend a bolplng hand.
Cities where tho eight-hou- r rulo Is in forco
can bo depended on to bcln.

Last nljtht tho workingmcu felt very
much encouraged from tho reports that
they received. Tho Plumbers' Association
met at headquarters, and several reports
wero mado ot bosses who made known
their Intentions to glvo eight hours. Tho
brlckloycrs aro greatly rejoiced over tholr
successes. Nearly all tbo bosses havo
agreed to trrant tho demand. Last night It
was found that only thrco bosses held out
against tho rule.

Tho following boss bricklayers havo
granted their employes eight hours : Rich-
ard Collins, Robert Collins. Clssol! A Rol-
lins. Sbugruo t llodler, Llttlo, Knight
& rumpbreva.John Lloyd, Wm. Wilson,
Joseph Collins, Joseph Flcrson, John
Miller, Wm. King, John W. Lynch & Co.,
Geo. O. Cook, Dover Grace, Bright & Dob-so- n,

and others whoso names could not be
learned.

Flannery llros., mnrblo cuttors, opposlto
Uiocapltol, Saturday afternoon announced
to their workmen that tholr shop would bo
known as an eight-hou- r shop. Rousing
cheers followed this announcement and
tho building was decorated In honor of tho
event.

Mr. Thomas 8. Dcnbam, chairman of tbo
cxccutlvo committee ot the' trades unions,
stated to a reporter that each assembly has
rented rooms for their committees. They
havo also ordered their members not to go
to any saloons not to congrcgato on
corners, not to offer any Insults to builders
or cmplo) crs. If any member Is found or
reported doing such things tho matter Is to
bo brought immediately before tho arbitra-
tion commlttco of bis assembly.

Ho further said Uttt ho would not Insult
his men with such a manner ot doing
things. Tho organizations havo warnod all
the trades unions over tbo wholo country
not to come to Washington, and in return tho
Washington men bavo been warned not to
seek work elsewhere. Tho bossos further
remarked, Mr. Donliam stated, that thoy
had hopes of whipping tho carponters Into
subjection. To-da- 800 bricklayers go to
work, and moro would do likewise It there
wero bricks enough to lie had of the manu-
facturers. The tight Is altogether to bo mado'
on tho building trades, lie did not think
that tbo lockout would lest longer than ton
doys. probably not a week.

"1 hero aro no communists In our ranks,"
said Mr. Dcnbam, with emphasis, "and I
tell you frankly that wo will not have such
a class of men with us. Wo aro deter-
mined to havo law and order, and so that
our men confine their actions within tho
bounds ot tho law. Wo want tho public
sympathy. Wo nearly all havo families aud
property, and It Is to our Interest to put
down any trouble, as wo might bo the suf-
ferers ourselves, as well as tho men who

Wo Intend to show tho citizens
of Washington and tho country that wo aro
willing to work, bat that tho bosses will uot
let us!"

"Havo any overtures been made to you
by tbo master builders?"

"All tho master builders bavo, within tbe
past two weeks, mado offers of compro
mise, come at niuo nours, witu tuo prosonr,
pay, others with Increase ot pay at nlno and
ten hours."

"What aro tho rates of pay wanted at
eight hours!"

""They aro as follows; Painters, $3 per
day; carpenters, $3; brt klayers, $1.50: tin- -

ncrs, 3; plasterers, S3; plumbers, $3,0;
stone rubbers, $3, and hod carriers, $3.

Tbo Dumber' Unlou has adoptod a
measure, which It Is thought by its mem-
bers will bo a forcible luducomct to master
plumbers to yield to tbo cuforcement of the
eight-hou- r 'rule. It Is that all plumbers
who shall resist tbo rulo and lockout tholr
men shall, on reinstating them, pay them
for all tlmo lost during the lock out, and
until this Is guaranteed tbo men will rctusoi
to return tohclr work.

Thon
each trade, ho said, had tholr man em-
ployed to look out forthelrlntcrcsts.each ot
whom gets 90 n week, and It was to their
Interest to agitate. Ha bad received no
complaints from bis men, somo ot whom
bed told htm they had tiocn forced Into tho
union. Tho movement to his mind svas a
conspiracy, as tho deliberations of tbo
unions were secret, and tho builders woro
only Informed Of their rulings by unsigned
circulars. Tho builders had Insisted upon
continuing their present rulo Of ten hours,
and bo would keep his shops open and
ready to employ thoto who apply, whothnr
they, wero from this city or elsowlma. Ha
didn't bcllovo tho strlko would
last ten days. IIo said thcro woro
3,CC0 carpcntcrsln Baltimore, ot whom only
1,800 or 9,000 wero employed, loavlng 1,600
seeking employment wherever they can get
It, and somo will probably coma hero. Then
carpenters, ho said, could bo drawn from
southern cities.

