A Question Which Is Vorclnff IU Full
Discussion Kvoryvtliort) A History of
tVrong nnd Ontrngo,
Tho majority of thollouso Judiciary com-

mittee, In reporting adversely yesterday
upon tho proposed woman suffrngo amend-
ment to tho constitution, submits but a
formal report recommending that tho
proposition Ho upon tho tabic. Tho majority
report, which Is signed by Messrs. E. 1).
Taylor, Hepburn, Caswell, and Kannoy,
comments upon this fact, but says t

Tho lmportanco of tlio question of womtn
sullrsgo Is forcing Its full discussion every-vtbet-

and tho sllcucoof tho committee will
havo no tendoncy to withdraw it from publlo
attention, In a government by the pcoplo tho
ballot is at onco n badgo of sovereignty
and tho means of oxerctslng power.
Women aro pcoplo, and wu submit
that thev nru neJthor morally nor in.
tolicctually Incapable, and that no necessity
for thoir disfranchisement can bo suggested.
On tho contrary, wo bellovo that they aro on
titled to Immcdlata and nbsoluto onfmnchlso-men- t.

First, because their good demands It.
(llvo woman tho ballot and sho will havo addi-
tional means and Inducements for a broader
and better education. Including n knotvlcdgo
of alTalrs, which sho will not fall to avail hor.
self ol to tho uttermost, and which will add to
her means of protection for hur person and

Tho history of woman is for tho most
a history of wrong nnd outrage Crcatodrortequal companion of man, sho early becamo

his slave, and still Is In many parts ot tho
world. In many, Christian nations
ofEuropo sho Is y yoked with beasts and
is dolrg tho labor of beasts, whlto her son
and husband aro serving In tho army protect-
ing tho divine right of kings and men to slay
and destroy. Man has not been consciously
unjust to women in tho post nor is bo now,
but ho believes that' sho Is In her truo sphere,
not realizing that bo has fixed bcr sphere, and
not God, as hn Imagines. If tho "unspcakablo
Turk" should bo solicited to open the doors of
his harem and let tho Inmates becoma frea and
human ho wnuld bo Indignant, doubtlessly, nnd
would swear by tho beard of tlio prophet that
he never would so degrado lovely woman,
who, lit her sphere, was Intended to bo tho
eolaco of glorious, superior man, Yet as man
advances v, oman is elevated, and her elevation
in turn auvanccs mm. .no uueny ever given
her has been lost or abused or regretted.
Where molt has h'en plven hershohasbecomo
best. Liberty never degrades ; slavery always
docs.

Second, Woman's voto Is necessary for tho
good of others. Sho Is tho enemy of foreign
war or domcstlo turmoil. Sho Is tuo friend of
pence and homo. Her lnllnenco for good In
many directions would bo multiplied If sho
possessed tho ballot. Sho desl ica the homos of
tho land to be puro and sober. With her help
they may become in. Without her what Is tho
pro-pe- in this regard ? Undor tbo wlso aud
solo administration of man, well may the cry
go out

"watchman, tell us nflho night;
What its signs ot proinlso aro."

Wo do not Invito woman to tho "dirty pool"
of politics, nor does sho Intend to enter that
pool. Politics Is not necessarily unotoAn, If
It Is unclean sho Is not chargenblo with tho
grcnt crime, lor crime it Is. Politics must bo
purltlcd or wo aro lost. Togovorn this great
nation wisely and well Is not degrading ser-
vice To do It all tbo wisdom, ability, and pa-
triotism of nil tho pcoplo is required. No great
moral rorco should be unemployed. But It is
sometimes said that womoti do not desire tho
ballot. Some may not, nay, many do not per-
haps n majority but such fnditlorcnco cannot
aflcct the right of thoso who are not Indiffer-
ent. Tho conservative woman who feels that
her present dutlos aro as btirdensomo as sho
can bear, when sho realizes what sho can ac-
complish for her country and for mankind by
tho ballot, will as reverently thank God for
tho opportunity, nnd will as zealously dis-
charge her now obligations as will her moro
radical sister, who has long and wearily

and fervently prayod for tho coming of
tbo day of equality of rights, duties, and
hopes.

all, It corroborates tho assertion oftbo Mexican
ofllccr, Col. Santa Ana I'crez, that tho killing
of Crawford was tho result of an unfortunato
accident and not malicious. Consul Bingham's

views havo undcrgouo no chango
ouchlngtha killing, but tho unsatisfactory

evidence at hand gives him no opportunity to
substantiate or test ills theories that tbo attack
was premeditated.
