THE NEW DISTRICT HUlLDLNfJ,

rinns of It Sent to the Houso District
Coinmlttco Tho Cost nnd Size.

Tho Houso District comtnlttoo sent word
to tho commissioners yesterday morning at
10.30 o'clock that tho; would llko to havo
plans submitted to tho commtttco by 11
o'clock this morning ot n District building,
to bo built on tho front facing tho city ball.
Building Inspector Entwlslo and Draughts-
man Brady busied tbomsclrcs all day. In
tho work, and succeeded In getting onl on
excellent ground plan for tho building.
Tho plan calls for a building 82(1 foot 0
Inches In length, with a depth of ftO feet. A
wing fs attached to tho main building on tho
cast sldo, that has afrontago of 51 feot by a
depth of 100 feet 0 Inches. Tho main

will bo In tho center of tho building.
Tucro will also bo entrances at each end of
tho building. A corrldorwlll extend from tho
main cntranco through to tho present main
cntrancootthocltyhalt. This will giro two
court yards, each DO feet by IS.1!, affording
abundanco of light and ventilation to tho
buildings. A corridor, running cast and
west, separates tho rooms ot tho mtln
building, and a corridor In tho cist wlug,
running north and south, connects with It.

Tho building proposed will be ot thrco
stories and a uascment. Tho mnlu stair-wa- js

will bo on cither sides of tho central
corridor, running to tbo court houso. Tho
stmctnro will bo designed to harmonlzo
with tho architecture of tho city hall. Tho
front deration will boot stone. Tho colon-
nades on tho fronts of tho two wings of tho
city hall will bo removed. Tho front ot tho
building will bo within ten feet ot tho Lin-
coln shaft. Tho building will bo olghty-sl-

feet longer than tho city hall. Tho cstlmatod
cost of tho structuro will bo $100,000, and
two years will bo required to erect It. Tho
plans aro neatly arranged for comfort, con-
venience, ventilation, and light. On tho
west sldo of tho building spaco enough will
bo left for tbo erection of a postolllco build-
ing, Tho Homo District committee aro ap-
parently favored with tho selection, of tho
slto frontlnc tho cltv hall.

Several members of tbo committee, on In-

vitation of tho commissioners, yesterday
Isltcd tbo present District buildings, and

wcro carried around on a tour ot Inspection
by Col. Ludlow. Tho commtttco left satis-
fied that tbo District sadly needed a now
bulldlnrjt,and a ono at that. Chief
Justlco Carttcf Is said to bo tho only person
who objects to thoproposcd Improvements.
lib has declared a fight against tho niessuro
In tbo Senate District committee Tho com-
missioners will present tho now plana to-
day to tho Houso District commtttco, and
explain them In detail. Tho plans. If
adopted, will placo all tho District ofllccs
and courts under one roof.

of our government cannot bo large. What-
ever It may be, Its distribution In payment of
our honest debt will bo tho Jmcaus of relieving
a vnt amount of suffering among tho old vet-
erans, who can havo but few years before
tbcm to enjoy what comfort it may afford to
them,"

"In conclusion," ho says, "1 most earnestly
appeal to tho sonso nf Justlco, and to tho
patriotism ot tho people's representatives, to
no longer defer tho payment of theso bounties,
and let it bo known to the pcoplo that wo
navo (although mauy ) ears in reaching a con-
clusion) kept our faith with thoso who havo
not heretofore been properly recognized tu
the distribution of bouuilcs for servicer which
w cro inratuablo at tho tlmo thoy wcro ren-
dered.

"Your commlttoo has given lts'conscnt that
tho bill bo reported without recommendation.
I, therefore, for inj self, report back this bill,
and earnestly recommend tho passago otlho
same. John a. Loj.vh."

prices. Tho opening this morning
was strong, especially for tho coal stocks,
In regard to which tho rumors havo been
almost entirely favorablo of lato.

Hut tho market lacked supportcvldcntly,
lor after tho first few minutes trading

dull, and prices sigged off slowly
until after 13 o'clock. Thcro was then n
rally ot small fractions, which culminated
early In tho last liour,wucn prices again re-
sumed tbo downward movement. Tho
market closed heavy at a slight adranco
orcr tho lowest prices. Thcro was a bolter
distributed business it requiring aro
ot tho most nctlro stocks to furnish ono-ha- lf

of tbo day's business. There wora only
seven stocks on tho list which reached
10X00 shares.

Tho total sales for tho day woro 318,000
shares, a dcclluo from yestorday of 48,000,
principally accounted for by tho loss ot
nearly 110,000 In Lackawanna nnd 0,000 In
Lnko Shore.

Thcro was about tho usual amount ot
business ot salo In railroad bonds, tho total
Shies being $1,33,000.
