A record will bo kept In
each bureau ur division of the dally attendance
and hours of arrival aud departure of all
officers, clerks, and employes. All absences
or delinquencies lu not promptly attending at
the morning hour, or not continuing diligently
employed uuriug uusiuess iinurs, win ouiiuuy
reported lo tho collector or other chlefofUcers
of customs, and monthly reports will bo

by thoso olllccrs to tho department
thoivlug their action lu such cases. Tho read-Ing-

newspapers, smoking, loud conversation,
or other conduct Interfering with tho orderly
illsputeh or public business will not bo allowed.
No person not connected officially with tho
custom servico bhall bo allowed mlmUdon to
it custom house or appraiser's office or their
branches, exceptduring business hours, unloss
by special authority or tho collector or other
chief officer or tho port. Access to otllctal
records of any department of thocmtoaisor
tho furnishing of original papers, or copies
