Senator lugnlls Introduces n 11111 With
Tlmt Object In Vlow.

Seimtor lugalls, In tho Scnato yesterday
Introduced a bill, which was referred to tho

thorises tho commissioners to survey and
pint for condemnation not exceeding 1,000
feet lu width, lying and being adjacent to
aud on both sides of Hock creek, boglnnlng
nt tho Intersection of Massachusetts aronue
extended and Hock creek and extending all
along tho line of the crcok to the boundary
lino of tbo District, and lay It out In tbo
most practicable manner for a park. A
map showing the quantity nnd vatuo ot
each parcel shall bo filed lu the ofQco ot
tho recorder of deeds, and tho commission-
ers shall causo an appraisement by throo
Judicious disinterested persons, who shall.
In estimating value, consider tho benefits of
tbo park, and It unablo to purchaso tho
land by agreement within thirty days the
commissioners shall apply to tbo District
supremo court to ascertain and assess tbo
value of tho land In tho manner provided
tor taking land for highways. Tbo com-

missioners shall report their proceedings to
Congress.