Mr. Frank N. Carver, an assoclato with
Col. Fleming In his business, remarked, as
a factor In iho present troublo, that they
couldn't tell what other domand tho men
would mako It tbo ono for eight hours was
granted them, and so they had determined
to "open flgbt and starve them oat."

Daniel J. Macarty, tho contractor, bad
no predictions to mako regarding the

tho trouble. Regarding tbo causo
of the troublo ho said that tho unions had
given them a circular by which thoy wero
to bo governed, which mado certain restric-
tions. Ho said thcro was not a man la tho
association to which bo belonged who would
not fight to give tho men moro money and
less hours If poseIble,;tmt Uicro were certain
unreasonable demands which they would
not accede to. Ono union demanded eight
hours' work, or from 7 o'clock until 1
o'clock, and by no persuasion would they
work after that tlmo. That was a groat
uconvcnienco, as orucrs came ircquonuy

for work of groat Importance la tbo after-
noon, which mado It Important for tho men
to bo on hand after 4 o'clock. Ho dhl not
know why this was dono, oxcept that It
allowed tbo men tlmo to do Job work, after
that tlmo.

A copy of tho bill reported In tho II juso
last week by Representative Herbert, from
tho Joint commission ot Congress ou tho
organization ot tho scientific bureaus, "re-
stricting the work ot tba geological survey
and for other purposes," was sent by Sena-
tor Allison to Prof. J. W. l'owetl, director
ot tho survey, with an Invitation to blin
to express his vlows regarding It, I'rof.
l'owell's reply, discussing tho features of
tho measure lu detail, has boon laid beforo
tbo commission.

Section 1, ho says, prohibits tho expend-
iture of "any money for pttcon tologlc work
or publication, oxcept for tho collection,
classification, and proper cars ot fossils and
other uioterlal." Tlio bill, therefore, prac-
tically provides for oxactly tho paloonto-logi- c

work now being prosecuted by tho
survey, but, having provided that tho work
shall be ilonc.lt prohibits Its publication by
tho general government. A subsequent
clauso In tho samo section prohibits "tbo
general discussion of geologic theories."
I'rof. l'owcll says:

The dolugt of Iho survey may bo ptitfllihcJ,
but nil the results ot thoso doings mu.t remtln
unpublished. Tho director may report that
he lias prepared geologic sections of a district
or country: that he lull mado n study of tlio
rocks, foulls, and minerals, but cannot roaort
any facts or conclusions misting thereto; and.
In grncral, tho clauvs prohibits tho publica-
tion by the government or any inatorUl whit
ever except tbo transactions or basinets opera-
tions of the survey.

The third section provides that tho results of
the work of tho survey shall becimo tbe prop,

Section four provides for tho sale or "all such
laboratories and other property now In use by
the geological suivey as shall bo no lonTer
needed after tho pasaago or this act."

II msy bo Inferred, I'rof, Powell says, that It
Is the purposo or Iho bill to abolish tbo
paleonlologta laboratories or tho geological
tmvey.

The tubslltuto system piaellced at tbo
Treasury Department also cornea lufora
good sharo of comment. Tho attack mado
by Mr. Taulbco In tbo Houso was uot, so
many clerks think, without somo founda-
tion, although ha took tba wrong phase ot
It. This practice has uo connection with
civil service, and the hoad olllclals of that
department aro at lllierty, by reason ot this
system, to put whoever they plcaso In ofllco.
In fact, It is stated by ono ot tho bca 1

clerks of tho department that there is a
person homo upon tho rollt of the depart-
ment as a substitute, but who hat been
regularly cmplojed elnco last August.
This Is explained by tbe fact that a clctk
was removed, and no application was
mado to tho civil service commission
for a clork to fill the vacancy. It Is further-
more alleged that this "substitute" fallal
to pass tho civil service examination a year
ago. Another evil of the substitute system
Is pointed out by a lady clerk who was
taken HI, aud remained at homo for a
month.
